(emotional and physical), and family
dysfunction (place Exposed to domestic
violence, substance abuse, mental illness
and separation of parents and
imprisonment of a family member).
Mental and physical health, illness,
cognition, well-being and lifelong health
are rooted in childhood. The study of
adverse childhood experiences and the
overall risks associated with these
adverse events has grown significantly
over the past 20 years. Studies of
individuals with high adverse childhood
experiences have shown significant
physical health risks such as heart and
lung disease, lung cancer, metabolic
problems, inflammation, and liver
disease. Mental health is equally affected
by adverse childhood experiences, as
studies show a strong association with
depression, anxiety, severe mood
disorders, and suicide (1).

In addition to potentially mediating
the relationship between adverse
childhood experiences and depression, it
is reasonable to hypothesize that
mindfulness may also act as a protective
factor in this relationship and reduce the
likelihood that an individual with a
history of adverse childhood experiences
will develop depressive symptoms.

It may be partly explained by
the possibility that people with low
levels of mindfulness are better able to
suppress thoughts related to past
traumas and experiences.
