important strategic goals of governments in the
last few decades is sustainable development
from the point of view of tourism fields is
nature tourism or walking in nature. This spatial
model includes the approach of tourists to the
natural environment with different motives that
the tourist intends to travel to the natural
environment or nature. Therefore, the spatial
extent of this model includes the natural
environment, which can be, for example, the
beach, forest, mountain, etc. tourism includes
different types of tourism that gain tourism
experience in this space. These types can
include ecotourism, marine tourism, sports
tourism and the like. Meanwhile, the important
point is the distinction between nature-based
tourism as a spatial model and ecotourism as a
type of tourism. This is despite the fact that
most of the time these two are considered
synonymous and sometimes they are even
considered as one.

In fact,
ecotourism is an expanding part of the nature-
based tourism market. According to the
estimate of "Ecotourism Association™ in 1999,
tourism in nature or nature tourism is 20% and
Ecotourism has 7% of the global travel market.
Therefore, a trip to nature cannot be called
ecotourism without considering its
characteristics; While such trips can be
considered within the framework of tourism in
nature. Nature-oriented tourism refers to a type
of tourism in which tourists visit natural
resources and areas (Andrek, 2009; Lee, 2013).

expanding the vegetation, protecting the views
and Open landscapes and numerous
landscaping and turning it into a place for
various ceremonies can be effective in reviving
urban rivers-valleys as a vital, environmental,
recreational and service artery in improving the
quality of life in Yasouj city.

Conclusion
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Yasouj region as a treasure of nature tourism
and the presence of pristine natural areas and
scenic attractions, and especially the presence
of Bashar, Khorsan, Zahra, Maron, Nazmekan
and even the great waterfall of Yasouj, has
suitable capacities in the field of nature tourism
with an emphasis on valley river tourism. .
therefore; This article was also carried out with
the aim of strategic analysis of tourism
development of Yasouj river valleys using
SWAT method. The results of internal (IFE)
and external (EFE) analysis show that the
physical-spatial ~ dimension  of  tourism
development in the Yasouj valleys has 9
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strengths and 8 weaknesses; 3 opportunities and
5 threats. The socio-cultural dimension has 5
strengths; 8 weakness; 3 opportunities and 5
threats. economic-financial dimension 3
strengths; 5 weaknesses; It has 3 opportunities
and 4 threats. For the managerial-legal
dimension, 4 strengths; 6 weakness; 2
opportunities and 3 threats have been identified.
In total, there are 21 strengths; 27 weakness; 11
opportunities and 17 threats include the results
of the internal (IFE) and external (EFE)
analysis of the tourism development of the
Yasouj valleys.
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
