Methodology

The present study is applied in terms of
purpose and is a descriptive survey according
to the data collection method. The statistical
population of the study consisted of citizens of
Shiraz. Based on Morgan table, the statistical
sample of the study was determined to be 385
people and the participants were selected using
random cluster sampling method. The research
tool was a standard questionnaire whose
validity was confirmed by content validity and
its reliability was confirmed by Cronbach's
alpha. The collected data were analyzed using
SPSS software version 21 for inferential
statistics and LISREL version 8.8 for path
fitting. The direct and indirect effects of
predictor and mediating variables were
compared with each other and with the
criterion variable. Considering the
confirmation of most of the existing
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hypotheses, the conceptual model of the
present study was considered a suitable model
for predicting the factors affecting vandalism.

Results and discussion

According to the results of the path analysis,
all research hypotheses except hypothesis 5
(smart city has a significant effect on
vandalism) were confirmed. The first
hypothesis showed that the smart city has a
direct and significant effect on the happy city.
The second hypothesis stated that the smart
city has a direct and significant impact on
social justice. The third hypothesis showed a
happy and significant inverse effect of happy
city on urban vandalism. The results of the
analysis of the fourth hypothesis of the
research showed that social justice has a direct
and significant relationship with urban
vandalism. In the last hypothesis, we saw the
lack of influence of the smart city on urban
vandalism. Of course, the smart city showed
an indirect and inverse effect on vandalism
through the two mediating variables of happy
city and social status. The smart city alone
cannot affect vandalism, but if we consider the
smart city because it has a high level of
happiness and social justice, we will see that it
can have a significant and inverse effect on
urban vandalism. The smart city alone cannot
have a significant impact on vandalism
because, socio-economic status, cultural status
and environmental factors can have a
significant impact on the psyche of the
individual, thus leading to vandalism.
Therefore, by taking appropriate actions in the
socio-economic, cultural and environmental
fields, we can significantly reduce the damage
caused by sabotage and vandalism.

Conclusion
