The moderating role of sexual orientation in the relationship between self-
harm and other harassment and the sexual behavior

One of the factors associated with sexual behaviors is sexual orientation, which
is formed based on childhood experiences. This sexual orientation, which
emerges from childhood, not only shapes individuals’ sexual thoughts and
behaviors, but also forms their self-image and worldview regarding the self and
personal identity. The aim of the present study was to investigate the
moderating role of sexual orientation in the relationship between self-harm and
other-harm with sexual behavior among students of Islamic Azad University of
Bandar Abbas. For this purpose, the present research was a descriptive
correlational study. A total of 220 married students from Islamic Azad
University of Bandar Abbas in the academic year 2021 were selected through
convenience sampling and were assessed in terms of sexual tendency, the Self-
Injury Questionnaire, sadistic behavior, and sexual self-efficacy. The results of
the correlation coefficient analysis showed that the correlation coefficient
between the variable of self-harm and healthy sexual behavior was —0.70 at the
P < 0.001 level, indicating a significant inverse relationship between this
variable and healthy sexual behavior. The simple correlation coefficients
between other-harm and sexual behavior among married students showed that
the correlation coefficient between other-harm and healthy sexual behavior was
—0.81 at the P < 0.001 level, indicating a significant inverse relationship
between this variable and healthy sexual behavior as well. The findings also
showed that negative and positive sexual orientation could moderate the effects
of self-harm and other-harm on sexual behavior at the p < 0.01 level. Based on
the findings of this study, it can be concluded that sexual orientation influences
the magnitude of the effects of self-harm and other-harm on sexual behavior.
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
