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The present study was conducted with the aim of investigating
the level of attention paid to the components of the constructivism
in social science textbooks of the secondary school. Shannon
entropy method was used for content analysis. Statistical population
were consisted of all social science textbooks at the secondary
school level in the academic 92- 93. A content analysis checklist
was used to collect data, and its validity was confirmed by experts.
In order to determine the reliability of the research tool, the retest
method was used and the value of the correlation coefficient was
0.86 .The results of the data analysis showed that, more attention
was paid to the group interaction than other components, and the
lowest amount of attention and importance related to the
components of attention to the learner's physical environment,
evaluation of group activities, functional evaluation, evaluation of
the learning process, the facilitative role of teacher in situational
learning and knowledge production. According to the findings of
the present research, it seems necessary to revise the social science
curriculum of secondary school in order to pay more attention to
the components and indicators that are less important or to the
components that have not been paid attention to at all.
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
