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Abstract: The purpose of this research was to identify the effective factors in the
improvement of the capacity of implementation of the renewable energy
policies of vision document 1404. The qualitative research method was carried
out with the fuzzy Delphi method, and it was practical in terms of the goal. The
statistical population included policymaking and policy-implementation
specialists of the Ministry of Energy and related organizations, including
Tavanir and Satba, and regional power companies, and 21 people were selected
as the research sample based on the purposeful sampling method. Also, the
number of samples was based on the rule of theoretical saturation. Data analysis
was done in three stages with the fuzzy Delphi method, failure mode analysis
method, and fuzzy Dimetal method. The findings showed that six factors of
policy development, policy implementers, management factors, structural
factors, financial factors, and environmental factors are very important. Also,
the dimensions of policy development include the five dimensions of concept
clarity, clarity, dynamism and flexibility, and policy goals; The dimensions of
policy implementation include political trust, procedures, fair distribution,
political affiliation, and participation; The dimensions of management factors
include the commitment and experience of executive organizations, policy
evaluation in appropriate time frames; The dimensions of structural factors
appropriate policy
infrastructure, policy implementation instructions, appropriate monitoring

include organizational structure, implementation
system; And the dimensions of financial factors included financial resources,
investment and policy support. Finally, it can be concluded that policies evolve
over time through gradual changes or through fundamental and fundamental
changes, and adopting a policy is not an endpoint of the policy process or a

definitive solution to a fundamental problem.

Introduction

The policymaking process begins with the emergence of a problem or, more precisely, with the
observation of the difference between the existing and desired conditions. According to Jones and
Mats, most of what governments do shows their efforts to solve the contradictory and conflicting
issues of society (Gurjipour et al., 2018). Policy implementation is a set of actions that are applied
by individuals or groups working in the private or public sector to realize policy decisions. These
actions include both temporary efforts to operationalize policy decisions and continuous efforts to
implement necessary changes based on policy decisions. (Abbasi et al., 2015). Few studies have
been done in the field of providing models for the implementation of policies in the field of
renewable energies, vision document 1404. The most important gap in the research that can be
seen by reviewing the renewable energy policies of vision document 1404 is that in these studies,
the role of the implementation of the policies as one of the important tools has not been discussed
and investigated. Is. These factors caused that due to the prevalence of the concept of policymaking
as a millennium paradigm, this concept has received more public attention and the government
has accepted the formulation and implementation of a policy as a prerequisite for the Ministry of
Energy in the field of renewable energy.

Case Study
The case study of this research is the field of electricity production and renewable energy in Iran.

Theoretical framework

Legislation and public policy processes that are based on integrity, participation, and transparency
are considered essential and vital for designing and implementing effective policies and thus
maintaining citizens' trust in the government (Innes, 2014). The policy models are mentioned in
almost all sources (internal and external) similarly; For example, Howlett and his colleagues
(2019) generally divide the model into several categories including rational, gradual, garbage can,
etc. Alwani and Sharifzadeh express the patterns of policymaking in the form of policy metaphor:
policymaking as an institutional outcome (institutional model), policymaking as a political activity
(process model), policymaking as obtaining maximum social benefits (rational model),
policymaking as a rational choice. In a competitive situation (game theory model) (Alwani &
Sharifzadeh, 2011). In the book "Understanding Public Policy", Thomas Day analyzed the patterns
of public policy from the point of view of patterns such as institutionalism, process, gradual
changes, groups, elites, and game theory (Ghafari et al., 2015).

Methodology

The main goal of the current research was to design a model to improve the capacity to implement
the renewable energy policies of vision document 1404. The findings showed that there are 6
dimensions and 21 components to improve the capacity to implement renewable energy policies
in Vision Document 1404. The dimensions include 1- policy formulation (transparency of the
policy concept, clarity of the policy concept, dynamism, and flexibility of the policy, policy
objectives), 2- policy implementers (including political trust, procedures, and fair distribution,
political affiliation and participation), 3- managerial factors (commitment and experience of
executive organizations, policy evaluation in appropriate time frames, alignment of government
executive programs), 4- Structural factors (including appropriate organizational structure, policy
implementation infrastructure, implementation instructions for the policy, suitable monitoring
system), 5- Financial factors (financial resources, investment, and support in the policy,
appropriate implementation tools) and 6- environmental factors (consistency of laws, multiplicity
of policies on a single issue, unforeseen events).

Conclusion

Today, paying attention to renewable energy is a global issue and is on the agenda of
governments, and in this context, it is necessary to pay attention to effective policies until
it is realized. Governments should pay attention to renewable energy policies as a vital
matter in their survival and consider its various components and indicators. The present
research identified some of these components (policy development, policy implementers,
management factors, structural factors, financial factors, and environmental factors) that
can be considered in the development of renewable energy policies.
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
