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Abstract

Background and Purpose: This research
was carried out with the aim of investigating
the effect of indirect relation between
information identity, normative identity and
confusion-avoidance identity on
psychological capital.

Method: For this purpose, a sample of 424
students was selected through a cluster
sampling method from the Hamedan
universities and the questionnaire of
Bersonsky ldentity Styles (ISI-3, 1989) and
the Lutangan Psychological Capital (PCQ,
2007) They were executed on them. Data
were analyzed using structural equation
model (SEM) and AMOS software. For each
of the variables, the measurement models
were evaluated and tested and all models
were supported. The final model presents a
specific pattern of relationships between
research variables.

Results: The path coefficient of normative
identity style to psychological capital is
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
