has received less attention. This current research aims to design a model for the
sustainable development of sports for all in Irag.

Methods: The research was conducted based on the interpretive paradigm and
employed the data theory method of the Glazeri Foundation.

Introduction

Universal sport is a vital component of the development of
modern nation-states, and part of sports development is tied to
the concept of universal sport development and the cultivation
of elite athletes (Alizadeh et al., 2020). At the governance
level, universal sport is considered a valuable resource that
governments use to achieve a wide range of sporting and non-
sporting goals. A review of the link between the concepts of
sustainable development and sport reveals some key terms in
this regard. Sport for sustainable development, sustainable
sport, and sustainable development in sport are among them.
Sport for sustainable development, also known as sustainable
development through sport, refers to the intentional use of
sport to create a positive impact on public health, socialization
of children, youth, and adults, social inclusion of
disadvantaged individuals, economic development of regions
and states, and strengthening intercultural exchange and
conflict resolution. As mentioned, mass sports in Iraq are not
in good condition from the perspective of conclusions and
heroism.

On the other hand, based on a search in the Iraqi academic
scientific journals database, there are few academic studies on
its development and sustainable development; therefore, it is
likely to be in poor condition from the perspective of
sustainable development indicators. Therefore, the research
gap in the field of mass sports in Iraqg, particularly in its
sustainable development, is quite evident. Therefore, the
present research aimed to design a sustainable development
model for mass sports in Irag, a model that is based on the
current characteristics of the Iragi mass sports system and is
based on the components that affect the sustainable success of
mass sports at the international level, and can facilitate the
process of developing mass sports in Iraq sustainably.

Methods

In
order to move towards sustainability in Iraqg's sport for all
while breaking the vicious cycle that governs the current
system, it is necessary to focus on the basic social process and
basic and advanced stabilization measures to create a stable
situation in the structure of Iragi sport for all, which this
system Sustainable sport for all will have positive intra-system
and extra-system functions.

Conclusion
Intra-systemic functions encompass the elements within the
public sports system, including stability in sports performance,

sports development, and athlete development. Stability in
sports performance is perhaps the most logical and expected
outcome of developing sports sustainably in Irag. Winning
medals in international competitions and improving the
position in the rankings in a sustainable manner (i.e.,
maintaining the desired result over time) is the most obvious
possible outcome. In general, a sustainable public sports
system can provide the development of sports in different parts
of the country. In contrast, extra-systemic functions refer to
elements that are outside the public sports system and include
improving the international image and social consequences.
Improving sports results will increase the country's bargaining
power in international forums, which will expand sports and
political relations, and ultimately enhance the country's
international image. Ultimately, success in universal sports in
a sustainable manner, that is, with a justice-oriented approach
and by utilizing the sports talents of all regions of the country,
can lead to improving social capital, developing the resilience
of citizens, helping to ensure stability, and increasing the
perception of justice, all of which are important social
consequences of a sustainable universal sports system.
