This research has been carried out using a descriptive analytical method. Data collection has been done
in two ways, library and field, and field studies have beemdone with the help of questionnaires. The
statistical population of the research includes the héagds of*households living in villages with Menarid
plan and local experts of these villages.\Considering thessmall aumber of villages with Manarid plan in
Sistan region (number of 4 villages), all the abaqve villages$have been considered as sample villages.
But due to the large number of villages with"Manarid plan in North Khorasan province (number of 18
villages), in this research, only 50% of thembave been randomly selected as a sample size from all the
villages with Manarid plan. The statistical population of the study in the studied villages was 3952
households, the number of sample households was calculated using Cochran's formula to be 351 people.
Also, to determine the weight of the fesearch indicators, Expert Choice software was used, in which the
two-by-two comparisen of the importange of the variables It is possible. In this research, the ARAS
technique has been usedwto determine the level of effects of the Manarid project on the empowerment
of rural communities.

Examining thé'status 0f economic empowerment indicators in the studied areas shows that the indicators
of access to loans, an-agricultural investment and marketing of handicrafts have the highest rank in
Sistan withharmaverage of 2.94, 2.25 and 2.24, respectively, and the indicators of the diversity of income
sources apdiJob opportunity has the lowest rank with an average of 1.80 and 1.79 respectively. In North
Khorasan, the indicators of access to loans for work, the adequacy of loans to create employment and
agricultural investment have the highest rank, with an average of 3.74, 3.09, and 2.75, respectively, and
the lowest rank are indicators of employment opportunities, diversity of income sources, and investment
in The cooperative format with an average of 2.37, 2.38, and 2.74 are assigned to themselves. Also, the
examination of the status of social empowerment indicators in the studied areas shows that the indicators
of participation in the preservation of natural resources, recognition of existing potentials and positive
attitude towards empowerment Order with an average of 3.18, 3.16, and 3.15 has the highest rank in
Sistan, and satisfaction with the way of receiving loans, awareness of local communities about business



prosperity, and family satisfaction with income are the lowest with an average of 2.5, 2.48, and 2,
respectively. has assigned the rank. In North Khorasan, the indicators of people's communication with
experts, participation in the establishment of the fund and the awareness of local communities about the
prosperity of the work have the highest rank, respectively, with an average of 3.92, 3.86 and 3.85, and
the indicators of family satisfaction with income, desire to stay in the village. And the awareness of the
local communities about the prosperity of work has the lowest rank with an average of 3.09, 3.07 and
2.00.

Conclusion

The results of the implementation of the project indicated that the effects of the Menarid international
project on the empowerment of rural women in the regions of Sistan and North Khorasan are
significantly different from each other. The evaluation of the indicators of economic empowerment
showed that the indicators of access to loans, non-agricultural investment and handicraft marketing in
Sistan; And the indicators of access to loans for work, adequacy of loans to create emplayment and
agricultural investment have been ranked the highest in North Khorasan proviace. In the social
dimension, the index of participation in the preservation of natural resgurces, recognitiomof the existing
potentials in Sistan has the highest rank.

the job satisfaction of the local communities and incrgased their income. According to the research
findings, the results of the present research are comparedwith,the results of the studies of Fal Suleiman
and Chekshi (2013), Ajurlo et al. (2013) and Behzadfar et al$(2015) can be considered consistent in
terms of confirming the effects of the Megarid internatignal prgject on the empowerment of women and
the participation of local communities.
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
