¢ complexes, the present study seeks to answer the main question of whether there
is a difference between capital by using field method, survey technique,
questionnaire tool and using SPSS and AMOS Graphic software. Is there a social
and cultural relationship with social adjustment in residential complexes in
Isfahan? The statistical population is all individuals and households living in
residential complexes in Isfahan, whose number is 1155,800 and 384 of them have
been studied as a sample size. The results show that between the total amount of
social capital (0.39) and its indicators, ie social trust (0.37), social cohesion (40),
social participation (0.32) and social relationship (0.43) ) Has a positive and
significant relationship with social adjustment of residential complexes. Also
between the total amount of cultural capital (0.30) and its indicators, ie objectified
cultural capital (0.36), institutionalized cultural capital (0.27) and embodied
cultural capital (0.26) with social adaptation in the complex There is a positive and
significant relationship between housing. Therefore, all research hypotheses are
confirmed. Also, the results of the structural equation model (AMQS) indicate that
in general, the effect of the independent variable of social capital with a coefficient
of 0.44 and the variable of cultural capital with a coefficient of 0.32 have an effect
on the variable of social adjustment.

Introduction

Man is a social being and he has to interact with people to meet his physical and mental needs. In the
contemporary era, despite the vertical connections that have emerged in new residential complexes, the
lack of spaces where these interactions can take place is completely felt. Today, the residents'
dissatisfaction with their living environment and the lack of cooperation and incompatibility between
them has turned into a set of empty spaces between them. In the city of Isfahan, due to the fact that it
has a higher percentage of immigrants, this problem has caused various people with different
subcultures and ethnicities to gather in this city and live together. At times, due to cultural and social
differences, residents have problems adapting to others; And due to the decrease of social adaptation
among people, the present research has been done to know the effect of cultural and social capital on
social adaptation among the residents of residential complexes in Isfahan city.

Methodology

The research method in this study is descriptive and survey based on the purpose of the study, and
according to the method of data collection, the most widely used one is the questionnaire. The statistical
population of this research includes all the people and households living in the residential complexes of
Isfahan city, which are about 1155800 people. 385 residents were selected as a sample according to
Cochran's formula. SPSS and AMOS software were used for data analysis.

Results and discussion

The results showed that there is an inverse and significant relationship between the cultural capital and
the social adaptation of the residents, that is, the higher the cultural capital of the residents of residential
complexes, the lower their adaptation. There is a direct and meaningful relationship between social
capital and social adaptation of the residents, that is, the higher the social capital of the residents of
residential complexes, the higher their adaptation rate. Also, between social capital and its dimensions
(social trust, connection to social networks, and normativeness). There is a direct and significant
relationship with the social adaptation of residents.

Conclusion

The results obtained from the assumptions and variables of the research show that the social capital of
the residents of the residential complexes in areas (2, 10, 9, 8) is high, and the social capital of the
residents of the residential complexes in the area (6) is average downwards, and the social capital of the
residents of the complexes The residential areas (1 and 4) are average. The social compatibility of the
residents of areas (2, 9, 10, and 5) is high, and the social compatibility of the residents of area (6) is
average downward, and the social compatibility of areas (1, 8, 7, 6, and 4) is average. In this research,
the cultural capital of the residents has not increased their adaptation in residential complexes. Based
on Bourdieu's theory, it is inferred that people who have higher cultural capital have more relationships
with others. The findings related to the investigation of the relationship between the dimensions of
social capital and the degree of social adaptation of the residents of residential complexes in Isfahan
city indicate a direct and meaningful relationship between the dimensions of social capital and the
degree of social adaptation.
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
