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Introduction

The city of Bojnourd, with its natural, historical and cultural richness, has long been of interest to
tourists. The city of Bojnourd is located in a suitable geographical position along the cities of the
north of the country and the province of Khorasan Razavi and the city of Mashhad. This location has
provided a great capacity for tourism development in this city. For this purpose, considering the
tourism potential of this city, the need to study its tourism development and the effects of this
approach on the development of the city is important. Because according to urban developments, part
of the development of this city depends on the improvement of infrastructure and the development of
tourism in general. Therefore, the main purpose of this study is to investigate the effects of tourism
and its role in the sustainable development of Bojnourd.

Methodology

The research method is descriptive-analytical in nature and practical in terms of purpose. Data were
collected by field method and the main tool of data collection was a questionnaire. The content
validity of the research instrument was confirmed by experts (20 people) and its reliability was
confirmed by Cronbach's alpha test of 0. 718. The statistical population of the study is 233810 citizens
of Bojnourd based on the latest population and housing census in 2016. The sample size was
calculated using Cochran's formula to 384 people and was randomly distributed in Bojnourd. The data
analysis method was through structural equation modeling (second-order factor model) and SPSS and
AMOS software were used for data analysis.

Results and discussion

The study shows that among the effective indicators of tourism development, the economic dimension
with a factor load of 0. 75, has the most role in explaining the effects of tourism development on the
city of Bojnourd. The increase in income is the most obvious economic indicator (among the 4
economic indicators studied) that has occurred with the development of tourism in Bojnourd. The
social dimension is another important factor of sustainability that has been affected by tourism in
Bojnourd. The factor of this factor after the development of tourism has been equal to 0. 49, which
indicates the significant impact of tourism on urban development. Increasing the quality of life,
increasing local and family travel and the importance of the value of indigenous culture and its
preservation are known as the most important positive social effects of tourism.

The environmental dimension of tourism with a factor of 0. 47 is in the third place of impact. A study
of 5 variables of visual and visual pollution, air pollution, noise pollution, landscape degradation with
tourist waste and destruction of agricultural and garden lands shows the fact that the environmental
effects of tourism have a wider range and a wide range of variables under this factor.

Physical index with a factor load of 0. 27 is in the fourth place of influence. Land use change and
reduction of agricultural lands, uncontrolled construction with the development of tourism and the
transformation of Bojnourd into a metropolis are among the most important physical effects of
tourism on the development of Bojnourd, all of which are negative.

Conclusion

Conclusion shows that the development of sustainable tourism has played an important role in the
development of Bojnourd. it can be said that tourism has played an important role in the development
of Bojnourd. But the development of this sector needs more attention. The local community of
Bojnourd is showing some resistance to changes, especially in the field of tourism. Improving this
situation requires systemic and participatory urban management. Tourism management in Bojnourd
needs more awareness about the phenomenon of tourism development so that conflicts in the host
community are minimized and physical and environmental issues are not threatened and damaged
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
