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Abstract

Introduction: The present research is the paradigmatic pattern of
women's presence in sports stadiums according to the cultural
conditions of Iran, which was conducted with a qualitative research
method and using an approach based on the foundation's data
theory. Research method: The present research was conducted using
the purposeful sampling method by conducting 20 semi-structured
interviews. Coding was used to analyze the interview data. The
reliability of the interviews in this research is 87%. Considering that
the reliability rate is more than 60%, the reliability of coding is
confirmed. Also, 5 expert professors in the field of sports were given
the ability to verify and transferability from the review method.
Methods: According to the results of the research, data analysis was
done in three stages of open, central and selective coding, and the
findings in the framework of the final model include: individual and
legal factors as causal factors, infrastructural and planning factors as
the background conditions are political factors as interfering factors
and controlled presence as a suitable solution for normalizing the
presence of women in sports stadiums

Findings: According to the results, it can be said that the presence of
female spectators in sports stadiums is one of the ways of enriching
leisure time and creating vitality among women, and this maximum
presence together with the family can strengthen relationships. to be
socially appropriate and on the other hand, it has a significant impact
on various fields of holding competitions.

Conclusion: The findings suggest that women’s attendance at sports
stadiums is a significant way to enrich their leisure time, enhance
social vitality, and foster positive social relationships. This
widespread presence, particularly in the family context, can
contribute to improved social bonds and have a profound impact on
various aspects of hosting sporting events, promoting cultural and
social development in the community.

Introduction

This research was the pattern of women's
presence in sports stadiums according to the
cultural conditions of the country. Sports is
one of the categories in which special
attention should be paid to the presence of
women due to its uplifting spirit and its
health and even therapeutic aspect (1). The
presence of spectators in sports is important
from different aspects and should be
considered in different programs and in the
whole society. (3) Spectators are the most
important part of sports competitions and it
can even be argued that modern sports
cannot survive without spectators. But in
our [slamic society, the general public's view
of recreation and leisure, especially women,
is different (2) As part of Iranian women's
free time, their presence in sports stadiums
has not been noticed. A large population of
women have little or no free time outside of
work and home, while the neglect of
women's sports is one of the problems and
the consequences of which can be clearly
seen in today's society. In fact, mothers are
the main pillar of vitality in society for many
years, the discussion of Iranian women
entering men's competitions as spectators
has been raised, but comprehensive
planning for this issue has not been thought
of and it is not taken seriously. Recently,
most of the world and international sports
federations have issued orders to their
respective federations in countries where it
is difficult for women to attend sports
venues. In Iran, women have been present in
sports stadiums for some time, but their
continued presence requires examining all
aspects, obstacles and existing problems.
Therefore, by knowing the conditions and
platforms that provide this presence and the
actions and interactions carried out in this
field, we can be successful in better
understanding this phenomenon and
provide solutions and implementation
mechanisms to legalize the presence of
women in sports stadiums. Therefore, in this
research, an attempt is made to investigate
the ways of legalizing the presence of
women in sports stadiums according to the
cultural conditions of the country in line
with the goals of world federations.

Methods

This research is a type of qualitative
research and it was done in terms of
developmental-applicative goal and using
the theorists' approach, and semi-structured
interviews were used to collect data in this
research. The statistical population included
administrators, teachers, and physical
education activists in Kermanshah province
in 2022. Among them, some were selected
for interviews using the purposeful sampling
method and the snowball technique. The
interviews continued until theoretical
saturation was achieved. In the current
research, interviews were conducted with
20 people, from the 17th interview onwards,
the repetition of received information was
observed, and after the 20th interview, the
data was completely repeated and the
interviewee was presented with theoretical
saturation. There are three overlapping
processes in the foundational data theory
approach, which are: open coding, axial
coding, and selective coding. In the
implementation of the change, data
collection and analysis were done
consciously at the same time. In order to
present a systematic model of the findings
arising from the coded data, it was decided
to use the paradigm model proposed by
Strauss and Corbin. the causal factors
section, the findings of the research showed
that women play a significant role in the
social and family upbringing of the future
generation, itis necessary to pay attention to
their recreational activities and hobbies.
Watching sports matches in sports stadiums
is an example of recreational and healthy
activities for women, and it also enriches the
free time of women in the society and
prevents some social deviations and
negative entertainments, which causes the
experience of enjoyable excitement by
watching sports matches in person. be
madeln the section of contextual factors
regarding the paradigmatic pattern of
women's presence in sports stadiums, the
items that were obtained from the data that
form the basis for creating the central
phenomenon and in the two general
concepts of infrastructure factors and
planning factors were classified.
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Findings

This research has presented the paradigm
model of women's presence in sports
stadiums according to the cultural
conditions of the country. For this purpose,
the theoretical method has been used to
present the theory, and the ideal model for
the legal and specialized presence of women
in stadiums and sports halls is designed and
presented. In the causal factors section,
research studies showed that women play a
significant role in the social and family
education of the future generation, and with
their presence in sports stadiums, they have
very beneficial effects from social, cultural
and economic aspects in Iran in terms of
non-existence. The presence of women
spectators in sports stadiums is in contrast
to the presence and this lack of presence and
support for the popular team has caused the
dissatisfaction of women and even male
spectators, which is consistent with the
results of research (1), (15), (16).The results
of this research showed that the spectators
who come to watch sports matches in sports
stadiums have a special importance for
sports teams and provide opportunities for
women beyond the functional and approved
spaces to interact with men and with each
other. acting with other women, showing or
performing their gender identity and
femininity in it. According to the results of
the present research, it can be said that the
accurate and appropriate planning of
managers and  officials organizing
competitions and the accurate
implementation of management operations
The danger and training of security forces
and leaders, all of the above cases are
included in the planning category and
provide the conditions for the presence of
women in stadiums. (15),(1) (16), are
aligned. According to the results of the
research, intervening conditions are
structural conditions that facilitate or limit
the effect of other factors and have a general
aspect. The experts present in the research
believe that the presence of female
spectators in sports stadiums is not legally
prohibited, but there is a long way to
implement it, and they also believe that by
drafting the necessary laws for the presence
of women and removing obstacles by policy
makers and managers, it will increase the

national prestige and also, the political
position of the country's sports in the world
is improved. On the other hand, appealing to
the favorable opinion of clerics and
authorities by determining religious and
customary limits for female spectators has a
significant effect on preparing the presence
of female spectators in stadiums, so Iran can,
like Saudi Arabia, which has religious and
religious conditions similar to our country,
during In these few years, they were able to
prepare the ground for the presence of
female spectators in sports stadiums by
defining specific limits and boundaries, and
Iran's managers and policy makers, by
formulating specific limits and justifying the
opposing officials in this field, can improve
the conditions for the presence of female
spectators in sports stadiums. provide that
the results of this research are consistent
with the findings of Wilson's research (22),
(21), (10), (15), (18).In general, based on the
results of the analysis of the factors, it can be
stated that the first factor is gender equality;
The presence of women at the top of
management affairs; lack of political
exploitation of the presence of women in
stadiums; Supporting solutions for the
presence of women; changing the attitude of
officials; security in stadiums; changing the
society's attitude (creating culture in the
community); Standardization of stadiums
(use of up-to-date facilities, equipment and
devices), cultural and social factors (by the
media); Providing infrastructure (proper
transportation system and safety and
direction of traffic) (management factors),
creating a management structure in
women's  sports (economic factors)
persuading sponsors. The 15th factor is legal
solutions (legislation). The sixteenth factor
of social consequences (improving women's
mental health),
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
