: mentioned. The statistical population of the present study includes middle school
¢ principals of schools in Kermanshah province. The sampling method of this
: research was multi-stage cluster sampling and the sample size was obtained
: based on Cochran's formula, which was 384.

¢ Findings: Based on the obtained results, the significance level of causal
: conditions with the dimension of the central phenomenon is equal to the value
: of 150.27, the level of significance of the central phenomenon with the
: components of strategies is equal to the value of 8, and the level of significance
: of the background conditions with the dimension of strategies is equal to the
¢ value of 6.52 and The significance level of intervening factors with the
: dimension of strategies is equal to the value of 6.70, and all these values are
: greater than the standard value of 1.96.

: Conclusion: Considering the significance of the investigated components, the
: research shows the validity of the investigated components and the appropriate
. effectiveness of the social dynamic management model of schools in the
: education system.
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Extended Abstract

Introduction:

The educational system of any country should be
able to equip learners with knowledge and skills to
be able to identify future developments and issues
and prepare for them. Because the first and most
important goal of the educational system is to
prepare learners for future needs, challenges and
demands. One of the most important skills that
should be considered among students is social
dynamics (Brennan, et al, 2017).

Social dynamics is the study of the behavior of
groups, which is the result of the interactions of
individual members of the group, as well as the
study of the relationship between individual
interactions and group-level behaviors. The field of
social dynamics brings together ideas from
economics, sociology, social psychology and other
disciplines (Neves & Paiva, 2021).

Therefore, the purpose of this research is to
investigate the effectiveness of the social dynamic
management model of schools in the education
system.

Methods:

The management model of the social dynamics of
schools in the education system, which is examined
in this research, is shown in Figure 1. The research
method is forward-looking according to the time of
occurrence of the phenomenon; According to the
result, decision-oriented; according to purpose,
practical; according to the time of the research,
cross-sectional; According to the type of data,
quantitative; According to the method of data
collection or the nature and method of the research,
it was descriptive-correlation. The statistical
population of the present study includes all
secondary level principals in schools of Kermanshah
province. The sampling method of this research was
multi-stage cluster sampling and the sample size was
obtained based on Cochran's formula, which was
384. The data collection tool in this research is a
researcher-made questionnaire based on the social
dynamic management model of schools in the
education system. Scoring in this questionnaire is a
5-point Likert scale, with 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 points for
the options "I completely disagree", "I disagree"”, "I
have no opinion”, "l agree" and "I completely
agree". has been taken. The software used in this
research is Smart PLS and SPSS. In order to check
the wvalidity of the questionnaire questions,
confirmatory factor analysis and convergent validity
were used. The factor load of the research items is
more than 0.4, which shows the validity of the
questionnaire  questions. In  examining the
convergence validity, the composite reliability (CR)
of the studied constructs is greater than the average
variance extracted (AVE), which indicates the
convergent validity of the studied constructs.

Results:

Based on the results, the central phenomenon in this
research was the social dynamics of schools
including three main categories and eight sub
categories. The main categories of managing the
social dynamics of schools included social
adaptation, social skills and social culture. Social
adjustment included two subcategories of
educational adjustment and emotional adjustment.
Social skill included emotional social skill,
functional social skill, alternative social skill and
planning social skill. And social culture included the
norms and culture of peers and affiliation.
According to the obtained results, the causal
conditions affecting the social dynamics of schools
have been placed in the area of the presented
policies, which have two categories of requirements,
which  include  organizational and legal
requirements. The obtained organizational
requirements include meritocracy and merit
selection, specialization and specialized knowledge,
accurate identification of indicators and components
of social dynamics and legal requirements including
the existence of facilitating laws and regulations,
goals in the form of approvals of the Supreme
Council of Education and Culture and the Supreme
Council of Cultural Revolution is.

According to the obtained results, the intervening
factors affecting the management of the social
dynamics of schools have been placed in two
categories of intra-organizational conditions and
extra-organizational conditions. Internal
organizational conditions include examining two
categories of structural barriers and management
barriers, each of which has different factors.
According to the results obtained from the research,
the strategies are categorized into two categories:
individual strategies and organizational strategies.
Individual strategies include examining the
components of self-management, which includes
factors of self-control, self-evaluation, self-
correction, being a manager researcher and
familiarity with various research methods, system
knowledge,  structure  knowledge,  culture
knowledge, knowledge of the atmosphere,
knowledge of rules and regulations, knowledge of
organization theories, Experimenting, learning from
experience and gaining experience is having a
scientific outlook and having the power of
leadership.

According to the results obtained from the research,
establishing the social dynamic management style of
schools has individual, social and organizational
consequences. According to the obtained results,
individual outcomes are effective in the two
dimensions of increasing creativity and improving
performance, which factors related to increasing
creativity include forward-looking and future-
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making, creative and innovative components,
generating new ideas, providing creative solutions
and  entrepreneurship.  Also,  performance
improvement includes the components of
continuous improvement and improvement of
educational skills.

Conclusion:

The degree of significance of the causal conditions
with the dimension of the central phenomenon
shows the significance of the desired relationship.
The degree of significance of the central
phenomenon with the components of the strategies
shows the significance of the desired relationship.
The significant value of all the components related
to the dimensions of strategies and phenomenon-

oriented shows the validity of the investigated
components. The significance level of background
conditions with the dimension of strategies shows
the significance of the desired relationship. The
significant value of all the components related to the
background conditions and strategies also shows the
validity of the investigated components. The
significance level of intervening factors with the
dimension of strategies shows the significance of the
desired relationship. The significant value of all the
components related to the intervening factors and
strategies dimension shows the validity of the
investigated components.
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
