: significently higher in both post and follow up test (p<.001). Moreover, the results
: proved to be stable in a time lapse of two months

Introduction:

Classroom management IS widely
acknowledged to be fundamental to effective
teaching as it involves the actions taken by
teachers to maintain safe and productive
learning environments  to maximise
instructional time. On the surface, the
components of  effective classroom
management appear to be well documented and
understood, with a plethora of journal articles
and text books dedicated to this topic, and a
number of key practices deemed to be evidence
based by both researchers and the teaching
profession. It may seem that little more needs to
be said about classroom management in
schools. Yet, both locally and internationally,
policy makers, education systems, and the
wider community are increasingly concerned
by the disengagement from learning by
students, the underuse of research- informed
classroom management practices by teachers,
and the level of problem behaviour in schools.
Research literature shows that emotions such as
interest, choice, challenge and time on task in
students are related to the educational behaviors
of the teacher in the classroom. For instance,
lack of feedback from the teacher, Unstructured
educational content, vague educations and
excessive control of students by the teacher
create negative environment. Primary teachers
have more opportunities to establish
constructive interactions and create positive
academic perceptions in students in comparison
with the teachers of higher grades who teach a
specific subject.

Context:
The commercialization of research has
expanded in recent decades as a new approach

to academic research and educational science.

Goal:

The goal of the present study is to investigate
the effectiveness of the teachers training in
effective classroom management on the
students perceptions of classroom environment
and time on task .

Method:

The population of this research included all
teachers with work experience under 10 years
from seaman elemetry secondary
schools(fourth to sixth grades) and their class

students. The participants of intervention
program were 40  teachers chosen and
participated in random replacement method in
experimental and control groups(each group,
n=20).

Two groups of experimental and control were
matched in terms of school’s level (public),
students’ age (10-12 years old), grade (fourth-
sixth grade), and also, teacher’s teaching
experience (under 10 years), and the age (32
years old in average). Considering the average
number of 30 students for each classroom, the
number of students was considered 1200 for
experimental and control groups. Research
plan, experimental pretest-posttest control
group with follow-up testing was used.. All
students in both groups completed the
questionnaire of Genty and Gable’s Perception
of Classroom Activities. Time on task was
measured by traind observers in all 40 classes.
Then, the intervention was performed for the
teachers in experimental group during 15 two
hours sessions. Multivariate repeated measures
analysis of covariance was used to analyze the
data..

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The total number of questionnaires completed
in two groups of control and experimental was
approximately 1200; after removing the
incomplete questionnaires and respondents
drop out (students) (115, 9% of data) in triple
steps of measurements for reasons such as
absenteeism, the data related to 1085 students
of 40 classrooms were collected. 13
multivariable outlier data were identified and
removed.

Findings:

The results of descriptive statistics of interest,
choice, and challenge components in the
perceptions of classroom environment variable
in two groups show an increase in the scores of
three components this variable .Also The
results of descriptive statistics of time on task
show an increase in the experimental group
from pre-test to post-test and there are no
significant changes in the follow-up step in
comparison with the post-test. Moreover, the
scores of experimental groups show an increase
in the post-test in comparison with the control
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group and such difference was constant in the
follow-up stage. Kurtosis and skewness
parameters of two groups, in most of the
variables and test stages, have not exceeded the
critical value of +1; therefore, the research data
are normal.
Inferential finding of perceptions of classroom
environment variable and Time on task variable
showed that Training effective classroom
management to teachers results in the increase
in perceptions of classroom environment and
time on task in students of the experimental
group compared to the control group.

Also the result showed that an increase in the
perceptions of classroom environment and time
on task resulted from the training of effective

classroom management to teachers in students
of the experimental group is constant in a
bimonthly period.

Results:
