Research Article Introduction: To identify and analyze the existing challenges in the field of order

and security of Iran's beaches and the role of halal sports tourism in improving this
situation is a significant issue that due to the ever-increasing growth of coastal sports
tourism, there is a need to identify the Sharia, cultural and Social in the design and
implementation of halal sports tourism seems essential.

tourism ultimately leading to improved order and security in these areas.

Conclusion: In this regard, providing practical and practical solutions for
successfully implementing this type of tourism is particularly important. Considering
the material and spiritual benefits resulting from the implementation of this model, it
is suggested that the legislative and executive authorities take basic and serious steps
in this regard.

Introduction

One of the most important challenges on the country's coasts
is the lack of proper planning and management in coastal
tourism development, which leads to problems such as
congestion, disorder, traffic chaos, and insecurity in some
coastal areas. The development of halal sports tourism on the
coasts can play a crucial role in improving this situation, as
creating suitable spaces for coastal and marine sports will
enable families to have fun and entertainment, reduce
disorders, and increase security in these areas. However,
designing and implementing this type of tourism while
respecting religious and cultural principles and regulations
remains challenging and requires further study, which this
research seeks to address.

Methods

The present study is grounded in a qualitative approach,
drawing on the work of Strauss and Corbin, whose coding
method is open, axial, and selective. Interviews were
conducted in a semi-structured manner with the participants in
the research. The participants in this study were experts,
informants and officials in tourism, sports and Islamic
sciences. The interviews were conducted until saturation was
reached, resulting in 20 interviewees. The sampling method
was purposive, and in the present study, semi-structured
interviews were used, which were conducted face-to-face and
via surveys. After each interview, the transcripts were fully
typed and open, and axial and selective coding were carried
out using MAXQDA 2020 software.

Results

After identifying the sub-themes of all the interviews, a total
of 368 sub-themes were created. Some of these codes were
similar and repeated in different interviews, resulting in 209
independent codes (sub-themes) created during the analysis
stage. The contextual factors of halal sports tourism on the
coasts of Iran encompass six key concepts: community
prerequisites, tourism prerequisites, individual prerequisites,
sports prerequisites, infrastructure prerequisites, and Islamic
prerequisites, comprising a total of 29 independent sub-
themes. The causal factors affecting halal sports tourism on the
coasts of Iran include six key factors: effective persuasive
factors, effective Islamic causal factors, effective marketing
factors, effective sports factors, effective infrastructure
factors, and effective governance factors, which collectively
comprise 33 independent codes (sub-themes). The interfering
factors on halal sports tourism on the coasts of Iran include
twelve factors: infrastructure factors, management factors,
administrative issues, ethical issues on the coast, general
issues, beach-related issues, investment issues, environmental
issues, religious facilitating factors, social facilitating factors,
management facilitating factors, and sports facilitating factors,
which have a total of 56 independent codes (content). The
solutions for creating halal sports tourism on Iran's coasts
encompass six key factors: environmental recommendations,
management recommendations, executive recommendations,
infrastructure recommendations, sports recommendations, and
investment recommendations. There are a total of 52
independent codes (content). The consequences of creating
halal sports tourism on the coasts of Iran include seven
consequences: improving tourism conditions, improving

religious conditions, improving livelihood conditions in the
region, improving community conditions, improving beach
conditions, improving management conditions, improving
sports conditions, and a total of 39 independent codes (content)
have been created.

Conclusion

In summary, it can be said that the findings of this research in
this regard include identifying Iran's attractions with the help
of halal tourism, cultural affinity and friendship with
neighbouring countries, job creation and preventing foreign
exchange outflow, adherence to family and promoting
marriage, family peace, sustainable development and
development of the local community, creating security and
comfort on the coasts, promoting Iran's international
management, especially among Islamic countries and the
region, strengthening diplomacy and lawfulness, promoting
more specialization in water sports, recognizing talents and
hosting international water and coastal events. Considering the
multiple decision-making centers in coastal and tourism
affairs, a single center must be in charge of coastal tourism
affairs so that these God-given coastal resources can be
utilized to the best advantage, and considering the benefits of
implementing a halal sports tourism model with a cultural and
social approach on the coasts of Iran, it is suggested that
legislative and executive officials take fundamental and
profound steps in this regard.
