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Abstract

This research was conducted with the aim of explaining the relationship between family
functioning and marital satisfaction in married students. The present study was descriptive.

The statistical population of the research included all married students of the Islamic Azad
University, Karaj branch in 2023-2024 acadenic year, the total number of which was estimated to
be 3500 people, and in order to determine the sample size, the formula of Tabaching and Fidell
(2007) was used, the sample size with the equation N > 8K+50 was used.The required sample
size was estimated to be 169 people and the sampling method was available. In order to collect
research data, Favers and Elson’s Marital Satisfaction Questionnaire (1989) and Family Function
Questionnaire (1980) by Epstein Lawrence Baldwin and Bishab (1980) were used.

Based on the obtained results, the components of problem solving, roles, emotional
companionship, communication, emotional intercourse, and behavior control can positively

and significantly explain 12, 15, 16, 17, 11, and 24 percent of changes in marital satisfaction,
respectively. 0.05Sig<). The function of the family as a variable that is of particular importance
in the socialization of the child and his deep conformity with social norms.
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
