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Abstract

Impact evaluation is one of the most necessary steps in implementing plans and
programs, and the most strategic way of judging the quality of the activities,
especially in the information age. Based on the importance of this evaluation method,
compiling and introducing a detailed checklist for evaluating the quality of impact
evaluations (meta-impact evaluation) is an extreme necessity. In the first stage,
studying, coding, and detailed analysis of 16 documents based on Altheide's strategy
led to the identification of 35 items. Then, in the second stage, 18 initially eligible
studies were evaluated using the compiled checklist. At this stage, the findings
indicate that the studies did not reach the mastery level in 94.28% of the indicators,
equivalent to 33 indicators out of 35 indicators (precisely, 100% of the evaluated
studies did not reach the mastery level in 65.71% of the indicators, more than 50%
of the evaluated studies did not reach the mastery level in 28.57% of the indicators,
and 50% of the evaluated studies did not reach the mastery level in 5.71% of the
indicators). Therefore, the analysis of the results indicates the extreme weakness of
impact evaluation studies in observing the underlying principles of this type of
evaluation, including presenting a theory of change, preparing an evaluation plan,
developing an evaluation checklist, forming a trained assessment team, and other
key steps, raises serious doubts about the quality of these studies. Also, the lack of
attention to the principles of impact evaluation as the most important part of program
implementation, interventions, and changes causes neglect of the natural, long-term,
and sustainable effects of programs and attention to superficial, immediate, and
short-term results. Therefore, the attention of managers, evaluators, and researchers
in the field of impact evaluation to the basic principles of impact evaluation and
essential items presented in the checklist of the current research and evaluation based
on them is necessary.
