Introduction

Findings

According to the results of the present study, it
was determined that the variables affecting the

Discussion and Conclusion

The results of this study showed that 53 open
codes were identified. According to the results
of the present study, it was determined that the
variables affecting the development of the
circular economy in organizations, considering
strategic thinking, include strengthening
individual skills, employee development,
process design, organizational maturity,
specialized knowledge, management flows and
strategic alignment, and organizational
socialization. The results show that companies
with flexible organizational design, that
collaborate with other supply chain actors, and
that recognize circular economy tensions are
more likely to navigate circular economy
paradoxes. Finally, this study shows that
creating an atmosphere of experimentation and
dialogue enhances the impact of flexible
organizational design in navigating circular
economy paradoxes.
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
