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Abstract

examining the ontological roots governing its decision-making
structures enhances the ability to predict its behaviors and plays a
crucial role in designing the necessary measures for counteracting
the adversary. The Israeli regime, as an American project in the
West Asia region, not only has a direct influence on regional and
global dynamics but has consistently demonstrated its hostility
towards the Islamic Republic of Iran in recent years. Understand-
ing the strategic culture of the Israeli regime, as the foundational
framework for its security and intelligence strategies, can provide
new insights into the regime’s intelligence behavior and the de-
velopment of counter-strategies. This paper, aiming to redefine
the concept of absolute superiority within from a cultural per-
spective, seeks to elucidate the impact of its strategic culture on its
intelligence strategies. question is formulated as follows: “What
impact does the strategic culture of the Israeli regime have on its
intelligence strategies?” In this explanatory study, combination
of archival-library research and, while analytical reasoning was
adopted as the research method. Additionally, of strategic culture
was considered as the theoretical framework. The findings of the
study emphasize that the components of the Israeli regime’s stra-
tegic culture, of strategic depth, the sense of being under siege,
and the historical experiences of the Jewish people, have contrib-
uted to the formation of an intelligence strategy based on absolute
superiority. Counteracting this requires not only informational
approaches but also the adoption of cultural and foundationally
disruptive strategies.

Introduction: Knowing the cultural-historical aspects of the enemy and
examining the ontological roots that dominate its decision-making struc-
tures strengthen the ability to predict behavior and have a significant impact
on designing the necessary measures to confront the opponent. The Zionist
regime, as an American project in the West Asian region, in addition to di-
rectly influencing regional and global equations, has always expressed its
hostility towards the Islamic Republic of Iran in recent years. Understand-
ing the strategic culture of the Zionist regime as the main infrastructure for
adopting its information-security strategies and measures can open up new
horizons in the information behavior of that regime and policy-making to
confront it. This article, with the aim of recognizing the strategy of absolute
superiority in the Zionist regime’s information discourse from a cultural
context, tries to explain the impact of the strategic culture of the Zionist
regime on the regime’s information strategies. Therefore, the main research
question is formulated as follows: “What impact does the strategic culture
of the Zionist regime have on its information strategies?” In this explana-
tory research, while utilizing documentary-library study and in-depth inter-
views with experts in the subject to collect data, ijtihad analysis has been
used as a research method; also, the theory of strategic culture has been
considered as a theoretical framework. The research findings emphasize
that the elements constituting the strategic culture of the Zionist regime,
such as: religious and national values and beliefs, lack of strategic depth,
sense of being surrounded and experiences of the Jewish people, etc., have
led to the formation of an information strategy based on absolute superior-
ity, which, in addition to information approaches, requires the adoption of
cultural and foundational strategies. Unlike the theory of realism, which
considers action in the international environment to be focused on the be-
havior of others, other factors are involved in the way states act. The cul-
tural characteristics of societies and their historical identity cause each of
them to have different perceptions of international events and, accordingly,
to exhibit different behaviors. In the theory of strategic culture, behavior
in the international environment is not a reaction to the behavior of others,
but a type of activism based on and influenced by the culture and identity
of that country. In other words, strategic ideas and strategic behaviors are
the product of social construction processes rather than being caused by
external phenomena.

Objective: Some of the decisions and information strategies of the Zionist
regime, including the doctrine of absolute information superiority, are de-
rived from perceptions that have been taken from historical events of the
Jewish people and issues that occurred in those years. Religious teachings,
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beliefs, and values of that society play a significant role in information
strategies. Therefore, in the present study, by recognizing the religious
and cultural components of the Zionist regime, we seek to describe and
explain its behaviors and continue to recognize the cultural roots of con-
structing the strategy of absolute information superiority.

Since its inception as a political system, the Zionist regime has always
resorted to preemptive but temporary attacks by using the weapon of ex-
istential threat and under the pretext of being surrounded, meaning the
concern about the existence of Arab countries as permanent enemies who
always want to destroy the Zionist regime. By adopting security strate-
gies that have been mostly tough and military in nature, it has tried to
preserve its existence and become a regional power, and for this reason
it has used various doctrines, including peripheral alliances, etc. Warning
and threatening enemies, increasing advanced military capabilities for
deterrence, and trying to achieve a decisive victory in war, even under the
pretext of killing civilians, will be the main pillars of the Zionist regime’s
military guidance. (Latifian, 2017: 26) Therefore, the root and origin of
this regime’s decisions and information strategies depend on the semantic
factors and strategic culture of that regime’s society.

Metod: Based on the nature of the data used, the data conform to the
qualitative research approach, based on the logic of the research, the dom-
inant logic is the inductive model, and in terms of purpose, it is an ijtihad
research. The ijtihad method is one of the research methods in which the
researcher takes an understanding approach and based on reliable sources
through the necessary tools and elements to explore and reason the im-
plications, and ultimately arrives at a logical and rational conclusion. The
scientific product and product of this prescriptive research is also cultural
suggestions to create a break in the regime’s information doctrine of ab-
solute superiority.

Findings and Conclusion: The most prominent presence of religion in
the fundamental laws of Israel can be found in the last series of these
laws. For example, in the second paragraph of the first article of the law
“Israel as the Nation-State of the Jewish People” it is stated: “The State
of Israel is the institution of the nation-state of the Jewish people, and the
State of Israel, through this institution, exercises the natural, religious,
and historical right of this people to determine their destiny.” Therefore,
one of the duties of this state is to fulfill the religious aspirations of the
Jewish people. Also, according to the second paragraph of Article 6 of this
law, the State of Israel is obligated to protect the religious heritage of the
Jewish people. The first paragraph of Article 1 of this law also considers



the Land of Israel as the historical homeland of the Jewish people. But per-
haps the most controversial part of this law, which emphasizes and clarifies
more than any other law the unique and unique role of religion in the polit-
ical structure of the State of Israel, is the third paragraph of Article 1 of this
law: “The implementation of the right to national self-determination within
the framework of the State of Israel is exclusive to the Jewish people.”
The tenth paragraph of this law also declares Jewish religious holidays as
official state holidays. Consequently, it would not be an exaggeration to say
that the State of Israel considers the preservation, support, and promotion
of the values and heritage of Judaism to be one of its most important goals
(Falahi, 5/2/1401). In general, several ideas, including the chosen people,
the Holy Land, and the Holy Bible, have constituted the mental structure of
Jewish politicians and the foreign policy discourse of the Zionist regime in
the last half century.
