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Abstract

The present study was conducted with the aim of designing an educational justice
model for the second year of secondary school, with an emphasis on the national
tests of the National Assessment Organization for entering universities and higher
education institutions.This research was applied in terms of purpose and
qualitatively implemented using grounded theory and theoretical sampling, with the
benefit of purposeful and snowball methods, by interviewing experts and
experienced education specialists and professors specializing in this field, until
theoretical saturation was reached.The results of the data analysis obtained through
the process of open, axial and selective coding led to the creation of a grounded
theory in the field of educational justice. The model designed in this study includes
causal conditions (fair decision-making and resource utilization), contextual
conditions (resource distribution and support and patronage of officials), intervening
factors (effective organizational conditions and effective social conditions),
constituent elements that represent the central phenomenon of educational justice,
general policy implementation strategies (educational and awareness strategies,
structural and equipment strategies, support and motivational strategies), and
consequences (individual consequences, managerial consequences, and social
consequences). Relevant officials can benefit from the results of this study for greater
efficiency of educational justice in education. Based on the results obtained, in line
with educational justice, under the headings of quality of education, the use of
experienced and specialized teachers in deprived areas with incentive plans, attention
to educational infrastructure and facilities, and the use of modern educational,
supportive, and motivational technologies, and the provision of financial resources,
fair distribution of educational resources, and reform of the university assessment
and admission system should be given special attention by the officials and
policymakers of the Ministry of Science and Research and Education so that
fundamental steps can be taken in the field of implementing educational justice.
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Findings show that due to increasing complexity and
diversity in school contexts, leadership plays a crucial
role in promoting social justice in schools. They
emphasize that social justice is linked to more
democratic, distributed, and transformative school

leadership. Change-agent leaders prioritize values of
equality, justice, commitment, and collaboration.
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There is extensive international literature on
educational inequalities, yet fewer studies have

incorporated precise conceptual and theoretical
frameworks of social justice in education. This is
especially important in Latin America, where persistent
injustice underlies demands for greater educational
equity. The study aims to examine philosophical
traditions in understanding social justice and how they
can be applied to promote justice in education.
