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Objective: The Amjadieh Sports Passage, centered on Shiroodi Stadium and
the sports centers surrounding it, is a historical-sports context, and this
research attempts to identify and prioritize the most important outcomes of
the ongoing program to improve this corridor so that, if necessary,
applications can be presented to reduce negative outcomes and enhance
positive outcomes.

Method: Considering the importance of studying the outcomes of the
Amjadiyeh Sports Passage Improvement Plan, a combination of quantitative
and qualitative methods has been used. In the qualitative part, a documentary
study (review of existing studies and plans, reports and histories, etc.) and
field research (using field observation tools and interviews) have been used,
and in the quantitative part, a survey (using a questionnaire) has been used.
The sample in the quantitative part was 18 people until theoretical saturation,
and in the quantitative part, 140 people from businessmen, citizens living and
traveling, and visitors to Shiroodi Stadium, clubs and federations; managers
and employees of Shiroodi Stadium and federations and sports centers in the
Amjadiyeh neighborhood.

Findings: Improving the passage can have many positive consequences in the
fields of beautification, preservation and renewal of sports, social and
cultural, economic and transportation identity. However, if the program is
unsuccessful due to a one-dimensional view and mere beautification without
considering the historical and sports identity of the place, it can have negative
consequences that harm the sustainable development of the neighborhood and
lead to citizen dissatisfaction.

Conclusion: Historical-sports sites are considered part of the cultural heritage
of every society and country, forming part of our national and local identity.
Improving these sites and creating an identity that is appropriate to the history
of the place and the tastes of the audience, with local social participation,
helps preserve and strengthen the identity of the place and the sense of
belonging.
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Extended Abstract

Purpose

Historical-cultural sites contain many memories and form part of our identity and belonging to
the environment, which makes this valuable heritage preserved and dynamic for the present and
future generations. In this regard, sustainable development in historical and cultural dimensions
means preserving and maintaining cultural and historical heritage for future generations, while
also responding to current needs. This concept includes various aspects such as the protection
of historical buildings and sites, promoting public awareness about the importance of cultural
heritage, and developing sustainable tourism. Neglecting the components of the sustainable
development approach such as security and identity in improving the quality of historical-
cultural sites is a disruptive factor. Strengthening the sense of belonging to the place, increasing
citizens' satisfaction and trust in urban management, reducing the exodus from the place,
reducing the process of converting residential to commercial use, business prosperity, and
increasing tourism and traffic are some of its consequences (Ali Ahmadi et al., 2017). In this
context, we can refer to the identity of the place of urban passages, which ties us to the
historical-cultural past and many collective memories. Part of the Amjadieh neighborhood in
the central area and District 7 of Tehran Municipality is a historical-sports passage that has been
formed around Shiroodi Stadium (former Amjadieh) and its surroundings since the past.
Improving the environment and strengthening sports and cultural values and symbols can
improve the historical and sports identity of the Amjadieh neighborhood, Shiroodi Stadium,
and its adjacent places. Accordingly, this study has attempted to examine the consequences of
this program.

Method

This study used a combination of quantitative and qualitative methods. In the qualitative part,
a documentary study (review of existing studies and plans, reports and histories, etc.) and field
research (using field observation tools and interviews) were used, and in the quantitative part,
a survey (using a questionnaire) was used. In the qualitative part, the statistical population
included managers and experts of the Municipality of District 7 of Tehran in related fields,
residents and commuters, businessmen, managers and employees of Shiroodi Stadium and
federations, of which 18 people were interviewed until theoretical saturation.

In the quantitative part, the statistical population included: businessmen, residents and
commuters and visitors to Shiroodi Stadium, clubs and federations; managers and employees
of Shiroodi Stadium and federations and sports centers in Amjadieh neighborhood, who were
selected using a quota method (about one third for residents, about one third for commuters and
about one third for businessmen and employees and managers of the stadium, club and
federations). The sample size, based on the Cochran formula with an error of 0.05 and with p
and g equal to 0.9 and 0.1 (positive effects versus negative effects according to the results of
previous research), is 138 people, of whom 140 people were questioned in the study.

Findings

The possible consequences are ranked and prioritized based on information obtained from
similar studies, theoretical framework, field study (observation and interview) and survey of
the stakeholder group based on the probability of the consequence, the severity of the
consequence and the importance of the consequence. Accordingly, 33 positive and negative
consequences were obtained in 5 areas: beautification, preservation and renewal of sports
identity, social and cultural, economic and transportation. Of which 2 positive consequences
are improving the urban landscape with a score of 12 and improving visual visibility with a
score of 11 in the beautification area and the negative consequence is not paying attention to
cultural and sports identity and only beautification with a score of 12 in the preservation and
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renewal of sports identity; consequences at a low level include: "increase in the concentration
of street addicts” and "increase in social and cultural demands"”. The rest of the consequences
are estimated at a medium level.

Four categories of applications are proposed in the fields of: coordination and joint cooperation;
development of interaction and sports spaces; preservation and strengthening of sports identity;
and traffic and security in order to give identity to the Amjadiyeh Sports Corridor.

Conclusion

Historical-sports sites are considered part of the cultural heritage of every society and country,
forming part of our national and local identity. In addition to their current function and activity,
these sites contain many memories of various events and happenings, including competitions,
championships, defeats, competitions, festivals, and monuments; collective memories that must
be kept alive so that both the people who have those memories do not forget them and the next
generation can become familiar with these memories. Preserving collective historical-cultural
memories greatly contributes to the perpetuation of that part of identity that is most vulnerable
to forgetting and is subject to cultural exchange and invasion. Improving these sites and creating
an identity that is appropriate to the history of the place and the tastes of the audience with local
social participation helps to preserve and strengthen the identity of the place, the sense of
belonging, and cultural memories.
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
