Abstract

Background and Objective: Currently, Iran has not been very successful in exploiting this advantage
due to various reasons due to the great potential of tourism development. The type of attitude towards
tourism, inappropriate tourism policies, negative advertisements of Iran's enemies, and lack of attention
to tourism welfare services are among the main obstacles to the lack of tourism development, and in this
research, one of these factors is the role of tourism policies in Iran.
