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Abstract

In order to investigate distribution of behavioral
disorders (stablevices) in horses, present study was
conducted on 115 male horsesin Tabriz area. 52.18% of
horses showed behavioral disordersthat Khouzestan Arabs
horses showed more behavioral disorders (63.64%) and
hybrid horses showed less behavioral disorders (39.13%).
Also most observed behavioral disorders, were
"aggressiveness' and "crib-biting". Behavioral disorders
prevalence wereincreased with increasing of age
significantly (p<0.05). In crowded and noisy placesand in
riding clubswith alot of new horse entrance and various
management, ahigh amount of behavioral disorderswere
seen. Also, horsesthat spent moretimein their stables
showed more behavioral disorders, significantly
