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Abstract

This research was conducted with the aim of evaluating the realization of the government's
responsibility towards the welfare of the citizens, emphasizing the right to housing in the
border areas of the country. The research method of the current study is descriptive-analytical,
survey-type, and practical in terms of purpose. The method of collecting information is library
and documents, library methods, documents, scientific databases on the Internet and data of
population and housing census 2015 were used. In this research, in order to analyze the level
of realizability of housing in the border provinces, TOPSIS fuzzy analysis model was used,
and ARCGIS geographic information system software was used to draw the levels required
for housing development in Herastan. The border provinces of the country include 16
provinces. The population of the border provinces is 3,658,3838 people, which includes
48.64% of the country's population, and the area of the border provinces is 651,319 square
kilometers. The results of ranking the options with the fuzzy TOPSIS technique indicate It is
that the option of durable materials has the smallest distance to the positive ideal and the
highest effective weight compared to other options on the feasibility of housing in the border
areas of the country. Based on the calculated weights of fuzzy TOPSIS model, the map of the
required criteria was prepared and entered into ARCGIS software, and after combining the
layers using the "reverse focal" method, the priority of providing housing in Harastan in order
to improve the welfare of citizens living in these areas has been determined. The results of
this integrated technique (TAPSIS-JAS) using the "reverse focal” method show that the
provinces of Sistan and Baluchistan, Bushehr, and Hormozgan have the lowest score (the best
rank) and the provinces of Mazandaran, Gilan, and East Azerbaijan. have obtained the most
points (the lowest rank). Due to increasing housing prices and increasing demand, housing
supply policies should be optimized according to population growth in identified areas.

Introduction:

One of the basic principles and foundations of the welfare state is to provide minimum
welfare facilities for the citizens, therefore paragraph one of Article 43 of the Constitution
establishes the economy of the Islamic Republic of Iran based on criteria, one of which is the
provision of the basic needs of the people such as housing, food, Clothing, health, treatment,
education and facilities are necessary for family members. A welfare state is a state in which
the provision and improvement of public welfare is the legal duty of the power institutions. In
this economic system, the government supports all those who cannot cover their expenses for
any reason. It is the right of every Iranian individual and family to have housing that fits their
needs (Zahedi, 2015: 49). The government is obliged to give priority to those who are most in
need, especially the villagers and workers, to provide the ground for the implementation of
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this principle. The text above is Article 31 of the Constitution of the Islamic Republic of Iran,
which asserts the right of every Iranian individual and family to have housing, which
governments are obligated to provide based on this principle. Since the right to housing is
considered one of the basic rights of every person in the society, Article 31 of the Constitution
has specified this and emphasized its implementation, especially in the case of the needy
classes (Mokhbar, 2012: 32). In every society, the government is considered as the
representative of the nation, the trustee and administrator of the country's administration, and
the set of facilities of the society is entrusted to this institution for the implementation of
assigned tasks. In fact, there is an unwritten and at the same time a written contract between
the government and the nation all over the world. This unwritten legal relationship, in its
essence and nature, requires a right for the people under the rule and a duty for the
government, and in the framework of the social contract or the national covenant that jurists
consider to be reflected in the framework of the constitution, it determines specific tasks for
the government that On the other hand, they refer to it as the rights and freedoms of the nation
(Saraji, 2013:25). Providing housing means to provide suitable housing with culture and other
parameters for people by taking into account individual, economic, social class and number of
families or creating a platform to create a commitment. The key issue in the category of
housing availability for citizens is the housing price. It is obvious that housing prices should
not rise so much through speculation that housing ownership is far from the reach of the
general public (Pourmohammadi, 2013: 26). To achieve this goal, the government can defend
the low housing prices by relying on the tools it has, such as land taxes. The price of housing
is also dependent on the issue of urbanization. When many facilities and accesses are
concentrated in a city, business will become easier and housing prices will rise. Therefore, the
price of housing is largely related to the distribution of population in geography. It is not the
case that the issue of housing can be solved only by controlling its price. Reasonable supply
should be done throughout the country. Reasonable supply of housing means proper urban
development; It means that the costs and public facilities should be distributed in an
integrated manner throughout the geography of Iran, taking into account the climatic
conditions and spatial development based on the principles of land development in such a way
that the price of land cannot rise easily. From the perspective of sociology; To have a
balanced and normal life; We need the components of work, housing, education and health.
These four priorities, which are referred to as minimum needs, are the necessary components
of the life of a normal human being - a human being who is in the focus of attention in non-
Muslim societies by respecting individual rights and needs. Houses are built at a reasonable
price and are provided to the needy people (Mushtag, 1396: 1396), but in our country, despite
the fact that we claim Alavi justice and Husseini freedom, education, health, work,
employment and housing are practically unattainable dreams. It has become a part of the
people and the facilities related to housing, education and health have been allocated to
prosperous and mostly wealthy families after the revolution. Different governments have
implemented special mechanisms for the housing of citizens in the form of the Mehr housing
scheme, Basijian, Hazar Dazat, Pardis, etc.; But due to the lack of commitments in completing
projects and building buildings in inappropriate places, they have not been able to fulfill the
right to housing, which is one of the fundamental rights of the citizens of the nation
(Khosravi, 2016: 78). The housing sector is one of the leading sectors in any economy, which,
in addition to its profound social-cultural effects, is also economically important and acts as
an engine of growth and development, and this sector creates economic growth and creates
employment in the construction sector. And related sectors create changes in the gross
domestic product by affecting the consumption and investment expenses and strongly affect
the economic fluctuations. Therefore, in the conditions of economic crisis and the seriousness
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of the unemployment problem, countries take help from this sector as a growth engine and
generator of employment. At the same time, any kind of instability in the macroeconomics
can make the efficient housing system (and any other economic sector) inefficient and make
the goals set in the sector out of reach, so the first condition for the establishment of an
efficient housing sector is to create a stable economic environment. (Tawfig, 1394:179).
Therefore, according to the above-mentioned contents, according to the importance of border
areas and the necessity of providing safe and cheap housing to prevent the migration of
villagers and border towns to metropolises, and also according to the geographical
characteristics and environmental capabilities of each One of the border areas of providing
housing and sustainable livelihood, which can be an effective step in the economic and social
security of these areas, the main problem of this research is to evaluate the realization of the
government's responsibility towards the welfare of citizens, emphasizing the right to housing.
Materials and Methods:

