Abstract

Human societies’ sophisticated and rapid changes have gradually affected bringing up
children. Nowadays, families try to prepare their children to compete their classmates. This
educational method has caused children feel being attended only when they are verified by
their parents; they also try to attempt more and more since the importance of parents
verification in people's characteristic structure and this is due to their expectations positive
responding. Over the time, this process would be changed to a sustainable behavior and
parents expectations would be turned to a hard to achieve and ambitious expectation. In this
research the relationship between defensive mechanism and attachment orders with
perfectionism among female students at Islamic Azad University of Hamadan has been
investigated. The main goal of this research was to study defensive mechanism which
involves grown and non-grown defensive order, and neurotic defensive order with positive
and negative perfectionism. In this research, 360 female students at Islamic Azad
University of Hamadan were participated. Respondents were asked to fill Short’s
perfectionism questionnaire as well as DSQ40 defensive mechanism questionnaire. Data
analysis was done using statistical methods and indexes as follows: frequency, bar charts,
center tendency indexes such as mean and scatter indexes and Pearson’s correlation
coefficient. Results revealed that there was significant difference among students positive
perfectionism on the basis of defensive orders. According to the gathered data, non-grown
defensive order had the most important effect on student positive perfectionisms. In this
regard, there was significant difference between the amount of female student negative
perfectionisms in terms of defensive orders. Non-grown defensive order had the most
important effect on negative student perfectionisms. According to this research, it can
concluded that there is a relationship between defensive mechanism and positive and
negative perfectionism

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Investigation of the Effectiveness of Innovative Illustration on
Pre-school Children’s Creativity

Abstract

The present research examined the effectiveness of innovative illustration on pre-
school children’s creativity. The research was semi-experimental with pretest posttest
having a control group. 60 children studying at Qazvin kindergartens in 1393-94
scholastic year were selected through multistep cluster method as the sample and were
assigned randomly to two groups of control and experimental. The experimental group
was administrated 8§ 45-minute sessions of innovative illustration (the independent
variable). The instrument was Torne’s creative thinking questionnaire (form B) which
was administrated to both groups in three steps of pre-test, post-test and follow-up
(one month). Finding of ANCOVA showed that there was significant difference
between children’s creativity in control and experimental groups from pretest to
posttest. Results, also, indicated that treatment effects were stable. It can be concluded
that innovative illustration is a method to increase children’ creativity.

Abstract

The main and chief goal of this research was to study the relationship between
educational technology and academic achievement. The research was a cross-sectional
one. The population of the study included all students of Payamenoor University in
Khorramabad in 1393. Among this population, 400 cases were selected by stratified
random sampling and the data were collected using a questionnaire including three
sections of demography, educational technology and academic achievement. Findings
showed that educational technology and academic achievement (knowledge of
professor, method of teaching and effort of professor, use of computer, use of
projector and use of educational software) had a significant relationship on p<0.05
level. Considering such a relationship between educational technology and academic
achievement, , it can be recommended that authorities should plan programs with
consulting, contents in order to promote student's reception of educational technology
and affect the increase of students’ academic achievement.

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The Effect of Anger Control Training on Aggression among
Male Students Aged 12-14

Abstract

The main goal of this research was to study the effects of anger control training
on the 12-14 year old male students. In the present study with semi-experimental
design, 100 male students aged 12-14 years old were chosen using the cluster
random sampling method and Anger questionnaire (containing the components of
aggressive behavior, aggressive attitude & aggressive feeling) was administered to
them. Then, 30 subjects who obtained higher than mean scores (higher than 38) in
the test were assigned randomly into two groups of 15, called experimental
&control groups. The Experimental group was trained in anger control for 8 60-
minute sessions; but there was no intervention for the control group. Data were
analyzed based on descriptive and inferential statistics (Analysis of variance with
repeated measures). The results showed that: Anger Control Training was led to the
reduction of aggressive behavior, aggressive attitude, and aggressive feeling of the
participants. According to the findings of this study, it is concluded that the method
of anger control training can lead to increasing the ability of controlling and
preventing aggression in teenager athletes and the reason is probably the
improvement in their ability in ethical reasoning.

