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Abstract:

The purpose of this study was to investigate the challenges and solutions for an
effective evaluation of Primary School students by new teachers, who were
graduated from Farhangian University, in Shad Software. This study was
conducted via qualitative approach using phenomenological method. Participants
were selected by two methods of snowball and Criterion sampling to theoretical
saturation boundary, 17 new teachers who were freshman at Farhangian University,
in academic year 2012-2013. The participant who are new teachers in Mashhad
were subjected to semi-structured interviews, in 2021. Transcribed interviews were
analyzed via thematic coding. Lincoln and Guba criteria were also used to
determine the reliability of the research. Findings revealed that there were 2
inclusive themes, 6 organizing themes and 14 basic themes, based on main
challenges for doing an effective evaluation in primary schools by new teachers.
Also main solutions for overcoming to these challenges can be categorize in 4
inclusive themes, 10 organizing themes and 2V basic themes. The results indicate
that doing evaluation in Shad Software is one of the most difficult tasks carried out
by new teachers. In a way that some of the evaluation challenges were so serious
and new teachers didn’t have any idea or successful solutions, despite their best
effort, to overcome them. But in the face of other challenges, by spending a lot of
time and tolerating some work pressure, relatively they succeeded to perform a
valid evaluation.

During several face-to-face sessions, | talked a
lot with the parents and told them "Anyway, we
realize that virtual learning is something new,
and none of us have had such an experience
before, and it is very natural that students do
not have the efficiency that they had in the
classroom in virtual education, and it is very
natural that their performance is a bit weaker
and therefore as a parent they have not very
sensitive to their childs score....

When they had a live broadcast, the other kids
and | would go to his live broadcast and |
would ask him a question and he would
answer. This way was really like a valid test
and they had no opportunity for cheating.
(Code 1). I explained to student mothers how to
use live broadcast; like this: “you go in PV and
then click on the live broadcast button and read
from a Persian book” or I give the student a
sentence so that he could write it live on the
blackboard and send it to me. The same goes
for science and the Qur'an, too. (Code 2).
Another thing | did for science exams was ask
the kids to explain the lesson to me as a
teacher. (Code 8). In live broadcast, | typed the
words that | wanted to ask, and when the
student saw the words, he had to look at the
camera, and I told them that “at the same time I
am looking into your eyes and paying attention
to whether you are looking at the phone or
somewhere else”.
