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Abstract
Background and Objective: The present study is applied in terms of purpose because in this research,

using the analytical model of the research, the components, criteria and indicators of reproduction to
improve the quality of social and cultural dimensions were determined and identified.

Material and Methodology: The research method is applied in terms of purpose and analytical-
descriptive in terms of data collection method and is of survey type.

Findings: Strategies for compiling a written document for the construction of memorial elements, open
spaces and green spaces with appropriate urban furniture, with a score of 2.93. Developing a program
with the participation of residents and the municipality to collect construction waste and with a score of
2.52 Mandi has gained more importance and value from the necessary financial budget for the
participation of non-governmental organizations in the process of repairing and rehabilitating
dilapidated buildings in the neighborhood with a score of 2.09. Quality indicators of access to traffic
routes with a weight of 0.460 Commercial service quality index with a weight of 0.750, building size
