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Abstract

Environmental regulation is one of the most important subset of social regulation. The regulatory is a
framework for the implementation of the rules adopted the community and guaranteed to be the
framework on the basis of legal standards. For example, a community may decide that one of its
collective goals is to sustain the quality of its waterways. It might achieve this by promulgating a
binding legal rule prohibiting any person from dumping waste exceeding a specified quantity into its
public waterways, and imposing a financial penalty on any person who violates this rule. However, the
same collective goal might also be achieved by imposing a system of tradeable permits that allows
certain amounts of wastes to be dumped into public waterways upon payment of a specified sum.
