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Abstract

In Iran, there are no laws for the construction of intermediate buildings in the historical context, on the
other hand, there is no specific program in organizations such as cultural heritage, the Ministry of Roads
and Urban Development and other related organizations in the form of codified and organized laws, and
all these organizations are subject to the laws. The Charter of Athens states that these laws and
regulations are international and do not pay attention to the local aspect; although the implementation
of these laws in Iranian organizations has created structural order in the construction of intermediate
buildings; But it has been used for a long time without updating and paying attention to the canvas.
Construction patterns in historical contexts are subject to many disagreements among theorists.In this
research, with the descriptive and analytical method and with the qualitative content analysis technique,
the classification of urban patterns in the architecture of historical bodies in the construction of
intermediate buildings in the historical context has been dealt with first, then according to the selected
case sample, the city of Shiraz, to measure the pattern The historical context of the city of Shiraz has
been discussed, in which the historical context and intermediate buildings have been reviewed, the
results indicate that the architectural semantic values of the body of the historical context of Karim Khan
Street, Shiraz, at the "immediate-primary" value levels, have The highest score and average are the ones
that represent that the explicit meaning means the almost instantaneous recognition of the body in a
visual way that is hard to fit in human memory; It is mostly in the form of individual and private meaning
and it is not something that can be taken in common by all people; the second priority is the value level
belonging to the functional-instrumental level, which has a lot to do with the mental patterns of the
people; the historical body of Karim Khan Street in Shiraz shows It is good for its internal content and
its function, which harmonizes the reality of the body with the meaning evoked in the viewer's mind.
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
