Introduction And Objectives: Events are one of the key factors determining
the competitiveness of a destination. In some cases, they are even the main
source of attraction for a tourist destination. One of the important
developments in the field of development has been event tourism in the form
of cultural festivals. Festivals are a kind of cultural events that highlight the
unique features of a destination or topic. Festivals and events are among the
fastest growing sectors of tourism in the world. In today's era, event tourism
is one of the special cultural events, which is one of the most growing sectors
of tourism business. At the macro level, the development of this type of
tourism increases the share of the country's tourism among the important
tourism markets of the world, and at the micro level, the importance of events
can be seen in supporting the customs, beliefs and cultural heritage of the
communities, and as a result, helping the young generation to better
understand These heritages need to be protected and continued. this article
has tried to identify and cluster the factors affecting the future situation of
attracting tourists to the Anarchini local festival in the crowded village of
Rudbar using the method of structural analysis. This article has tried to identify
the factors affecting the future situation using the method of structural
analysis. Attracting tourists to the Anarchini local festival to recognize and
cluster the crowded village of Rudbar county.

Methodology: The current research, with a future-research approach,
identifies the most important factors influencing the future state of attracting
tourists to the event-oriented Anarchini festival in the crowded village of
Rudbar. In terms of practical purpose, this research is a combination of
documentary and survey methods, and in terms of nature, it is based on the
new methods of future research, analytical and exploratory science, which was
carried out by using a combination of quantitative and qualitative models. Is.
Documentary study method and empirical data of survey method based on
Delphi method were used in preparation of the study stimuli. To select the
Delphi team, since the goal is not to generalize the results, a purposeful or
judgmental sampling method was used. The selection criteria of experts, local
community and tourists are theoretical mastery, practical experience,
willingness and ability to participate in research and access. A significant point
in determining the number of experts and tourists is to ensure the
comprehensiveness of different perspectives in the research. The number of
statistical population participating in the structural analysis of reviewed
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articles is usually between 14 and 30 people. According to the above criteria,
finally 30 people from experts, local community and tourists have been
selected to participate and collaborate in the research process in Mehrmah
1402 festival. In information processing, the structural interaction analysis
method has been used in MICMAC software. Using the Delphi method, 46
primary drivers have been identified in the form of 19 dimensions of event-
oriented tourism

Results and Discussion: The diagram shows the mutual effects of 46 factors or
stimuli affecting the future state of attracting tourists to the Anarchy event-
oriented festival of the crowded village of Rudbar, based on the formation of
a 46x46 matrix. The results of this table show the number of repetitions 2 times
and the filling degree of %97.10, which shows that the selected stimuli had a
great effect on each other. Out of a total of 1153 relationships that can be
evaluated in the matrix, 963 relationships are zero; This value means that the
stimulating factors did not affect each other or were not affected by each
other. 179 relationships with a value of 1 have a weak impact on each other
and 433 relationships with a value of 2 have relatively strong impact
relationships. In addition, 541 relationships have the number 3, and this means
that the relationships of key drivers are very large and have great influence.
Conclusion: Among the 46 driving forces, 11 driving forces have a more key
effect on the future state of the local anarchy festival in the crowded village of
Rudbar, which includes loyalty to the event, quality of the event, expansion of
personal interests, positive emotional experience, freedom from everyday life,
satisfaction with the event, Escape from worries, peace, feeling of security,
diversity in experience and familiarity with new places. In terms of systemic
performance, these forces play the role of high influence and low influence in
the system environment with the aim of improving the quality of the urban
environment, and as a result, they are considered the most effective and key
drivers.
