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Accepted:2022/12/01 nations and cultural, economic, and political exchanges has
become more and more the focus of attention in this century.
Therefore, the present study investigated the mediating role of
language anxiety in the relationship between creativity and
emotional intelligence in English language learning in bilingual
students.

Methodology: The research method was correlation type using
structural equation modeling. The statistical population of this
research consisted of all bilingual Turkmen male students in the
third year of the first secondary school. To determine the sample
size according to the number of observed variables and assigning
a coefficient of 20 for each variable, 280 students were selected as
the sample size by random cluster sampling method, and the
Shutte et al. Emotional intelligence questionnaires (1998), Abedi
creativity test (1993), Horowitz & Horowitz Language anxiety
(1985) answered. Also, students' end of semester grades was used
to measure English language learning. The obtained data were
analyzed by Pearson's correlation coefficient test and structural
equation modeling using SPSS 24 and Amos 23 software.

Results: The findings showed that the research model has a good
fit. In addition to direct effects, creativity and emotional
intelligence can indirectly affect English language learning
through the mediation of language anxiety.

Conclusion: According to the findings of the research, it is
possible to reduce language anxiety by developing programs to
increase emotional intelligence and creativity, and in this way,
language learning can be increased.

Introduction

Language, as the most developed
intellectual tool that is used to apply
communication between humans and
human societies, enables the transmission
of complex mental concepts in the simplest
and most complete way possible (1).
Language is the pinnacle of human
intelligence and without it, technology,
culture, and civilization cannot exist (2).
Creativity is one of the main factors in
learning and teaching English. Creativity
and language are two inseparable human
abilities. When learning a new language,
there is a need to communicate with others
and to an unfamiliar language, and this
requires the use of creative strategies for
learning (25). Creativity is effective on the
learning of language learners (28). The
ability to think creatively can reduce
language anxiety and increase performance
in learning English in bilinguals (27).
Emotional intelligence is a subset of social
intelligence and includes the ability to
monitor one's own and others' emotions
and to use this information to guide action
(13). Learners' emotions in learning foreign
language form complex dynamic
associations that contribute to their
motivational and linguistic results (21).
Language anxiety, as an important variable
in language learning, is a situation-specific
anxiety related to learning a foreign
language that may lead to worry about not
being able to communicate with others in a
foreign language due to language
limitations (38). This anxiety is considered
an important emotional factor in learning
English as a foreign language (9). Therefore,
this research examines the mediating role of
language anxiety in the relationship
between  creativity @ and  emotional
intelligence with learning English through a
structural model.

Method

The research method was correlation
type using structural equation modeling.
The statistical population was all Turkmen
bilingual male students in the third year of
the first secondary school, considering the
number of observed variables and assigning
a coefficient of 20 for each variable, 280

students were selected as a sample by
random cluster sampling and answered to
Schutte’s Emotional intelligence
questionnaires (1998), Abedi's creativity
(2012), and Horowitz and Horowitz's
Foreign language anxiety (1985) (36,38).
Students' final grade was used to measure
English language learning. The obtained
data were analyzed by Pearson's correlation
coefficient formula and structural equation
modeling using 24SPSS and 23Amos
software.

Results

The findings showed a positive and
significant correlation between creativity
and emotional intelligence with English
language learning, and a negative and
significant correlation between language
anxiety and English language learning.
The size of the direct effects of creativity,
emotional intelligence and language
anxiety on learning English is 0.375, 0.431
and -0.310, respectively, and the indirect
effect of creativity on learning English
with the mediation of language anxiety is
0.420, and creativity on English language
learning with the mediation of language
anxiety is 0.420, and in general the
research variables have the ability to
predict (R2=0./47) the English language
learning variable that 47 percent of this
endogenous variable can be controlled by
these variables It is an explanation.

Conclusion

The results of the present study showed
that the variables of creativity, emotional
intelligence, and language anxiety have a
direct and significant effect on learning
English. Also, creativity and emotional
intelligence have an indirect effect on
English language learning through the
mediation of language anxiety. In explaining
these results, it can be stated that the
importance of emotional intelligence in
achieving social and personal success and
the possibility of increasing it with training
and awareness has been given much
attention. In English language classes,
learners must communicate and interact
with each other, and having emotional
intelligence becomes very important in
these classes. The emotions of language
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learners are very important because it helps
learners to be active and successful in
learning a foreign language (41). Teaching
language by using creative methods can be
a learning success. When a new language is
learned, there is a need to communicate
with others and to an unfamiliar language,
and this requires the use of creative
strategies for learning. Using creative
strategies and telling stories in language
teaching can increase language abilities and
cause language academic progress (26).
Therefore, by giving importance to the
category of creativity and innovation and
using creative methods in language teaching
and learning, we can achieve fundamental
improvements in educational fields.
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
