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Abstract:

This study undertakes a comparative analysis of the narratives related to Prophet Abraham in
the Quran and Jewish tradition (the Talmud and Torah), emphasizing that the Quran, as a
divine and independent text, fundamentally diverges from Talmudic and Torah traditions in
its portrayal of Abraham. While the Torah primarily introduces Abraham as the father of the
Israelites and the bearer of a divine covenant for a specific lineage, the Qur'an presents him as
a universal leader of monotheism whose mission transcends ethnic and national boundaries.
These differences largely stem from the Talmudic tradition, which, through its interpretations
and supplementary narratives, serves as the foundation for the key discrepancies between the
Quranic and Torah accounts of Abraham'’s life. The Talmud focuses on ethnic and ritualistic
dimensions, offering a particular narrative of Abraham that contrasts with the Quran's
universal approach. In the Qur'an, Abraham is portrayed not only as a submissive prophet but
also as a social reformer and a steadfast opponent of idolatry and polytheism. This study
highlights how the Qur'an redefines Abraham’s narrative, maintaining its independence from
Talmudic interpretations while emphasizing his monotheistic vision and global mission.
Therefore, the primary source of divergence between the Qur'an and Torah in recounting
Abraham's history lies in the interpretive approach of the Talmud, which prioritizes ethnic and
historical aspects. By analyzing these differences, this study underscores the importance of
comparative studies in achieving a deeper understanding of prophetology in sacred texts.
