In response to the first hypothesis - by considering factors such as dynamism, vitality, flexibility,
collective activity, sense of belonging, it will promote the functional-meaning factor on the increase of
social interactions in the cultural environments of marginalized areas. To investigate the mentioned
hypothesis Pearson's correlation coefficient was used. So that the average of the overall scale of social
interactions (22.95), the average of the functional factor (21.25) and the average of the semantic factor
(14.25); is obtained. Also, based on the test (Pearson's correlation) for the general scale of "social
interactions” and the "functional-semantic™" factor. Based on the results obtained; There has been a
positive correlation between the general scale of "social interactions" and the "functional-semantic"
factor of 0.422 for the functional factor and 0.832 for the semantic factor. Therefore, the "functional-
semantic" factor on the increase of social interactions in the cultural environments of marginalized areas;
has a positive effect and this effect is statistically significant. On the other hand, the test (Pearson
correlation) for the functional factor has a significant level (0.297), and for the semantic factor (0.010),
it has been reported.

In response to the second hypothesis - by considering factors such as access, legibility, attractiveness,
unity, spatial quality increases the environmental-aesthetic factor on the increase of social interactions
in the cultural environments of marginalized areas. Pearson's correlation coefficient was used to check
the mentioned hypothesis. So that the average of the overall scale of social interactions (22.95) and the
average of the environmental factor (28.88) and the average of the aesthetic factor (20.25); Is obtained.
Also, based on the test (Pearson correlation) for the general scale of "social interactions” and
"environmental-aesthetic” factor. Based on the results obtained; There has been a positive correlation
between the general scale of social interactions and the environmental factor at the rate of 0.971 for the
environmental factor and at the rate of 0.644 for the aesthetic factor. Therefore, the "cognitive-aesthetic
environment" factor increases social interactions in the cultural environments of marginalized areas; has
a positive effect and this effect is statistically significant. On the other hand, the test (Pearson's
correlation) has been reported to have a significant level of 0.001 for the environmental factor and 0.045
for the aesthetic factor. In response to the third hypothesis - functional-semantic and environmental-
aesthetic cognitive factors to increase social interactions in the cultural environments of marginalized
areas have a rank and position. Therefore, to investigate the said hypothesis, based on the results
obtained from the ranking test Friedman is the “environmental™ factor in the first place; "functional”
factor in the second rank; "aesthetic" factor in the third place; the "semantic" factor is in the fourth place.

The purpose of this research is to investigate the factors affecting the increase of social interactions in
the cultural environments of marginalized areas.; Explanation of the functional-semantic factors
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affecting the increase of social interactions in the cultural environments of the marginal areas, as well
as the recognition of the environmental-aesthetic factors affecting the increase of social interactions in
the cultural environments of the marginal areas.
