The coincidence of the emergence of this intellectual current with the beginning of the Islamic
revolution movement in the forties and fifties leads us to the sense that these two opposing intellectual
currents interacted with each other in limited areas and were to some extent on the way to fight against
Pahlavi. Regime From these points, it can be concluded that the intellectuals of the Islamic movement
have a revolutionary trend in criticizing and opposing the Pahlavi government and they update their
position in criticizing the government according to the social and political conditions of the society.
In this search, it is possible to answer the question that to what extent did intellectual cinema influence
the formation and victory of the Iranian Islamic Revolution Movement? Based on the findings of this
research, intellectual cinema has been chosen, which plays an important role in the mind of the society
for change by creating ideological thought and highlighting the contradictions of the system. On the
other hand, the emphasis on national and religious elements, the use of violence to confront the justice
of the government system, with a limited scope, has been the mobilization of Iranian society on the
eve of the Islamic political revolution.

Sorting out the social and political gaps in the
intellectual cinema is the main theme of this
current of thought, which was able to play the
mental grounds for relatively radical changes
in the educated and intellectual sections of the
society. In this approach, concepts such as
social justice, class gap, alienation, rentier and
patronizing  state, and  authoritarian
modernization were tried to be presented in a
metaphorical and enigmatic format in the text
of the narrative.

This trend, which largely emerged from the
political literature of the forties and the
hegemony of the leftist approaches at the
international level, was able to use art for the
first time in Iran's contemporary history to
advance its political goals. In fact, in the
intellectual system of this movement, cinema
and film were a means to discuss social and
political issues, and visual and aesthetic
aspects were never prioritized in this
movement. On the one hand, this form of
processing the society's challenges caused this
trend to not be able to communicate
effectively with the body of Iranian society,
and this was one of the main reasons for the
small impact of this trend on Iran's political

and social developments. In the intellectual
system of intellectual cinema, the leftist and
socialist approaches were known as a source
of inspiration and a driving element of social
changes that can lead the forces against the
corrupt structure in Iran's closed society, while
this approach in Iranian society not only lacks
the ability to speak for Iran was a traditional-
religious society, but it could not guide the
Iranian society to its national and religious
values. Having said that, this approach should
be defined along the lines of the global left that
socialist approaches can bring liberation and
freedom to Iranian society.

The main
impact of this approach can be seen in
demythologising the myth of progress and



development in Iranian society, which means
that this movement criticizes authoritarian
development in Iran and does not see the end
result of this approach not only in the direction
of the well-being of the Iranian people, but
also It is believed that by deepening class
divisions in Iran, this trend has faced the
country with an emerging phenomenon.
Another approach that can be seen in these
works is the criticism of the rentier
government in Iran. This form of government
has its first effect on the social classes, which
means that the government tries to create a
special class to use the patronage policy to
advance its social political goals. This
approach is one of the main sources of creating
tension, causing unhappiness and its reflection
in the society by this group. In fact, the fight
against this structural violence in the society is
what causes the emergence of different
approaches of resistance in the intellectual
cinema. Despite the overlap of some elements
of the intellectual cinema and the movement
of the Islamic Revolution, this movement aims
to mobilize people and influence society in the
formation The coalition of the Islamic
Revolution or the acceleration of the victory of
the Islamic Revolution did not achieve any
success. The main reason for this issue should
be considered in the conservative approach of
this trend in expressing political-social issues
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
