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Abstract

Social justice, as a key concept in social life, refers to the fair distribution of resources and opportunities among
individuals in society and is of particular importance in societies. The feeling of social justice is closely related
to various cultural, religious, and social factors. Therefore, in each society, depending on its cultural and social
background, these connections can be different from other societies. Therefore, in this study, an attempt has been
made to identify and analyze the factors affecting the feeling of social justice, in order to achieve a better
understanding of this concept among the youth of Gerash City, a traditional religious county in the south of the
country. The research method was designed as a survey using a questionnaire consisting of 9 sections, and the
results of the study on 384 young people in Gerash City show that the feeling of social justice is influenced by
various variables, including the atmosphere of public morality, religious adherence, feeling of social security,
access to municipal services, social alienation, life satisfaction, social acceptance, and socio-economic base. The
findings indicate that religious adherence (beta coefficient = 0.3) and social acceptance (beta coefficient = 0.28)
have been identified as two key factors in the formation of a sense of social justice. Also, the observation of the
variable feeling of relative deprivation has no significant relationship with the feeling of social justice in Gerash
City (p > 0.05).

Finally, the results of this study can help policy-making and social planning to design and implement effective
programs to promote social justice, improve the feeling of social justice in society, and emphasize the
importance of justice as a fundamental principle in social development, especially among young people who are
the future builders of society.

Introduction

Some concepts, such as justice, are
fundamental to human life and have
maintained their significance despite historical,
social, and political changes. Justice is defined
in various ways across cultures and
philosophies. In Islamic political thought,
justice encompasses truthfulness, equality, and
the protection of individual rights. Various
types of justice exist, including natural justice,
formal and substantive justice, distributive
justice, punitive justice, and social justice.

The notion of social justice is particularly
emphasized in the teachings of Imam
Khomeini, who advocated for equality among
all groups without discrimination based on
power, wealth, race, or ethnicity. Throughout
history, humanity has tirelessly pursued social
justice as a means to create a fair society that
meets both material and spiritual needs. This
pursuit has faced numerous challenges but
remains a central aspiration.

In contemporary discourse, social justice refers
to the equitable relationship  between
individuals and society, measured by the
distribution of wealth and opportunities.
Initially limited to property rights, the concept
has evolved significantly over time, with
religion playing a crucial role in its
development. Religious teachings from figures
like Moses, Jesus, and Muhammad have
profoundly shaped the understanding of social
justice.

Given its importance in Iranian culture, this
study investigates social justice and its
influencing factors among citizens of Gerash
City, a traditional religious community in
southern Iran. The primary research question
focuses on the extent of citizens' feelings of
social justice and the variables affecting these
perceptions.

Methodology

A random sample of 384 young individuals
aged 15 to 35 from Gerash City was selected
from public spaces at various times throughout
the week. The data collection tool was a
guestionnaire consisting of nine sections, based
on a five-point Likert scale (ranging from
strongly agree to strongly disagree), with its
validity and reliability confirmed prior to the

study. The influential variables included access
to urban spaces, religious adherence, feelings
of security, access to public services, social
acceptance, social alienation, life satisfaction,
relative deprivation, and socio-economic
status. Data analysis utilized descriptive
statistics (tables, charts, frequency percentages,
means, medians) and inferential statistics
(regression analysis) using SPSS software. A
95% confidence interval and significance level
of less than 0.05 were considered for the tests.

Results and discussion

The descriptive statistics for the variables
related to the sense of social justice among
youth in Gerash City include urban space
adequacy, religious adherence, social security,
access to public services, social acceptance,
social alienation, life satisfaction, relative
deprivation, and socio-economic status. The
mean score for the sense of social justice was
found to be 81.57, indicating a relatively high
perception among the youth. Among the
evaluated variables, socio-economic status had
the highest score, while urban space adequacy
had the lowest.

The regression analysis revealed a significant
linear relationship (P = 0.001) between social
justice and various factors such as urban space
adequacy, religious adherence, access to public
services, social acceptance, social alienation,
life satisfaction, relative deprivation, and
socio-economic  status.  The  multiple
correlation coefficient was measured at 0.737,
indicating a strong simultaneous influence of
these variables on the sense of social justice.
Further analysis showed that key predictors of
social justice feelings included religious
adherence, social acceptance, and life
satisfaction. Notably, relative deprivation did
not have a significant relationship with feelings
of social justice. The results suggest a direct
correlation between socio-economic status and
feelings of social justice; individuals with
better socio-economic conditions reported
higher  levels of  perceived justice.
Additionally, social alienation was inversely
related to feelings of justice.

The study concludes that various social factors
significantly impact perceptions of justice
among youth in Gerash City. Understanding
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these factors is crucial for developing effective
policies aimed at enhancing social equity and
improving overall societal well-being. This
research emphasizes the importance of
addressing these elements to foster a sense of
justice that can restore rights and provide
meaning to individuals' lives.

Conclusion

Perception of justice refers to an individual's
overall assessment of fairness in various
aspects of social life. It encompasses how
individuals  perceive the fairness of
interactions, processes, laws, and policies
within society. Even if justice is implemented,
it is crucial for people to recognize and
understand it. The concept extends beyond
mere legal frameworks and equitable
