Countries such as Bahrain, Oman, Qatar, Saudi
Arabia and the United Arab Emirates, which are
oil-rich countries, do not have institutionalized
political parties. In Saudi Arabia the King has
absolute power, and in Bahrain Sheikh Isa bin
Salman Al Khalifa dissolved the™ National
Assembly " in 1975 under the pretext of ending
its involvement in governing affairs. Oman has
no new constitution or judicial organization.
The power of legal and administrative
jurisprudence is in the hands of the Sultan, and
all officials are appointed by him. Qatar is a
kind of absolute Kingdom. Amir is at the head
of the country, he brings the Cabinet to work
and he himself holds the position of Prime
Minister. Has an advisory council but does not
have a legislative assembly. In these countries,
there is no sign of contemporary democratic
political institutions. Although there was
internal pressure in some of these countries
during the 1980s to create democracy, this issue
was raised more broadly after the 1991 Gulf
War and the end of the Cold War in the Middle
East. The changing political climate of the
world, the collapse of the Soviet Union and the
inefficiency of state economies led to some
political reforms, but not in all countries in the
region. Today, economic relations and
economic development of countries take place
in various ways. Oil money earned in oil-rich
countries has always led these countries to
monopoly and ignore other potentials and
resources. On the other hand as it turns out
without communication and communication
life is not possible with comfort and well being;
Although in this material world, countries are
not equal in terms of culture and civilization, the
advancement of Science and technology has
diminished this difference in establishing
relations between countries and made it
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possible for any communication. It's also up to
countries, people and their rulers to figure out
how to make the most of this advancement of
Science for a better and more desirable life.

Conclusion

The study examined democracy and the role of
oil rents on the process of establishing
democracy in the Persian Gulf countries, and
according to the hypothesis that was examined,
the results show that in establishing oil rents
democracy, which is provided to the
governments of the oil-rich Gulf countries,
instead of using the money from it, they turn to
creating groups and parties in line with partisan
views and suppressing dissent and avoid
meeting national needs and interests.

superior governments dependent on foreign
elements and forces. The income of these
rentier countries is not through traditional
domestic taxes and economic programs, which
are often not associated with public requests for
political reform and Orbital law, but through
foreign sources such as stocks, leases or oil
exports. Rich oil countries are by no means
under pressure to become Democrats. The state
distribution of goods and services (allocation of
oil revenues to Public Welfare) meets social
needs, and therefore the government does not
need to form trade unions, other political
parties.
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
