The aim of the research is to extract the important aspects of Islamic
governance in Naini's works, so that the right way of ruling includes principles such as freedom, equality, non-
violence, maintaining public rights, dealing with tyranny and peaceful change of rulers and power, in his famous
message, namely, the punishment of the ulema and the reformation of the ulema. Attention and emphasis was
placed and from the perspective of the connection between religion and custom, they discussed the correct way
of interaction of rulers with the people, especially the supervision and control over the rulers and the mutual
rights of the subjects and the ruler. In addition to helping to institutionalize constitutionalism in Iran, he was able
to explain the Shia thought in governance and complete the first movement of Shia scholars in the absence of
Imam Masoom to adapt the constitutional government to the holy Islamic law or the compatibility of customary
laws with religious texts. This opinion is the most important influential scholar in the theoretical dimension for
the compatibility of Islam with modern political concepts. Relying on the necessity of the existence of
government in the society, Naini considers the stability of the world system and human life to be dependent on
government and politics, so that the existence of a ruler in any society regardless of whether it is usurped,
coercive, hereditary, council, personal or elective is an inevitable necessity to Religion, honor, religion and
independence of the country should not be lost. He considered the external supervision to restrain and control the
rulers as a substitute for the infallibility of imams, which include two elements of the constitution and the
National Assembly as elements of the political structure of constitutionalism. This research concludes the
existence of all the necessary elements for Islamic governance and the sufficiency of the necessary components
for the correct interaction of the rulers with the subjects in the works of Ayatollah Naini.

Such governance should
consistently define the role of the people in
controlling and monitoring the rulers while
also allowing them to enjoy power.

It should be emphasized that the relationship
between the people and the government should
be based on satisfaction, rather than allowing
the distance between the people and the rulers
to grow to the point of sparking a revolution. It
appears that establishing a healthy two-way
relationship between the government and the
people will enhance the efficiency of political
management and result in acceptable degrees
of progress in various areas.

In this study, Ayatollah
Mirza Mohammad Hossein  Naini s
investigated and recognized as a prominent
figure in the scientific, religious, and political
realms. He has been able to extract the
appropriate method of governance from the
texts of Islamic law and compile governance
principles for the eastern region, particularly
for Muslims. Naini, the author of "Tanbiyyah-
ul-Amah and Tanziyyah-ul-Mulleh," explains
the relationship between constitutionalism,
Islamic Sharia, and Shia principles in his book.
He rejects tyranny, examines monarchy and its
limitations, and addresses doubts and the
legitimacy of intervention by representatives of
the nation. This work served as a starting point
for intellectual and political developments in
Iran and had a significant impact on Shia
clerics and political thought. Allameh Naini
argues that government is necessary for the
survival of society and can take the form of
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monarchy or a representative system.
Additionally, the government has the
responsibility of maintaining internal order and
safeguarding independence against foreign
interference. In Islam, preserving the Islamic
system and national independence is one of the
government's duties. Naini believes that in
order to preserve honor and ethnic identity,
each region should establish its own form of
government.  The implementation  of
governance is determined by the means of
acquiring power, and there is no third option.

Attaining access to the infallible Imam is
impossible; therefore, even though the Sultan
may resemble Anoushirvan and Bouzarjamehr,
they do not possess the power of infallibility.
Instead, external oversight by representatives
of the people and elected observers of the
nation is necessary, along with public
participation and prevention of government
officials' abuse of power. These observers
should draft the constitution and establish the
National Assembly. The constitution must
guarantee the limitation of the ruler's power,
the freedom of the nation, and the rights of the

people. Failure to comply with the constitution
results in consequences such as removal from
office and punishment for treason. The
implementation of the constitution is akin to
applying practical guidelines in the realm of
politics and public order.

In this research, Naini is examined as one of
the prominent thinkers of the Islamic
government. He explains the principles of the
Shiite government in the book "Tanbihalama
wa Tanzihalmulah.” Naini limits himself to the
use of customary laws based on religious texts
and emphasizes representative government
based on the constitution.

Today, achieving development, particularly
humane and sustainable development, is
considered a significant goal in human
societies. Each day, governments and
international development forums present new
and coherent plans for the progress and
development of countries. Governance, as one
of the aforementioned approaches, is a recent
topic in development literature. It has been
introduced in various disciplines over the past
two decades and has garnered attention from
experts, researchers, and planners at different
levels.

Originally appearing in the political, social,
and economic literature of Western societies,
governance is now recognized and evaluated as
a discourse with indicators such as
accountability, responsibility, the rule of law,
corruption control, transparency, and more.
Developing countries have adopted and are
developing this concept, while international
and global forums follow suit.

