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i Abstract

: The presence of all citizens in the urban space requires attention to the importance
: of the issue of adapting the urban furniture for the use of the disabled people. In
: Iran, this issue has received little attention. This makes it impossible for all people
: with any ability to be present in urban spaces easily. The purpose of this study is
: to investigate the level of satisfaction of disabled people with the adaptation of
¢ urban furniture in Tehran. In this regard, after studying library resources, using a
: questionnaire, and conducting interviews with experts, have assessed the level of
: satisfaction of people with disabilities from urban furniture and public space. the
¢ interviewees were selected using the snowball method, and to analyze the
: interviews, categorical content analysis was used; Most of the interviewees are
¢ disabled or active in this field. Also, a questionnaire was designed to be aware of
¢ the problems of urban furniture in Tehran and provided to people with disabilities.
: The number of respondents to the questionnaires was 81. the information was
. analyzed using SPSS software. The results show that the level of satisfaction of
: disabled people with urban furniture is low in the studied indicators and almost no
: subject is complete satisfaction satisfied by the disabled. Using solutions such as

equipping transportation stations with ramps and elevators, designing urban
furniture for the use of disabled people, proper placement of urban furniture,
locating sensory and audio panels at intersections, removing barriers; Can help
increase the level of satisfaction of disabled people.
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Introduction

All citizens should be able to meet their needs
in urban spaces on an equal footing. Lack of
proper design of public spaces for the use of
people with disability, causes them to be
isolated and isolated and makes these people
always dependent on others and ultimately
prefer to be less present in urban space. One of
most principal elements in a public space that
needs to be adapted is urban furniture. Urban
furniture design requires compliance with
principles and standardization for the use of
people with disabilities.

Methodology

Data collection in this study is using two
methods: questionnaire and interview with
experts. The interviews are in the form of
snowballs and most of the interviewees are
disabled and active or active in this field.
Interviews are categorized and analyzed using
content analysis. Also, to be aware of the
problems in urban furniture in Tehran, a
guestionnaire was designed for people with
disabilities. The number of respondents to the
guestionnaires was 81. The results of the
guestionnaire were analyzed using SPSS
software.

Results and discussion

The concepts of adaptation and accessibility
have the most emphasis and repetition by the
interviewees, and as a result, these topics have
the highest frequency. Also, according to the
results of the questionnaire from the point of
view of the disabled people, not considering the
types of disabilities in the design of urban
furniture has provided the most problems and
dissatisfaction for them.

In general, based on the results obtained from
the gquestionnaire, the level of satisfaction with
the condition of urban furniture in most of the
studied indicators is low and almost no subject,
complete satisfaction has not been absorbed by
people with disabilities. The results of this
survey show that despite the by-laws and
procedures, in our country, the proper
adaptation of the urban furniture situation for
the disabled has not been considered as it

should be, and this group is dissatisfied with
Citizens.

Conclusion

The satisfaction of the disabled and people with
the adaptation of urban furniture is low. This
subject has led to the absence of many of these
people in the urban space. One of the main
problems in adapting urban space and urban
furniture is the lack of correct implementation
of standards and rules of expression. This
subject has created many problems for disabled
citizens. According to the studies, the main
troubles related to space and urban furniture are
as follows:

Lack of considering the types of disabilities in
the design of urban furniture, an insufficient
number of urban furniture such as benches,
special toilets for the disabled, trash cans,
Insufficient readability of information boards
and lack of boards for the blind, Lack of proper
location of urban furniture, Failure to comply
with the necessary standards and proper
location of mosaics for the blind, Non-standard
slope of communication bridges and ramps,
Lack of adaptation of transport stations, Lack of
adaptation of escalators, Improper width of
sidewalks, Uneven flooring, Lack of adaptation
of sports equipment and playgrounds in parks
In this regard, considering the existing
problems, this study suggests the following
solutions to solve these problems:

Equipping transportation stations with standard
ramps and elevators, Designing urban furniture
and presenting criteria from the perspective of
different types of disabled, The use of legible
colors for viewers in furniture, Use of non-slip
materials in urban furniture Use of anti-
radiation (dazzling) materials in information
boards, Remove barriers, Design of urban
furniture  according to the climatic
considerations of Tehran, Equipping the
escalators to the elevator Locating sensory and
audio panels at intersections, Establishment of
health services for the disabled, Locating rest
areas for the disabled in BRT stations, Define
suitable handles to pause and stop the use of
people with disabilities, Use appropriate and
legible colors on the boards, Creating signposts
for the sensually disabled on public telephones
and ATMs.
