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Comparative analysis of livability in urban areas; Case study of ten metropolitan areas of Tabriz

Extended Abstract

Introduction

The economic, social and environmental
challenges of the megacities of our country
today, together with the increase in population
and the ever-increasing ratio of urbanization,
have resulted in harmful consequences for
such cities. Other problems such as types of
pollution, traffic, psychological issues and
problems, etc., greatly reduce the quality of
life and, consequently, the livability in big
cities. This is what Iran's cities in general and
its metropolises in particular are currently
struggling with. The continuation of this type
of urbanization growth with social, economic,
physical and environmental problems is a
crisis and is a warning about the instability of
the metropolises of our country. Based on this,
it seems that no plan and program will be able
to overcome or prevent the aggravation of
inequalities and imbalances without paying
attention to the correct distribution of facilities
and social services. It should be kept in mind
that it is necessary to take steps in this
direction, to know the current situation of each
of the components of the planning sets, and as
a result, to find out the existing differences and
differences, and to make policies to eliminate
and reduce the inequalities in each of the
components of this set. In this context, paying
attention to inequality in the form of livability
approach is one of the most important
planning tools, through which planners will be
able to evaluate the results of implementing
programs in the context of geographical
boundaries (Pour Mohammadi, 2008: 30). ).
This issue can also be seen in Tabriz
metropolis as one of the most important
metropolises in the hierarchical structure of
Iranian cities. A process that has led to the
production and growth of areas and localities
at the level of this metropolis, which displays a
very high level of livability differences.

Results and discussion

Based on the results of the citizens'
questionnaire, the order of the regions in terms
of livability index from the best to the worst
includes region 9, 8, 2, 1,5, 7, 6, 4, 10 and 3.
Based on the results of experts' questionnaire
analysis, the livability index in areas 4, 5, 6, 8,

and 10 is estimated to be lower than average.
In other regions, it is above average. In terms
of livability index, based on the results of the
experts' questionnaire, the regions include
region 1, 2, 9, 3, 7, 5 4, 6, 8 and 10
respectively. The analysis of the results
obtained from the Vicor model shows that
region 2 has the first rank in terms of livability
index. In contrast, it has won the last 10th
place in the region. Table No. 13 shows the
status of  the regions. In the
structural/reciprocal effects analysis matrix,
the sum of the numbers of rows for each
variable indicates the influence of the variable
and the sum of the columns of each variable
indicates its influence. Based on the results of
the matrix, the variables related to "creating
employment and sustainable income™" have the
greatest impact on the system (viability) and
the variables related to "reducing types of
pollution” have the least impact. Also, in terms
of influence, the variables related to "creating
a sense of place belonging” have the most
influence and in contrast to the variables
"developing public education™ it has the least
influence.

Conclusion

The results show that in order of factors;
Creating stable employment and income,
renovating  worn-out  fabric, improving
marginal fabric, providing suitable housing,
developing green and open spaces, and
providing infrastructure services are key
influencing  factors.  Considering  this
importance, it can be said that among the 10
regions of Tabriz metropolis, we see a spatial
imbalance in terms of livability, and the
optimal management of the mentioned cases
plays an important role in solving this spatial
imbalance. Based on this, it can be
acknowledged that achieving livability
requires an attitude similar to a living
organism, that people and place are considered
two sides of this living organism, and only
emphasizing one dimension is not working,
and this is important rooted in social,
economic and It is political.
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
