Accepted:2021/06/02 is the problem of worn-out structures in cities, which each country has
tried to solve based on the possibilities of smelling its indigenous
capabilities and based on the views of various theorists. The realization
of such a goal requires extensive studies, knowledge of environmental-
physical aspects and study of socio-economic dimensions, worn-out
tissues. Accordingly, the main purpose of the study is to reconstruct and
renovate the worn-out tissue of Nader Kazemi neighborhood in order to
revive the tissue. Sub-objectives in the framework of the overall research
goal are: recognizing the economic and social characteristics of residents,
as well as recognizing the physical condition and collection and
examining the factors affecting public participation in organizing the
worn-out rare tissue and providing scientific and practical strategies and
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Method: The method used in this study is an interactive and applied
description that has been studied in Shiraz's Nader Kazemi neighborhood
with a population of 2302 people and a generalizable sample of 321
people. Data were analyzed using SPSS software through Pearson
correlation coefficient and stepwise regression analysis.

Results: The results show that the lack of facilities, urban services and
infrastructure has caused the migration of the majority of indigenous
inhabitants to other parts of the city. On the other hand, the socio-
economic situation of Baft residents has slowed down the process of
improvement and modernization. Tissue destruction increases.
According to the findings, respondents were most inclined to participate
in decision-making and less inclined to participate financially; Also, the
results of Pearson test showed that there is a significant relationship
between the level of public participation in the process of organizing.

Introduction

With the advent of urbanization and
industrialization, extensive changes took
place in the socio-economic structure of
societies around the world, including Iran.
By affecting all aspects of life, urbanization
disrupted the rational relations of urban life
and drastically reduced the quality of life
and sustainability in cities ( ). Thus,
many cities are now faced with one of the
biggest challenges facing the city, i.e. urban
decay (15). In fact, blighted areas are parts
of the city that have been separated from the
evolutionary cycle of its life; thus becoming
the center of physical, social, economic and
cultural problems and failures. Because
such quarters did not have the strength and
speed to keep pace with other parts of the
city, they lagged behind (16). Urban decay
ultimately reduces the dignity of the place,
implying reduced viability and safety and
disturbing physical, social, economic
vitality of the neighborhood. Thus, it is
necessary to renovate them, based on
resilience, to provide a suitable
environment for the city to deal with any
natural and man-made hazards. Iran is the
third country in the world in terms of
geographical conditions that makes her
susceptible to natural hazards, including
earthquakes, floods, droughts and dust. In
addition, due to other factors such as
unprincipled  urban  expansion  and
development, uncontrolled growth of
migration and urban population, lack of
attention to laws and regulations that ensure
the resilience of cities, lack of the necessary
preparedness for crises, Iranian cities are
susceptible to natural and man-made
hazards (4). Urban decay ultimately
reduces the dignity of the place, implying
reduced viability and safety and disturbing
physical, social, economic vitality of the
neighborhood (20). It is thus necessary to
redevelop and rehabilitate the blighted
neighborhoods. Due to its proximity to the
city center, the spread of urban poverty in
it, having internal development capacities,
the existence of disturbing centers around

Nader Kazemi's neighborhood in Shiraz, it
is necessary to study the possibility of using
the liberated areas from inefficient spaces
and existing infrastructure, and encourage
public participation for urban re-
development and restructure. This study
examined the residents’ participation in one
of the blighted neighborhoods of Shiraz,
Iran, known as Nader Kazemi. The aims of
the study were to determine public
readiness to  participate in  the
redevelopment, to gauge public awareness
about the issues of the redevelopment and
rehabilitation, to gauge the readiness of the
non-governmental sector to implement the
redevelopment activities, and the residents’
trust in them.

The present research is a descriptive-
analytical study of the applied type. The site
of the present study is Nader Kazemi
neighborhood Shiraz, Iran. A questionnaire
and field study method were used to collect
data. The study population of the present
study was 2302 residents of Nader Kazemi
neighborhood of Shiraz according to the
latest census of the Statistics and
Information  Organization. ~ Cochran's
formula was used to determine the size of
the sample (n=329). Simple random
sampling was used to recruit the
participants. Spss software version 22 was
used to analyze the data. Correlation
coefficient was used to test the research
hypothesis.

The findings revealed the following as
the impediments to redevelopment: low
level of local participation and sense of
belonging to the place, lack of financial
ownership. The findings also showed that
local participation will be achieved through
building trust among the people, providing
an executive guarantee by the government,
financial incentives, paying attention to the
potentials of the neighborhood, and
achieving the desired goals of the
redevelopment and redevelopment process.
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It was concluded that there is a significant
relationship between and trust- building
and the residents’ willingness to participate
in the redevelopment of the blighted area.
In addition, a significant relationship
between was found between the executive
guarantee and the residents’ willingness to
participate in the redevelopment of a
blighted area.  Another  significant
relationship was found between the sense of
belonging and the residents’ willingness to
participate in the redevelopment of the
blighted area. Likewise, a significant
relationship was found between financial
incentives and the residents’ willingness to
participate in the redevelopment of the
blighted area.

It seems that the main problem with
unsuccessful plans, both in terms of
planning and implementation, is not so
much technical and physical as social.
Technical problems will be minimized
when the opinions of people and
stakeholders are sought. However, the
social dimension can be considered as the
basis of all urban planning. Using social
planning strategies, authorities are able to
create the necessary incentives for people to
participate in the projects. It seems that
each time a project starts with a social and
cultural context and then deals with
material aspects, it can have better results.
The results are summarized as follows: 1)
as government incentives and executive
guarantees increased, so did people's

willingness to participate. 2) Participation

in this area was mostly in the form of selling
property to the government. 3) The
residents believed that the municipality
discriminated against them. 4) Most of the
residents in the neighborhood were house
owners, so they were reluctant to leave their
houses without considerable incentives. 5)
The sense of social belonging and sense of
belonging to the place of residence in this
area was high. 6) Building trust is
considered a vital, valuable and effective
element in attracting the residents to
participate in redevelopment projects, so
effective steps should be taken in this
regard. The following suggestions were
made: 1) it is necessary to prepare the
ground for economic and social
development before the actual project is
carried out. 2) It is necessary to create
effective incentives for residents, owners
and owners of property in these areas,
together (not with the government) and the
government and the municipality should
provide this platform. 3) Incentives should
be provided without much paperwork. 4)
The government and the municipality ought
to be trusted by the residents. In addition,
the low interest loans ought to be given by
banks. 5) The residents and the landowners
ought to be motivated to participate. 6) The
necessary services ought to be provided to
the residents. 7) The necessary services
ought to be provided to the residents.
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
