Of course, this quantitative and
qualitative presence of the police force is also
affected by its standard. Therefore, the fair and
adequate distribution of law enforcement
centers in urban spaces is an important factor
in meeting this basic need (creating security).

On the other hand, each person fits the time
and place of life and according to individual
actions and Social interacts with people who
live socially like him. Therefore, the basic
performance of the police force, as well as the
interaction between the individual, the
community and the environment around him
in time and place.

high crime rate. Also, the lowest crime rate is
related to the area of police station 16, which
is located in the central part of the city,
Amaniyeh area.

What is important in examining the police
stations in Ahvaz city is the spatial distribution
of these centers in the city in terms of
customer access, the protected area that each
of them covers, as well as the distance of the
police stations in relation to It is up to each
other to pay attention. According to surveys
conducted by 2011, 17 police stations have
been established in the city. According to
the map, the police stations are very
concentrated in the central part of Ahvaz, and
their number is much lower in the suburbs
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than in the city center. As mentioned in the
previous analysis, in the outskirts of the city,
due to the existence of crime centers and
special conditions in these areas, more
monitoring is needed. This shows the unfair
distribution of services and concentration in
the city center. Be.

According to the results of studies, it can be
said that the suburbs of the city, on the one
hand, due to the existence of informal centers
in the suburbs of the city, the unemployment
rate and illiteracy are very high and other
physical indicators are at a low level.
