has been done by descriptive-analytical method, is to study and analyze the
effects of the policy of converting rural areas to cities from the perspective of
residents of Shahoo city. The statistical population of the study consists of 1049
heads of households, of which 150 are considered as a statistical sample. The
main tool for collecting field data is a researcher-made questionnaire whose
validity and reliability have been verified. The results show that the level of
residents' satisfaction with the policy of converting the village to the city with an
average of 3.33 is above average. However, the results of the study of the effects
of rural-urban transformation policy based on the main dimensions of sustainable
urban development using the Wilcoxon test show the average rank calculated for
the dimensions of social, cultural, economic and environmental-physical
development in the pre-urban stage. 59.29, 48.82 and 13, respectively, which
were changed to 55.38, 42.83 and 55.18, respectively. In fact, the results indicate
the success of the policy of transforming the village into a city in the
environmental-physical dimension and its failure in social, cultural and
economic dimensions. Also, the results of examining the overall effect of the
policy on sustainable urban development showed that the average rankings
calculated in the previous stage was 55.49, which increased to 68.11, and this is
an important indicator of the owverall success of this policy in promoting
sustainable urban development.
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Introduction

Despite the pervasiveness of the phenomenon of urbanization and urban growth, in recent decades the
intensity of the impact of this phenomenon in developing countries has been much more significant
than in developed countries. In our country, this rapid growth of urban population is clearly visible so
that the rate of urbanization has increased from 31.4% in 1957 to 74% in 2017. The main factors for the
growth of urbanization percentage in this period are the natural population growth rate in cities,
migration from rural to urban areas, nomadic settlement and concentration in newly established cities,
and the policy of rural to urbanization during the increase of large rural populations and reaching the
threshold. The population of the city, the transformation of the settlements around the big cities and
also the redefinition of the city in the divisions of the country.

Over the past few decades, the transformation of villages into cities and the creation and development
of small towns has been considered as one of the major policies in the planning of developing countries.
In our country, the development of small towns through the policy of upgrading large villages and prone
to urbanization is one of the most important measures aimed at improving the quality and standards of
life in rural areas, reducing migration to large cities and attracting migrants to small towns. However,
the quality of life is not limited to social and economic issues and includes variables such as health,
political stability and security, family life, social life, social security and so on. However, studies show
that in some cases, the cities resulting from this transformation have not only failed to achieve their
primary goals, which are to stabilize the population and reduce the flow of migrants to large cities, but
also to extend their rural sphere of influence. They have also lost and provided the ground for their
direct and unmediated communication with metropolises, the reasons for which can be found in the five
factors of weakness of national divisions, geographical proximity, inefficient management and
centralized economic system. In any case, after four decades in the country, the government has
established extensive and complex relations with the villages and is looking for one of the ways to
influence and influence the rural communities in establishing small towns.

Methodology

The present quantitative and applied research is a descriptive-analytical research that has been done
with the general purpose of evaluating the local community of the policy of turning rural into urban.
This research is one-time in terms of time and has been done in a period of one year (mid-February
2021 to mid-February 2022). The statistical population of the study consists of 1049 heads of
households in Shahoo City. Due to the limitations caused by the census (financial, time constraints and
lack of access to all heads of households), 150 heads of households were considered as a statistical
sample. The main tool for collecting field data is a researcher-made questionnaire, the validity of which
has been reviewed by experts and specialists in urban and rural development and has been finally
confirmed. Pre-test was used to check the reliability of the tool used. In this way, 30 questionnaires
were distributed and completed and the Cronbach's alpha coefficient for different parts of the
questionnaire was more than 0.7 and showed the reliability of the instrument used.

Results and Discussion

The results show that the level of residents' satisfaction with the policy of converting the village to the
city with an average of 3.33 is above average. However, the results of the study of the effects of rural-
urban transformation policy based on the main dimensions of sustainable urban development using the
Wilcoxon test show the average rank calculated for the dimensions of social, cultural, economic and
environmental-physical development in the pre-urbanization stage. 59.29, 48.82 and 13, respectively,
which were changed to 55.38, 42.83 and 55.18, respectively. In fact, the results indicate the success of
the policy of transforming the village into a city in the environmental-physical dimension and its failure
in social, cultural and economic dimensions.

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Conclusion

The policy of turning the village into a city is one of the most important and effective policies for the
development of urban settlements in our country, which has several effects. One of the most important
effects is the decrease of rural population and increase of urban areas, which is also effective in the
spatial distribution of national and regional population. The aim of this study was to evaluate and
analyse the effects of the policy of converting rural areas to cities from the perspective of Shahoo City
residents. The results showed that the level of residents' satisfaction with the implementation of this
policy was above average. However, the study of the effects of rural-urban transformation policy in the
study area showed that this policy has not been successful in both social, cultural and economic
dimensions; But it has had considerable success in the environmental-physical dimension. The results
also showed that the overall impact of this policy on sustainable urban development has been evaluated
as successful.

An examination of the issues and problems of the study area showed that the most important issues and
problems are often economic, one of the main sources of which is the policy of constructing a belt
adjacent to this residential space. During the process of building the belt, many occupations of residents,
which were mainly services, have been severely weakened due to the reduction of clients, and now this
policy has become the source of many economic problems and consequently social and cultural
problems. The construction of the belt has been done a few years after the conversion of Gheshlagh and
Mansour Aghaei villages into the Shahoo City. In any case, it seems essential to reconsider the policy
of constructing the belt, one of the axes of which is currently passing through the Shahoo City (due to
the repeated requests of the residents). In this regard, two executive solutions are proposed: first, the
use of the ring road should be eliminated and the physical bed of the old communication road should
be developed and the ground for vehicle traffic should be provided so that the lost jobs can be revived
and new jobs can be created. Be created. Second, with the cooperation of the responsible institutions, a
license for the activity of the residents in the vicinity of the belt should be issued.

As mentioned, the most important issues and problems of the study area are of an economic nature. In
this regard, the development of location-based jobs in order to economic and social sustainability of the
study area, has been emphasized by the residents, which requires effective and efficient training of
technical and professional skills. One of the main and key platforms emphasized by the helm in the
development of employment is the construction of a local market, development of horticultural
processing industries, development of tourism and development of organic products (honey production
and cultivation of arbitrage plants), which requires the formation of active multi-purpose cooperatives.
Also, preventing the change of use of agricultural lands and holding workshops on addiction prevention
and community health are other suggestions of the residents to improve the current situation of Shahoo
City.