The research method of the current research is descriptive and analytical, and the method of
collecting information is library and documents, library methods, documents, scientific
databases on the Internet and data of population and housing census 1395 were used. In this
research, in order to analyze the feasibility of housing in the border provinces, the TOPSIS
fuzzy analysis model was used, and to draw the levels requiring housing development in
Herastan, the geographic information system software ARCGIS was used, and to check the
degree of housing development, the following indicators were used. Used. In general, the
housing indicators can be divided into three main groups. The border provinces of the country
include 16 provinces, which are, in order of location, the provinces of the northeast and the
east of the country (North Khorasan, Razavi Khorasan, South Khorasan), The northern
provinces of the country (Golestan, Mazandaran, Gilan, Wardbil), the northwestern and
western provinces of the country, including the provinces of (West and Eastern Azerbaijan,
Kurdistan, Kermanshah, llam, and Khuzestan), and the southern and southeastern provinces
(Busher, Hormozgan, and Sistan). and Balochistan). The population of border provinces is
3,658,3838 people, which includes 48.64% of the country's population, and the area of border
provinces is 651,319 square kilometers.

Results and Discussion:

Considering the necessity of access to documented and real statistics in order to design,
implement and evaluate large programs in the matter of housing provision, in the research
done, the stratification of border provinces of the country has been done based on quantitative
and qualitative indicators of housing provision, which level The classification of the
provinces makes the sectors of the same level to be identified and divided according to the
level of development, and according to that, it provides more detailed planning in order to
improve and accelerate the supply of housing. Using the results of the evaluation of the
options Based on the criteria according to the fuzzy numbers and verbal expressions used in
the fuzzy TOPSIS technique, it is shown in Table No. 5. The numbers in this table are the
fuzzy average of experts' opinions. The weight of each criterion was obtained based on the
opinion of experts. In the following, the formation of the decision-making matrix for the
evaluation of the options for prioritizing the above-mentioned criteria is carried out.
Conclusion:

Today, one of the most important economic tasks that governments must provide for the
welfare of citizens is the provision of housing and amenities such as food, clothing, health,
etc. In the first stage; Housing is considered as an essential need now. Therefore, policies
should be adopted to provide citizenship facilities, especially in the field of housing.

The results of this research show that the provinces of Sistan and Baluchistan, Bushehr, and
Hormozgan have the lowest score (the best rank) and the provinces of Mazandaran, Gilan,
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and East Azarbaijan have the highest score (the lowest rank). The border areas of the east and
south of the country, like other development factors, are in an unfavorable situation in terms
of housing compared to the border areas of the west and north of the country. Of course, all
the border provinces are in a much worse situation than the central provinces of the country
(Tehran, Isfahan, Fars, etc.) in terms of housing development. Therefore, the government,
with the participation of the people of these provinces, should take action in planning the
provision of 200,000 units of housing in the border areas, with the priority of the eastern and
southern provinces in relation to the proper allocation of construction budgets to housing. In
explaining these results, it can be said that housing is one of the It is one of the social rights
that comes under citizenship rights. Having a shelter and a house, along with food and
clothing, is one of the basic human needs. Housing is a safe place for humans and also has
functions and connections with other parts of human life, therefore it is the center of attention.
This sector has an effective role in the economy, society and in the whole institution of
humanity. Currently, the issue of providing housing is the most important issue in third world
cities. Meanwhile, the challenge of housing, especially low-income housing, is a global issue
and challenge, which is more common in developing countries than in developed countries. In
our country and the general policies governing it, attention has been given to the issue of
providing housing for low-income groups. Five programs before the revolution and six
programs after the revolution in some way in the field of providing housing; They have
presented and implemented plans, strategies and policies. in the first to fourth development
plan; strategies such as free land and housing, social and supportive housing and in the fourth
plan; Mehr Housing has been a strategy and plan to respond to the housing challenge of low-
income groups. But what has been deduced from these programs is the failure of the policy in
this field. in the fifth program and finally in the sixth program; Still, special and serious
attention has not been paid to housing the citizens, especially the low-income groups. Most of
the projects are half finished. Providing sustainable housing as the first pillar of a sustainable
city should be at the top of the country's plans and policies. The mass production of housing
regardless of the social and cultural contexts of the country in the past few years has led to the
fact that, contrary to popular belief, many low-income groups of the society are on the
sidelines of the economic and social developments of the society because mass constructions;
It provides the space for rent and speculation of land and urban housing, and wherever rent
takes place, equal competition will disappear. In our country, during different political
periods, different approaches have been taken to provide housing.