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The Effects of Training Positive Thinking Skills on Grade 1
Female High school Students’ Self-expression

Abstract

The research investigated the effects of training positive thinking skills on grade
1 female high school students’ self-expression. It was of pre-test post-test type
having control group. 30 students were selected through multi-step cluster method
from among all Grade 1 female high school students studying at 1392-93 scholastic
year in Tehran; and they were randomly assigned to two groups of control and
experimental. Then, the experimental group was trained positive thinking skills
during 8 90-minute sessions. The instrument was Gambrill and Richie’s self-
expression questionnaire which was administrated to both groups through 3 steps
of pretest, posttest and follow-up (one month). The data were analyzed using
ANOVA. Results indicated that there was significant difference between self-
expression mean of the control and experimental groups; and the effects of the
treatment or intervention have been stable. It can be concluded that training
positive thinking skills can be a way to increase students’ self-expression and self-
confidence.

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Studying Effects of Satellite TV Channels Watching
Motivation on Behavioral Anomie
of Students of Islamic Azad University, Abhar Branch

Abstract

The Main goal of this research was to study the effects of Satellite TV channels
watching on behavioral anomie of students of IAU — Branch Abhar. The research
design was ex-facto and 380 students were selected systematicly and randomly
based on Cochran’s formula form the statistical society (IAU, Abhar branch
students). Students completed a questionnaire that was designed by the author in
the field of behavioral anomy, religious beliefs, and motivation. Data were
analyzed by Pearson's correlation coefficient, two variables regression, T test, and
one way ANOVA. Results showed that satellite TV watching, religious beliefs, and
motivation to use satellite TVs, have effects on students behavioral anomies
(P<0.05) but gender, place of settlement, economical and social position of persons
who use satellite TVs did not have effects on students' behavioral anomies.

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The Role of Self-controlling on Peers’ Interrelationship and
Their Tendency
towards Smoking and Alcoholic Drinks

Abstract

This research aimed to examine the role of self-controlling on peers’
interrelationship and their tendency towards smoking and alcoholic drinks.
The research was correlational consisting of a sample of 470 bachelor
degree students. The cases were asked to fill in questionnaires of self and
others status and the sub-scale of self-control skills and at last the
questionnaire of risky and preserving factors of drug consumption. Results
of Pearson’s correlation indicated that there was positive correlation
between peers’ smoking and students’ tendency towards alcoholic drinks;
and also between consuming alcoholic drinks by peers and students’
tendency towards smoking and alcoholic drinks. There was negative
correlation between self-controlling and tendency towards smoking and
alcoholic drinks. Regression analysis showed that self-controlling and peers’
consumption of alcoholic drinks predicted %18 of tendency towards
smoking; and peers’ self-controlling, smoking and drinking predicted %27
of tendency towards alcoholic drinks.

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The Role of In-Service Training on Staff Competence
Development Based on Rough’s Model

Abstract

The aim of this study was to investigate the role of in-service training on
staff competence development based on Rough’s model. For this purpose,
the role of in-service training to develop the skills, knowledge, attitudes,
motivation and the ability of the administrative staff at the headquarters of
Bank Sepah in Tehran has been investigated. Given the nature and type of
study, the research is descriptive — survey type. The population consisted of
all the staff and experts in Tehran headquarters of Bank Sepah including 400
women and 1,100 men the total being 1,500 people. Stratified random
sampling was carried out, and the sample size based on krejcie - Morgan
table were 306 people. The measuring instrument was a researcher-made
Likert type questionnaire containing 23 items. Cronbach's alpha coefficient
was used to estimate the reliability of the test and its value was obtained to
be 0.857. Data analysis included descriptive statistics (frequency,
percentage, mean, median, posing, variance and standard deviation) and to
examine the factor loadings of the analysis of variance (ANOVA) and
multiple regression were used. Results indicated that the highest role of in-
service training was respectively on motivation, attitude, communication
skills and administrative abilities.