Considering the materials presented and the
absence of comprehensive  governance
components based on social capital in matters
related to industrial companies such as South
Pars, the researcher was motivated to address
this issue. The aim is to enhance the
effectiveness of governance in the South Pars
region. By incorporating the expectations and
opinions of stakeholders and involving them in
this research, it is possible to present the
dimensions and components of governance
based on social capital in the South Pars
region.

Methodology

The current research has been conducted
within the framework of a qualitative
approach, employing the data theory method of
the foundation. As a result, the required data
was collected through  semi-structured
interviews. The primary method used for data
collection in this study was semi-structured
individual interviews, which were conducted
face-to-face in a single session. Each interview
was immediately implemented and
subsequently subjected to initial coding and
analysis.

In terms of participant selection and
information gathering, certain criteria were
considered. The selected candidates were
required to possess professional management
knowledge and experience, both in terms of
their university education and their practical
experience in the industry. Additionally, their
involvement as supervisors, consultants, or
referees in at least one qualitative research
project related to management and leadership
in the industry was taken into account.

Based on these criteria, an initial list of
available  researchers  specializing  in
management and leadership in the industry was
prepared. Subsequently, the objectives of the
research were explained to the potential
participants through telephone, face-to-face,
and email negotiations, followed by an
invitation to be interviewed. For this research,
a total of 15 individuals were selected as
interviewees.

A total of 320
codes and concepts were identified and
classified, leading to the formation of macro
categories.

The causal conditions identified in this
research can be categorized into three groups:
environmental factors, policy factors, and
structural factors. These categories were
derived from the open coding process.
Additionally, two categories of intervening
conditions were identified: macro factors and
micro factors. Strategies, which are purposeful
actions and reactions aimed at controlling,
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managing, and addressing the desired
phenomenon, were also identified in this
research. These strategies are undertaken for
specific reasons.

Conclusion

In terms of causal conditions, the majority of
participants expressed the opinion that the
most  significant  factors influencing
governance based on social capital are
environmental factors, policy factors, and
structural factors. Therefore, environmental
pollution, the relationship between employees
and civil society and the non-governmental
sector, the interaction between the government
and social institutions, citizenship behavior,
local community culture, inclusive community
decision-making, the involvement of local
forces in corporate boards of directors, the
quality of laws and regulations, control, the
rule of law, and a smaller, more efficient
public sector can play a decisive role.
Additionally, the results of Midari (2013),
Plimpter (1999), Sharifzadeh (2013), and
Dabbagh (2013) are consistent with these
findings. The central category in this research
encompasses governance based on social
capital and governance based on human
capital. It includes the interrelationships
between the industry and social capital, the
impact of the industry on lifestyle and social

relationships, demographic changes, the
disruption of neighborhood structures, the
effects of noise pollution and aesthetics, the
effects on the local community and land use,
and the interrelationships between the industry
and human capital, human development,
individual development, and social capital.
Background factors consist of organizational
factors and infrastructural factors. The findings
reveal the homogeneity of health distribution,
bilateral  relationships, interactions and
networks, the facilitation of governance,
cultural capital, infrastructure development, the
reduction of civil society's resistance to
political decisions, the alignment of economic
decisions with environmental pollution, and
the quality of residents' lives.

There are
three points of agreement: first, there is no
compatibility ~ between liberalism  and
democracy; second, this inconsistency has
resulted in a conflict of interests between the
people and the elites; third, resolving this
conflict requires minimizing the people's vote
and maximizing the executive power of the
elites.

The parties have transformed into
governmental, cartel-like, and monopolistic
entities, serving the ruling elites. Parties are
seen as tools for gaining power, and according
to some, they play a role in political pluralism.
In the West, political parties are considered

integral to liberal democratic systems.
However, some argue that parties have not
fully met the needs and expectations and are
viewed as obstacles to political pluralism.
Historically, criticisms have been raised
against the formation of political parties in
France and America. In the 19th century,
factionalism, civil society, and democracy
flourished, but skepticism towards political
parties persisted. The iron law theory of
oligarchy and self-centered political parties has
been subject to criticism. The emergence of
oligarchy within party organizations and the
dominance of the minority over the majority
are seen as inevitable.

Over time, parties become focused on their
own goals and interests. Criticisms of political
partisanship continued into the 20th century,
with proponents of democracy and mass
parties. Some parties are banned in Western
democracies.

The monopolistic role of political parties in
Western systems leads to a decrease in
political competition and diversity, as parties
consolidate power. The concentration of power
in the hands of ruling parties jeopardizes equal
opportunities. Some argue that partisanship can
escalate into civil war and suggest maintaining
competition and not accepting the dominance
of any single party.

In the most optimistic state, all forms and
models of secular democracy can be
considered a type of "democracy” where a
group of real and legal elites make decisions
under the guise of people's votes, leading the
democracy. It is evident that in such a system,
where the head of democracy is practical, the
power structure is not truly democratic but
rather led by party leaders and elitists.In all
forms and models of democracy, the physical
rule of a few elites at the helm of democracy is
an undeniable and inevitable reality because
the masses are incapable of performing
specialized tasks. In liberal democracy, due to
the belief in the "primacy of the individual,"
the scales of justice are consistently tilted in
favor of the individual and, in practice, in favor
of individuals with special positions and
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power. The collective interests of the people
are prioritized after individual interests. This
improper prioritization allows a minority with
power and wealth to benefit the most from this
situation, consistently placing themselves at
the "head of democracy."

Since the rule of elites is practical within the
democracy, the power structure and the nature
of the elites become two factors that create the
foundation for a conflict of interests between
the declared votes of the people and the
practical leaders, i.e., the ruling elites.

This conflict between the people and the elites
has led to a political crisis known as a
distribution crisis within the system. The
emergence of cartel parties is one of the
significant indications of this crisis in the
socio-political realm. The solution to this crisis
lies in reforming the power structure through
transparency in the leadership of democracy

and also reforming the nature of the elites by
following the example of the role and position
of the legal guardian in religious democracy. In
religious democracy, firstly, democracy
adheres to declarative principles. Secondly, in
addition to knowledge, the head of democracy
possesses moral virtues such as justice.
Thirdly, the primacy of collective rights over
individual rights, along with other factors,
prevents a conflict between the people and the
head of democracy. Political parties, with their
dynamics, are not oblivious to the stability and
strength of the political system. They perform
their specific tasks of organizing people's
demands, promoting social rationality, and
regulating social behaviors. By doing so, they
assist the head of democracy in establishing
political system stability and maintaining a
balanced state.

The concept of justice and the system based on it has always been one of the important topics of political thought
and philosophy. John Rawls, one of the greatest contemporary political philosophers of the West, in his book
Justice as Fairness, tries to explain in a political understanding of justice, the necessities of realizing the greatest
possible freedom and equality for the citizens of a democratic society. The theoretical framework of the article is
the theory of justice as fairness and the research method is discourse analysis. The main question is to what
extent is it possible to infer the justice system as fairness according to Rawls from the discourses of the Islamic
Republic? In this connection, one of the main topics is the discussion about the ratio of public interests and
individual and group interests, because according to Rawls, the justice system is the institutionalized area of
public interests, which is due to the institutions of the basic structure of society, which is also associated with the
existence of the country or The existence of the nation-state is ongoing. The aim is to examine the dual position
of good (individual and group interests) and right (public interests) from Rawls' point of view in the discourse of
the Islamic government as the super discourse of the Islamic Republic. In this regard, the opinions of Morteza
Motahari and Abdullah Javadi Amoli, two well-known clerics, have been examined as the main conceptualizers
of the analysis of the discourse of justice, from which the possibility of extracting a theory of justice close to
justice as fairness can be calculated. The result is that Motahari's point of view is more capable of interpreting
the justice system as fairness in the discourse of political Islam than Javadi Amoli's point of view.

One of the central themes in the analysis of the
relationship between the discourse of the
Islamic Republic and John Rawls' concept of
justice as fairness is the examination of the
relationship between public interests and
individual and group interests. John Rawls
posits that the justice system represents a
political framework grounded in a political
understanding  of  justice, offering an
elucidation of the prerequisites for achieving
maximum freedom and equality for the citizens
of a democratic society.

Within the framework of justice as fairness,
freedom is realized within the justice system,
which serves as the institutionalized realm of
public interests. The justice system is then
implemented by  various institutions
responsible for safeguarding public interests,
or, as Rawls describes them, the institutions
comprising the basic structure of society.
These institutions encompass public entities,
notably the judiciary, as well as social
institutions such as the market, property, and
family. They collectively ensure the legitimate
liberties and equalities, or inequalities as
required, among citizens within a cooperative
system among free and legally equal
individuals.

The significance of this discourse lies in its
application to the justice-oriented approach of
the Islamic Republic. It underscores the need
to simultaneously consider both public
interests and the interests of individuals and
groups while aligning with the latest ideas
presented in this domain. Equally important is
the acknowledgment of how John Rawls
meticulously resolved the conflict between the
concepts of good and right within his
framework.

The necessity for this discussion is closely tied
to the fundamental values upon which the
Islamic Republic was founded, namely, the
emphasis on the freedom and democracy of the
system. As highlighted earlier, Rawls' justice
as fairness provides a framework for realizing
the highest attainable levels of freedom and
equality for the citizens of a democratic
society, making it relevant to the principles on
which the Islamic Republic is built.

Results and discussion

In this article, we explored the implications of
the fundamental concept of expediency within
the discourse of an Islamic government. The
concept of public interest is a significant
component of the justice system, akin to John
Rawls' idea of fairness. Understanding the
significance of this concept within the
framework of the Islamic Republic's discourse
can be instrumental in analyzing the dual roles
of the good and the right within the discourse
of the Islamic government, which serves as a
super discourse encompassing the various
smaller discourses within the Islamic Republic.
In the discourse of the Islamic government, the
concept of expediency is articulated within the
comprehensive  religious doctrine in a
teleological sense, aiming to achieve the
highest good as derived from that overarching
doctrine. Unlike the concept of public
expediency, which can be inferred from Rawls'
justice as fairness, stemming from a social
contract and applied to the foundational
structure of a national society, the concept of
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expediency within the discourse of the Islamic
government, on one hand, is oriented towards
the good as determined by the comprehensive
doctrine of the Islamic government. On the
other hand, it encompasses not just the people
of a national community but also the oppressed
Muslims ~ worldwide. To deduce the
establishment of the justice system as fairness
from the existing discourses within the Islamic
Republic, our focus was primarily on the
viewpoints of Motahari and Javadi Amoli, as
they have garnered significant influence
among various political currents and
discourses, facilitating potential convergence.
By analyzing their thoughts on justice, we
assessed the opportunities available within the
discourse of the Islamic Republic to align with
justice as fairness. The outcome reveals that,
much like Rawls in the Western context,
Motahari and Javadi Amoli are preeminent
contemporary Islamic and Shiite thinkers.
Their perspectives, either independently or as
interpreters of various social and political
theories within the tradition of Imami
jurisprudence, hold a decisive theoretical
position within the prevailing discourses in the
Islamic Republic. Rawls posited that the
distribution of fundamental goods, particularly
basic  liberties, should be equitable.
Distributional inequalities can only be justified
under two conditions: when they are based on
individual effort or when redistribution occurs
to benefit the most disadvantaged individuals.
Motahari, on the other hand, delineates three
levels of distribution: equal distribution of
basic amenities, distribution based on
individual merit, and the redistribution of
resources to achieve social equilibrium. Javadi
Ameli emphasizes the inclusive nature of the
concept of justice and expands it into a
comprehensive doctrine of truth. In contrast to
Rawls, he does not confine justice solely to
politics. Consequently, Motahari's perspective
and the discourse stemming from it can be
closely associated with the concept of justice
as fairness.

Conclusion

One of the most significant points of
convergence between the perspectives of
justice according to Rawls and Motahari is the
belief that the essence of justice transcends

comprehensive and even religious doctrines.
They both advocate for the equal distribution
of basic amenities and emphasize that in both
distribution and redistribution, two conditions
must be met: individual merit and the
empowerment of the most disadvantaged
members of society. They recognize that those
who are trapped in poverty and disability
cannot escape without assistance. However,
the points of divergence between these two
thinkers lie in the origin of the legitimacy of
justice, the method of resource redistribution,
and their perceptions of the nature and quality
of freedoms. The fundamental distinction in
their views on political justice is not merely
about the implementation and acceptance of
political justice; it stems from their differing
goals and foundational principles. In Javadi
Ameli's perspective, political justice is
absolute and aligned with truth, whereas in
Rawls' view, it is relative and aligned with
profit and power. While both thinkers believe
in the acceptance of political justice, Rawls'
concept of justice as fairness relies on the
acceptance of the rule of the original position
and the social contract by both the people and
the government. This leads to unity despite
differing opinions and preferences, with a
focus on achieving worldly objectives. This
unity is horizontal in nature.

In contrast, in Javadi Amoli's conception of
political justice, it is considered as a
manifestation of truth and depends on the
recognition of truth and its implementation by
both the people and the government. This leads
to unity that encompasses both horizontal and
vertical directions, aiming for both worldly and
otherworldly goals. The goal of political
justice, as envisioned by Javadi Amoli,
emphasizes the necessity of continuous
progress and movement, preventing corruption
and stagnation within the realm of political
justice. In Rawls' perspective, due to the
instrumental nature of political justice,
movement holds little significance, and it is
prone to corruption, as its essence lies in
utilitarianism. In summary, it can be argued
that the outcome of political justice in Javadi
Amoli's thought is profound and sublime,
whereas in John Rawls' thought, it leans more
towards liberalism.
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
