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The main purpose of this study is to investigate the feasibility of good urban
governance with an emphasis on spatial justice in the five regions of Urmia. The
method of the present study is applied in terms of purpose and descriptive-
analytical in nature. Data collection is in the form of documents and field
surveys. Data collection tools are in several forms: observation, questionnaire,
interview. The statistical population of this study is the residents of 5 Regions of
Urmia city. Using Cochran's formula, 384 numbers have been obtained which
have been randomly distributed. To evaluate the status of good urban
governance, the following indicators have been used: participation, efficiency,
and effectiveness, transparency, justice and equality, accountability,
responsibility, rule of law, and consensus. Data analysis was performed
quantitatively using statistical methods such as one-sample t-test, Kruskal—
Wallis and Spearman correlation, and SPSS and GIS software to analyze the
data. The results of this study indicate that based on the analysis of per capita
status of service Land uses, Region 5 has gained the first rank and Region 3 has
gained the last rank. According to the evaluation results of good urban
governance indicators, regions one, four, and five had a higher level than the
average, and regions two and three had a lower level than the average. The results
of correlation evaluation between independent and dependent components
indicate that there is a strong direct relationship between them. According to the
ranking results of the Kruskal-Wallis test, region one has the first rank, and
region two has the fifth rank. Finally, according to the results of the Spearman
test, there is a direct relationship between the distribution of land uses and
indicators of good urban governance.
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Introduction

Today, the situation of urban management in
Iran indicates that for reasons such as the
externalization of urban plans and programs,
the centralization of the rent-based economy
and oil, etc., urban management is dominated
by the government. And it is constantly moving
away from integrated and systemic
management and is caught in the vortex of
sectoral, cellular management, and top-down
perspectives. Despite the long history of
urbanization and the existence of traditional
patterns of participatory urban management in
Iran, following the centralized patterns of urban
planning and management in the present era,
has not allowed citizens to participate in the
management of urban affairs. While the
complexity of urban issues and the diversity of
citizens' needs are increasing day by day, in
such a situation, the urban management system
is looking for ways to facilitate urban
management in order to reduce the harmful
effects of urbanization and also to deal with the
difficulties of urban management. Therefore,
paying attention to the issue of good urban
governance as the main to support urban
management for sustainable development of
metropolises and cities seems necessary and
important, so that spatial justice in the
dispersion and distribution of service uses in
urban areas should be considered by urban
management. The general purpose of this study
is to investigate the feasibility of good urban
governance with emphasis on spatial justice in
the five regions of Urmia so that while
evaluating the indicators of good urban
governance, it examines the distribution of
spatial justice among these regions. From the
innovation aspects of the present study in the
field of spatial territory, due to the possibility of
differences in the results of research in different
spatial domains with each other, in this study,
the five regions of Urmia have been considered.
In the field of the time period, due to the
COVID-19 effects of the society and the change
of Urmia regions from four to five regions, it
seems that it can make a difference in the
research results. In the field of research method,
due to the comparison of field harvest data
(distribution and dispersion of land uses) and
guestionnaire data (indicators of good urban
governance) and the relationship between the
ranking of these data with each other seems to
affect the research results.

Methodology

The method of the present study is applied in
terms of purpose and descriptive-analytical in
nature. Data collection is in the form of
documents and field surveys. Data collection
tools are in several forms: observation,
questionnaire, interview. The statistical
population of this study is the residents of 5
Regions of Urmia, which according to the
statistics of 2016, is 736224 people. To
determine the sample size, Cochran's formula
was used. The sample size was 384, which was
randomly distributed. To evaluate the status of
good urban governance, the following 8
indicators have been wused: participation,
efficiency, and effectiveness, transparency,
justice  and equality, accountability,
responsibility, rule of law, and consensus. In
order to obtain the validity and reliability of the
guestionnaires, the validity of the questionnaire
was initially evaluated and approved by 20
experts, including urban planners and city
managers. Then the reliability of the
questionnaires for 30 questionnaires was
evaluated by Cronbach's alpha test. According
to the results of this test, the value of
Cronbach's alpha with 0.734 is higher than the
value of 0.7, which indicates the reliability of
the questionnaire. Data analysis was performed
guantitatively using statistical methods such as
one-sample  t-test, Kruskal-Wallis and
Spearman correlation, and SPSS and GIS
software to analyze the data.

Results and discussion

The results of this study indicate that based on
the analysis of per capita status of service Land
uses, Region 5 has gained the first rank and
Region 3 has gained the last rank. Also, the
results of evaluating the indicators of good
urban governance in the five regions show that
the indicators of good urban governance in
region one are above average, in region two less
than average, in region three less than average,
in region four above average and in region five
it is above the average level. Also, in order to
rank the regions of Urmia based on the
indicators of good urban governance, Kruskal—
Wallis test has been used. The results of this test
indicate that region one of Urmia is ranked first
and region two of Urmia is ranked fifth. This
indicates that the dispersion and distribution of
seven service uses in the city of Urmia is not
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fair and confirms the research hypothesis.
Spearman correlation test was used to evaluate
the correlation between the independent
variable of good urban governance and the
dependent variable of justice and equality. The
results of this test indicate that there is a strong
direct relationship. Finally, the Spearman test
was used to correlate field harvest rankings
(distribution and dispersion of land uses) and
guestionnaires (indicators of good urban
governance). The results of this evaluation
indicate the existence of a direct relationship
that with the improvement of the distribution
and dispersion of land uses, the indicators of
good urban governance also improve. The
results of this study with the research of the
WGI (2020), Azouz (2015), UNESCAP (2009),
Nallathiga (2008), UNDP (2003), Ziari et al.
(2021), Momeni et al. (2021), Pazaki et al.
(2021), Abdi et al. (2020), Askarizadeh et al.
(2020), Heidari Sarban (2020), Khoshfar et al.
(2020), Habibi and Mahboubi (2020) and
Bastin et al. (2019) have the same effect which

confirms the positive effect of spatial justice on
good urban governance.

Conclusion

Today, the reduction of quality and welfare of
urban life due to the unfair distribution of
service uses and lack of attention to good urban
governance has created many problems for
cities and metropolises such as poverty, social
harms, lack of infrastructure, etc. Which
requires special attention to the components of
spatial justice, good urban governance,
equitable distribution of urban services, and
participatory approach. To this end, good urban
governance was considered as a new approach
as the key to the success of achieving
sustainable urban development in order to
mobilize the internal capacities of cities.
According to the results of this study, there is a
direct relationship between the ranking and
distribution of land uses and indicators of good
urban governance.
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Urban livability is a multifaceted concept that is related to many areas of the
living environment in urban areas. Although past studies have provided a better
understanding of the evaluation and influence of urban environment quality
factors. However, these studies have gaps in the dimensions, methodology and
level of study. Therefore, with the aim of measuring the level of livability of
informal settlements (Mehdi Abad, Ghafari, Saro Baneh Bagh and Turk
Mabhalle) in the city of Sari. The present study tried to analyze the livability status
and identify the effective factors. Therefore, the methodology of the research is
based descriptive-analytical approaches and the data were collected by
conducting a field work to complete the given questionnaires which obtained via
Cochran. To analysis the data SPSS and AMOS were used. The results showed
that the livability level of the neighborhoods is in inappropriate situation and the
informal settlements are facing many problems. Also, according to structural
equation modeling; Economic (0.69), physical (0.64), environmental (0.54), and
social (0.24) criteria are considered the most effective factors on livability,
respectively, with the highest factor value. Therefore, the most important
indicators affecting livability in order to improve the livability of informal
settlements are economic criteria. So, providing low-interest loans to self-
employed applicants for residents and long-term tax exemptions (property tax)
for building multi-family housing, as well as tax exemptions for the investors
who are interested to invest in these areas to create jobs can reduce economic
problems to some extent.
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Introduction

Currently, the phenomenon of informal
settlement is one of the most important
problems of cities and to some extent small and
intermediate cities. These settlements, which
are considered as an integral part of the urban
environment, have been considered as a
challenge to sustainable urban development and
have always been involved in various issues
since its formation. In other words, due to the
reproduction of poverty and its spread and
endangering the environment, these types of
settlements are a serious threat to the stability
and cohesion of urban society, which requires
special measures to organize and improve the
current situation and prevent its spread in the
future. According to the different urban
concepts of livability, no agreement has been
reached regarding the measurement of urban
livability to date Several studies have chosen
objective indicators and developed their own
evaluation framework to assess livability. For
example, a comprehensive index system to
evaluate the quality of the living environment
in urban areas of the United States, which index
system included the following aspects: cultural
space,  housing, employment,  crime,
transportation and education. Some studies pay
attention to residents' satisfaction with urban
livability from a subjective perspective.
Assessing residential satisfaction are the two
main aspects of existing studies, while social
surveys or questionnaires are common research
methods. Residential satisfaction is a complex
and comprehensive process and various factors
such as residents' background, housing quality,
public facilities or infrastructure have a
significant impact. The city of Sari is also
widely faced with the problem of informal
settlements, where the fungal growth of these
areas has continued, so that the physical
geography of the city has undergone severe
heterogeneity and anomalies. On the one hand,
it can be considered as a threat to the urban
system, and on the other hand, it can bring
many issues and problems to the residents of
these areas.

Methodology

The methodology of the research is based on
descriptive-analytical approaches and the data
were collected by conducting a field work to
complete the given questionnaires which

obtained via Cochran model. The present study
tried to analyze the livability status and identify
the effective factors. Also, SPSS and AMOS
were used to analysis the data. The
Kolmogorov-Smirnov test was used to check
the normality or non-normality of the data in
this research. The significance level is less than
0.05, so non-parametric tests should be used.
Kruskal-Wallis test is a non-parametric test that
shows the rank difference of three or more
independent groups. In other words, it is used to
compare two or more groups in terms of a
feature. This test was chosen and used to check
the level of significant difference in the
economic criteria. Structural equation models
can be analyzed using Amos software. By using
this technique, it is possible to examine and
analyze all kinds of conceptual models of
different researches. Therefore, structural
equation model was used in the current research
to determine the factors affecting livability.

Results and discussion

Based on the results of the job structure of the
respondents in the informal settlements of Sari
showed that the highest percentage of
employment is related to workers and farmers
and the lowest percentage of employment is
related to government jobs. However, only
14.4% are private and government employees.
Considering the job structure of the
marginalized areas, it can be concluded that the
residents of these settlements often lack the
education or professional ability and job skills
necessary to obtain better job opportunities.
Unemployment is seen in abundance in these
areas (the highest unemployment rate has been
reported in the neighborhood). Also, due to the
lack of expertise and low level of education of
job seekers, it is always intensified in these
areas and has become a factor in causing all
kinds of injuries and social deviations in these
areas. based on structural equation modeling,
the results show that; economic criteria have the
greatest impact on improving the living
conditions of neighborhood residents compared
to the other three criteria.

Conclusion

Since many residents of area are from the lower
classes of society and are at a low-income level
and are the basis of many social problems. The
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most important issue that should be considered
in order to live in informal settlements is that
the planners and managers should have a
precise understanding of the issue in taking
appropriate measures in this regard. Therefore,
a systematic and integrated approach in urban
management of Sari city is a prerequisite for
improving living standards in informal
neighborhoods. The most important indicators
affecting livability in order to improve the
livability of informal settlements are economic
criteria. So, providing low-interest loans to self-
employed applicants for residents and long-
term tax exemptions (property tax) for building
multi-family housing, as well as tax exemptions
for the investors who are interested to invest in
these areas to create jobs can reduce economic
problems to some extent. Increasing technical

and professional skills by holding workshops at
the local level. Also, preventing the destruction
and forced dispersion of these communities as
studies revealed that it is the most unscientific
policies to deal with the phenomenon of
informal  settlement. In fact, informal
settlements are an outcome of mismanagement
and inefficient planning. Considering the social
and physical factors, the following steps seem
to be useful for improving the condition of
official settlements: Improving the sewerage
system, basic disposal of surface water and
regular and basic waste collection at the
neighborhood level. facilitating access to public
transport at the neighborhood level. Improving
and maintaining the existing security with an
emphasis on the social supervision of the
residents.

Textures (Case Study of Red Crescent Neighborhood, Region 4, District 11in Tehran)

The purpose of this research is to achieve a conceptual model to estimate the
comparing rate of parameters of good governance and resilience, moreover to
find a relationship between urban good governance and resilience indicators and
variables concerning inefficient urban textures, and finally to determine their
amount of feasibility. The method of this research is quantative-scaling and
correlational type. The main tool for this research is a questionnaire. Its
justifiability is confirmed by a specialist board and its reliability is confirmed by
Cronbach’s alpha (a>0/7). This questionnaire consists of three parts: the
responders’ general characteristics, urban governance condition measurement
(26 items), and resilience measurement (32 items). Statistical society of this
research is chosen from Helal Ahmar (Red Crescent) neighborhood families.
Helal Ahmar is in 11th district of Tehran municipality, in the central part of
Tehran metropolis. Research sample size is calculated by Cochran formula
according to the number of families in Helal Ahmar neighborhood. Multiple
Regression model is used along with effective factors and indicators, to explain
the effectiveness of each eight elements of urban governance on resilience. The
results show that in Helah Ahmar neighborhood which is an inefficient urban
texture, the following indicators from urban good governance: citizen
participation, transparency, and lawfulness have the most effect on the resilience
of this neighborhood. According to the significance level of these indicators the
result can be generalized. Moreover, the results show that justice can have great
effect on participation and lawfulness. Therefore, it can be concluded that justice
has indirect effect on urban resilience.
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Introduction

The wurban texture is created from the
integration and interconnection of the urban
spaces and elements, whose natural features
and especially its topography in urban areas
have been replaced by blocks (units) and
neighborhoods. In fact, the urban texture is a
mixture of wurban morphology and a
combination of mass and space as well as
human activities. The parts of the urban texture
where the physical or functional, or both parts
are reduced and damaged are called abrasion
edges (Khayami, Fakhri, & Khaknezhad,
2020). A significant part of urban life goes on
in inefficient urban textures. Inefficient urban
textures are areas of the city that, compared to
other areas of the city, are lagging behind in
development, separated from the evolutionary
cycle of life, and have become the center of
problems and inadequacies. However, these
textures accommaodate a high percentage of the
urban population and at the same time have
many latent capacities and capabilities for
future urban development. These areas have
several challenges such as vulnerability,
crimes, health issues, biological and physical
poverty, and lack of spatial, socio-economic
and environmental justice, which are most
affected during unpredicted changes (lzadfar,
Rezaei, & Mohammadi, 2020). Although these
textures had a logical and hierarchical function
according to the time, today they have structural
and functional deficiencies and do not meet the
needs of their residents as they should. The
above conditions indicate the unsustainability
of these textures in different dimensions and
conflict with the sustainability and goals of
sustainable development (Hadavi, Pourahmad,
Keshavarz, & Aliakbari, 2017). Therefore, one
of the most important requirements is to explain
the concept of resiliency and create resilient
cities that are resistant to social crises, including
crime, unemployment, and social delinquency.
Meanwhile, today the city of Tehran, despite
having comprehensive urban and regional plans
faces several challenges related to inefficient
textures, the Red Crescent neighborhood in the
11th district of Tehran does not have a good
resiliency. Lack of cultural and sports per
capita, crossing, and visual pollution,
destruction of historical spaces, and urban
depreciation due to the floating population are
the problems of the Red Crescent

neighborhood. The Red Crescent neighborhood
affected by the rapid urbanization of recent
decades has been developed without regarding
urban planning and architectural criteria, and
due to the conditions of this neighborhood and
its exposure to various dangers, its resilience
against sudden changes and accidents is
essential. Considering the content presented in
the problem, the main questions of the research
are presented as follows: Is there a significant
relationship between the components of good
urban governance and the resiliency of
inefficient urban textures? And if this
relationship is significant, what effect do the
components of good urban governance have on
the resiliency of inefficient urban textures?

Methodology

The research method is a quantitative survey
and of correlational type. The descriptions and
analyses made in the introduction section of the
study area, which was done with the aim of
better understanding the problem, are a part of
the descriptive research plan. Measuring the
independent  variables of good urban
governance and the dependent variable of urban
resilience and describing the analysis unit based
on them, that is, describing the characteristics
of urban governance (participation,
effectiveness and efficiency, transparency,
legitimacy, accountability, and strategic
insight) and their effect on the characteristics of
urban resilience (social, economic, institutional
and physical) is another part of the descriptive
research plan, which are all the basis for
relational research. The data required for the
necessary analyses are obtained from reports
and studies such as the General Census of
Population and Housing. The study plan for
urban development issues of District 11 of
Tehran was extracted and collected from the
central parts of Tehran metropolis as well as
related organizations and institutions such as
Municipality, Statistics Center, and finally
using a questionnaire and field observation in
the study area. Then, the required data are
stored and processed based on indicators and
related weights with software such as Excel,
SPSS, and GIS and are used to analyze the
results through appropriate tests and problem
explanations. The statistical population of the
study is the Red Crescent neighborhood that
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according to the 2016 census, the total
population of this neighborhood was 28,369
people, equivalent to 7,565 households.
Through Cochran's formula and according to
the ratio of the number of households (3.7) in
the study area, 135 people were selected as the
research sample size. The main research tool is
a researcher-made questionnaire whose validity
was confirmed by a panel of experts and its
reliability was confirmed by Cronbach's alpha
coefficient (o <0.7). This questionnaire
includes three sections: general characteristics
of the respondents (5 items), assessment of the
status of urban governance (26 items), and
assessment of resiliency (32 items). Most items
were grouped in a 5-point Likert range (from 1.
very low to 5. very high). To analyze the data,
SPSS software was used in both descriptive and
inferential statistics.

Results and discussion

The results showed that from the dimensions of
good urban governance, the component of
citizen participation has the most impact with
52% and then the component of being rule-
abiding with 17.5%, the component of
transparency with 17% are related to the
dependency variable of inefficient urban
textures and these results with a significance
level less than 5% can be generalized to the
statistical community. Regarding indirect
effects, justice has the most indirect effect on
the resilience of inefficient urban textures. This
finding is aligned with the researches (Yee-
Melichar, Boyle, Wanek, & Pawlowsky, 2014)
and (Shaw, Scully, & Hart, 2014). Explaining
this result, it can be said that citizen
participation in various fields is one of the
important signs of citizenship culture. In many
reconstruction projects of worn-out urban
textures, like many urban development

projects, there is a problem of residents' distrust
of urban developmental projects, which stems
from not sharing the process of renovation and
reconstruction of worn-out textures with the
residents of these structures. The negligence of
the authorities towards the needs of the
residents as those who are directly related to the
problems of such areas has intensified the
distrust and lack of participation of the citizens.

Conclusion

Studies and experiences in the field of
improvement and reconstruction of worn-out
urban textures represent the evolution of new
approaches such as urban regeneration with an
emphasis on public participation. Major experts
and analysts of social issues and development
have theoretically and empirically found that
the social participation of citizens in the form of
formal and informal networks is a vital and
important factor in urban development and
solving problems, especially inefficient urban
textures. In the resiliency of these areas, it has
emphasized public aspects such as social trust,
norms and social network (Saja, Goonetilleke,
Teo, & Ziyath, 2019), sense of belonging to the
place, values and social unity, citizen
participation, education and learning (Khalili,
Harre, & Morley, 2015). Empowerment and
skills of citizens, their awareness of the
performance of officials, and the preparation
and implementation of projects with the
participation of citizens can be effective in
increasing the resiliency of inefficient urban
textures. By reconstruction of inefficient urban
texture and creating stability and adaptation to
accidents, risks, and dangers, the capacities, and
potentials of a society can be rebuilt and used
against unpredicted events and reduce the social
vulnerability of that society to crises and
tensions.
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Most of the collective spaces today, under the influence of the modernist
approach of the last 70 years, have undergone identity-historical and social
changes and have created unpredictable spaces. Mashhad Martyrs' Square, as one
of the most important public and public spaces in the history of this city, has
witnessed fundamental changes in shape and function in recent years. This study
has been carried out with the aim of investigating the effect of these physical
changes on the life style of people and their feelings towards the changes in this
square. To answer the question of whether the changes in the square have met
the demands and needs of the public space or not, this research has used a
qualitative and quantitative method. In the qualitative method, using an open-
ended questionnaire, through thematic analysis steps, 18 components were
identified based on the research background and were divided into five factors
of environmental performance, activities, environmental quality, environmental
meaning and physical characteristics. In the quantitative method, based on the
frequency of data, coding was performed and then the RII index was used for
ranking. The ranking results show that symbolic and memorial factors are the
most important factors affecting the quality of daily life of the Martyrs' Square
space, but in terms of providing the characteristics of spatial diversity and
organization of activities, is not in a good position. In fact, the most important
factor in identifying this space is its proximity to the holy shrine of Razavi, and
physical changes have reduced the efficiency of the space. The size and scope
of this square only responds to occasional, formal events and political gatherings,
while it lacks the necessary characteristics for people to spend their daily life of
individuals as a collective space.
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Introduction

Nowadays, most collective spaces have been
influenced by the modernist approach of the last
70 years and have undergone identity-historical
and social changes, and created unpredictable
spaces. These spaces have become soulless
spaces due to the disappearance of the
connection of people in the public space, and
turning these spaces into traffic points, or their
essential change to spaces only for holding
ceremonies, and ordinary annual events or
holding special political ceremonies. In recent
years, the Shohada square of Mashhad, as one
of the most important public spaces in this city,
has witnessed fundamental changes in shape
and performance. This study has been carried
out with the aim of investigating the effect of
these physical changes on the life style of
people and their feelings towards the changes in
this square.

Methodology

This study has used a qualitative method and so
two parts independent of the quantitative
method to answer the question of whether the
changes in the field have met the demands and
needs of the public space or not. In the first part,
which is based on a quantitative method, first,
guestions based on 12 quality criteria of space
viability, were considered, and the answers
were evaluated based on the Likert scale and
ranked using the Shannon technique to
determine for which activities the Shohada
square has been prepared.

Then, 18 components were identified through
thematic analysis steps based on the research
background in the qualitative method using an
open-ended question and placed in five
indicators of environmental performance,
activities, environmental quality, meaning of
the environment and physical characteristics.
The mean t-test of a single sample, which is a
statistical test based on the assumption of
normality of the data, was used to compare the
levels of the questionnaire with the average
value described in the text. In the second part of
the quantitative method, the coding was done

based on the frequency of data, and then the RII
index was used for ranking.

Results and discussion

According to the ranking of components, the
three factors of "preservation of the old
municipal building”, "installation of martyrs'
memorial™ and "the impact of square renovation
on the improvement of the old texture" have
played an effective role in maintaining or
improving the quality of space. The level of
activities of people in Shohada Square shows
that this space provides users with an
appropriate level of ability to stand and walk, as
well as its security has an acceptable share in
the face of crime and violence. But it does not
create a sense of satisfaction in the audience in
terms of physical characteristics of aesthetics,
and lacks appropriate facilities for social
interaction. Therefore, symbolic and memorial
factors are the most important factors affecting
the quality of daily life of the Martyrs' Square
space, but it is not in the right place in terms of
providing the characteristics of spatial diversity
and organizing activities.

Conclusion

The most important factor in the identity of
Shohada Square is its proximity to the holy
shrine of Razavi. Physical changes have
reduced the efficiency of space. The size and
scope of this square only responds to
occasional, formal events and political
gatherings, while it lacks the necessary features
to carry out the daily life of individuals as a
collective space. According to the results of this
study, although the lack of spaces with physical
qualities is felt in Mashhad, focusing only on
physical features, create an incomplete image
of understanding the environment and its
relationship, while physical qualities compared
to semantic variables, have more operational
capabilities in operationalizing urban planning,
because the perception of environmental factors
has a significant impact on activities and
emotions.
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It is one of the main pillars of respecting citizenship rights and achieving
sustainable development, the existence of an acceptable level of citizen
participation in various urban affairs, especially urban management. One of the

most important dimensions of citizens 'participation in the various affairs of
cities is their participation in the decision-making process of the city's Islamic
councils, which are directly elected by the citizens' votes. The purpose of the
present applied research is to predict the level of citizen participation in the
decision-making process of the Islamic councils of the city and to identify the
most important obstacles to citizen participation in the process, which has been
done as a case study in llam. The statistical population of the study is 194030

citizens of llam city and 384 people have been estimated as a statistical sample
using Cochran's formula. The main research tool for collecting field data is a
researcher-made questionnaire whose validity and reliability have been finally
confirmed by referring to relevant experts and conducting a pre-test (a.= 0.758).
The results showed that despite the unfavorable situation of the level of citizen
participation in the decision-making process of councils (with an average of 2.2),
there is a high level of willingness of citizens to participate in the decision-
making process of councils (with an average of 3.17). The results of factor
analysis showed that the five main obstacles to citizen participation in the
decision-making process of Islamic councils in llam, which were able to explain
79.662% of the variance of the dependent variable, are in order of importance:
Specialization of councils, restrictions of laws and regulations and supervision,
weak social capital and lack of attention of citizens .
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Introduction

During the past decades, despite the increasing
academic attention to citizens' participation in
urban affairs, evidence shows a significant
decrease in various levels of civic, political and
institutional participation of citizens. On the
one hand, people are interested in participating
in local issues that affect their lives, and on the
other hand, members of the city administration
do not want to involve people in the decision-
making process (Mohammadi et al, 2018:
1762). The reduction of public trust and
skepticism towards the policies and decision-
making of institutions in charge of urban
development is one of the main reasons for
reducing the level of citizen participation in
various urban affairs (Ekman and Amna, 2012:
283). Considering the importance of citizens'
participation in the process of urban
development, most experts consider the
experience of centralized urban management to
be a failure and consider it impossible without
the participation of citizens in the
administration of city affairs and the
transformation of city dwellers into citizens.
Therefore, citizens' participation is considered
one of the main concerns of modern urban
managements, which is not possible to achieve
except through scientific and planned efforts
based on sufficient understanding of the
problem (Yaghfouri and Rafiyan, 2014: 82;
Bozarjamehri et al., 2018: 37).

The city of llam with a population of 194,030
(Iran Statistics Center, 2015), as the fifth most
populous city in Iran, plays a key and pivotal
role in the growth and development of Fars
province. The location of humerous historical,
cultural,  religious, industrial,  service,
educational and tourism centers in the city of
llam is only a part of this city's capabilities in
the field of urban and regional development.
These things have caused the population of this
city to grow rapidly in recent decades. On the
one hand, considering the importance of
citizens' participation in the decision-making
process of city managers (especially the city's
Islamic councils, which are directly elected by
citizens), and on the other hand, considering the
challenges caused by the lack of participation of
citizens in the decision-making process of
managers. The main questions of the current
research are: What is the level of participation
and the degree of willingness of citizens to

participate in the decision-making of the
Islamic Council of Ilam? And what are the most
important  obstacles to attract citizens'
participation in the decision-making process of
the Islamic councils of Ilam city?

Methodology

The present quantitative and applied research is
a descriptive-analytical type of research, which
was completed using documentary data
(articles, books, Iran Statistics Center, etc.) and
field data (completion of a questionnaire). The
statistical population of the research includes
194,030 citizens of llam city who are over 18
years old. Considering the large size of the
statistical population and the difficulty of
conducting the census, 384 people were
estimated as a statistical sample using
Cochran's formula. The main research tool for
collecting field data is a researcher-made
guestionnaire, which has been used to check its
validity (face validity) from the opinions of
urban planning experts and university
professors. To check the reliability of the
questionnaires, a pre-test method was used and
30 questionnaires were completed, and the
Cronbach's alpha coefficient obtained for the
main parts of the questionnaire was more than
0.7.

The said questionnaire is designed in five main
sections. The first part of the questionnaire
includes the respondents' demographic
information such as their age, occupation,
monthly income, household dimensions and
their education. The second and third sections
are respectively devoted to the degree of
participation and willingness of citizens to
participate in the decision-making of the
Islamic City Council, and the fourth section is
devoted to the issues related to the obstacles to
citizens' participation in the decision-making of
city councils. It is necessary to explain, in order
to investigate the level of participation or the
willingness of citizens to participate in the
decision-making of the Islamic Council, four
approval or planning sections (social,
economic, health and cultural planning),
monitoring (oversight of affairs) have been
used. various, including health affairs, financial
affairs and assets, and supervising the
implementation of the council's approvals,
implementing  development  plans and
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supervising the affairs of the cemetery),
executive (in the field of elections, formation of
organizations and associations, Forming
various issues, encouraging activity and public
participation) and cooperation and consultation
(with executive officials, in the field of
approving and implementing approvals,
recognizing shortcomings and inadequacies, in
the field of forming associations, collecting
proposals and presenting them to executive
organizations).

Results and discussion

The results showed that the indicators of
citizens' participation in the decision-making of
the city's Islamic Council are not in a suitable
state. In other words, it can be said that the level
of participation of the studied people in the field
of the desired indicators is lower than the
average, which can be seen based on the
negative and significant t coefficient obtained.
On the other hand, the results of examining the
status of the indicators of citizens' willingness
to participate in the decision-making process of
the Islamic councils in llam city showed that the
approval indicators are in a good state (mean =
349 and standard deviation = 0.838).
Cooperation (mean = 3.44 and standard
deviation = 0.905), implementation (mean =
3.36 and standard deviation = 1.05) and
supervision (mean = 3.14 and standard
deviation = 0.906). Also, the t obtained for the
desired indicators is positive and significant,
and based on this, it can be said that the degree
of willingness of the desired people to
participate in the decision-making indicators of
the Islamic Council of llam city is higher than
the theoretical mean or average.

The results of the factor analysis showed that
five factors have been identified as the most
important obstacles to attracting citizens'
participation in the council's decision-making

process. In total, five identified factors have
been able to explain 79.662% of the variance of
the dependent variable. The specific value of
identified factors in order of importance are:
first factor 20.417%, second factor 19.577%,
third factor 16.793%, fourth factor 11.738%
and fifth factor 11.137%. According to the
obtained results, the most important obstacles
to the participation of citizens in the decision-
making process of the Islamic councils of Ilam
city are 1- the non-citizen-oriented nature of the
councils, 2- the weakness of the scientific-
specialized foundation of the councils, 3- the
limitations of laws and regulations and
supervision, 4 - Weakness of social capital and
5- Indifference of citizens.

Conclusion

Considering the low participation of citizens in
the decision-making process of Islamic
councils, despite the significant desire of
citizens to participate in the said process and
also identifying the obstacles to attract citizens'
participation, operational solutions to improve
the level of citizen participation in the decision-
making process of Islamic councils, the scope
of study are: 1. - Revision of the rules and
regulations for the candidates of the city Islamic
Council and considering the specialized
filtering of urban management for the
candidates, 2- Requiring the city Islamic
councils to pay attention to the opinions of the
citizens, 3- Providing incentive and even
punishment policies for the members of the city
Islamic council. 4- Justifying the Islamic City
Councils regarding the importance of citizens'
participation in the decision-making process, 5-
Closer supervision of the supervisory bodies on
the performance of the councils, 6-
Clarification of adopted plans and policies, 7-
Informing citizens about the duties and rights of
citizen.

The
results show that the critical values show the significance of each of the
parameters and if the CR value is greater than the absolute value of 1.96, then
the model parameters are significant. Considering that all the significant numbers
of all parameters of the model are greater than 1.96, and the significance level of
all questions of the questionnaire is calculated to be less than 0.05, the validity
of the measurement structures of the relevant variables can be confirmed at the
significance level of 0.05.
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Introduction

Cities have turned from small and few places in the
past, into large habitats and then megacities and
giant cities. Some of them, like Tehran, are
much larger and more populated than the micro
states of this world. For this reason, the
management of cities was considered as a
fundamental issue from the beginning, but
management methods without policies were not
a tool that had the necessary efficiency;
Therefore, during the last 20 years, along with
the emergence of fundamental and fundamental
changes in the area of big cities in various
economic and social fields, we are witnessing
the emergence of a new period of life; A period
in which academics and policy makers play a
critical role. But what is this period? What is the
nature of these policies? How will cities change
with the implementation of new urban policies?
And finally, what should be done so that the
implementation of such policies is successful
and successful? The answer to the mentioned
guestions in order to have a firm and solid
foundation, requires a hypothesis that, with a
partial view of the chain of causes and effects,
removes the curtain from the experimental
thought of experts in social sciences and
especially public policy, and paves the way for
the search for answers. . Today, considering all
the aspects regarding the new cities, their
history, their fundamental changes and rapid
transformations, and the fact that these main
centers of religion, government, and
experiences and culture are adorned with new
technologies, maybe the time has come to stick
to the methods New to post-urban, let's put
forward a hypothesis to change the economic,
social, political and cultural life in such areas.
The sensitivity of this issue becomes more
obvious when we consider what we are looking
for in the turbulent context of globalization.

The classification sampling method is simple
and Morgan's sample size table was used to
determine the sample size. Based on this, the
number of 50 sample people has been
determined. The response spectrum is
determined in the form of Likert in 4 degrees
from very low (score 1) to very high (score 4).

Results and discussion

the average difference of the variables, we
measured the degree of connection and the
significance level of the independent and
dependent variables, separately, and then
measured the dependence of both variables on
each other. For this purpose, due to the distance
and relative nature of the variables, the one-
variable T-test method was used to measure the
standard difference, and the Pearson test was
used for the relationship between the variables.
Multiple regression analysis has been used to
determine the effective variables of public
policy in urban management, and to enter the
variables into the regression, the model (Enter)
has been used. The regression shows that about
98% of the public policy variance is explained
by the 5 research variables.
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Conclusion

¢ In the governance component, the average
difference is lower. This means that this
component is optimal.

e The significance level obtained shows that
the obtained average is lower than the desired
average and urban management is not in a
favorable condition, and this can be considered
as one of the main reasons for institutions and
actors in urban management.

e In the questionnaire, between the
components of urban management and public
policy, the two variables of social and
institutional presence, which according to the
conceptual model of the basic principles of
public policy, have a higher average difference
and T value compared to other components.

This shows the weakness of the urban
management system in the process of decision-
making and decision-making in urban
management for public policy. The contribution
of these two components is more noticeable.

e Social variables, participation and
transparency have had an unfavorable situation
and have played a lesser role in the current
urban management.

Therefore, recognizing the set of
effective factors in creativity in order to achieve
urban branding can contribute to the
comprehensive development of Damghan and
create a sustainable brand.

The statistical
population of the present study includes (all
senior managers of the municipality, faculty
members of the Department of Geography, Art
and Urban Planning, city councils and people
with experience in the field of urban
management).

It should also be mentioned
that Damghan is considered to be one of the
oldest and most ancient Parthian cities in Iran,
whose name was Hundred Doors in the past,
and it is unique due to its ancient monuments
and natural beauty. Ancient monuments such
as: Toghrel Tower, Tarikhaneh Mosque, etc.
are unknown by many people. By designing a
logo for each of the attractions of this city, we
can advance the tourism capacities of this city
towards becoming creative.

If the urban management of Damghan seeks to
attract investors and economic prosperity, as
well as maintain the social and cultural status of
the city and its citizens, it is inevitable to brand
the city as a capital and an effective component
in the market of urban competition in Damghan
in the province, country, region and the world
pays attention.

And as a result, the size of the
statistical population reached 163 people. On
the other hand, due to the time limitation of the
research, sampling was done by the research
community.

In this
regard, the upcoming research aims to investigate the most important factors
affecting the socio-economic resilience of cities against epidemics and to provide
the necessary strategies for their improvement. The forthcoming research is
descriptive-analytical in terms of purpose and practical in terms of results, and
quantitative methods are used to analyze the results. After extracting items
related to social and economic resilience in the face of epidemics, using
exploratory factor analysis, items related to them are categorized and reduced to
several factors, and the single sample T test defines their situation in the city of
Shiraz. Using the SOAR strategic model, the necessary strategies to improve the
resilience of Shiraz City are formulated and prioritized.

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Introduction

Today, cities as places of residence and human
activities are always exposed to all kinds of
natural and human hazards. One of the most
important risks and crises that cities have faced
in different historical periods is the spread of
epidemics or epidemics. Such diseases have
appeared in various historical periods in other
parts of the world, have affected human
societies in different ways, and have caused
significant damage. One of these epidemics is
the Covid-19 epidemic, which the whole world
has been facing recently. In addition to its
adverse effect on people's health, this epidemic
has had many adverse effects on almost all
aspects of human life, including economic and
social effects. Although several years have
passed since the outbreak of this disease and
after general vaccination around the world, the
spread of the disease has subsided, there is still
a concern that we will face similar epidemics in
the future. Considering that cities and citizens
are always exposed to various risks, including
epidemics, and there is a possibility of the
spread of such phenomena at any time, the lack
of resilience of cities can cause irreparable
damage to urban communities. Therefore, it is
necessary to know the main factors and
indicators affecting the economic and social
resilience of cities against epidemics, so that by
adopting specific strategies in the field of
improving these factors and indicators, possible
damages and losses can be reduced and in time
Shorter survived these crises safely and
returned to favorable conditions.

Methodology

The upcoming research is descriptive-
analytical research that is practical in terms of
results. For this purpose, by reviewing the
research literature and conducting research, the
items related to social resilience and economic
resilience were identified. After that, the items
corresponding to the epidemics were evaluated
using their content validity index (CVI) and
finally, some items were approved by getting
the necessary points from the experts.
Exploratory factor analysis is used to examine
the structure of approved items and reduce them
to several main factors so that 9 economic
resilience items and 15 social resilience items
are categorized into several factors. To measure
the status of the factors related to the economic

resilience and social resilience of Shiraz against
epidemics, the one-sample T-test is used. In the
following, using the SOAR strategic model and
taking into account the strengths, upcoming
opportunities, ideals, and expected results,
specific strategies will be formulated to
improve urban economic and social resilience
in the face of epidemics. After defining the
strategies, the score of each one is determined
using the QSPM technique and prioritized
based on it.

Results and discussion

Regarding economic resilience items, only two
factors are extracted for the number of 9 items
of this concept. The first factor is related to
economic support and skills, on which 5 items
are loaded, and the second factor, which is
related to economic structural features, contains
4 other items. For social resilience, using the
above method, 4 factors were extracted for 15
items. According to the items, these factors can
be called 1- social capital, 2- awareness, 3- skill
and knowledge, and 4- attitude. The results of
the T-test show that the factors of economic
resilience in Shiraz City are lower than the
average and are not very favorable. In the case
of social resilience, only the factor of awareness
is in a relatively favorable situation, and the
factors of social capital, skill, knowledge, and
attitude have an unfavorable situation
compared to the average value and do not have
favorable conditions. After identifying the
strengths, opportunities ideals, and expected
results and using them and using the SOAR
model, strategies are presented to promote the
economic and social resilience of the city of
Shiraz in the face of epidemics. The seven main
strategies are presented below:

Educating citizens to empower them to attract
their effective participation and strengthen non-
governmental organizations

Creating self-sufficient and interconnected
neighborhoods by strengthening solidarity and
social cohesion

Strengthening  economic  stability  and
increasing the employment rate by providing
skill-based training

Fast and transparent provision of services to
citizens with the realization of a smart city as
much as possible
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Strengthening efficiency and effectiveness with
specialized training of city managers and
creating transparency for public supervision
More rule of law with more awareness of
citizens about citizenship rights and creating
transparency

Reducing financial and economic corruption by
creating transparency and realization of smart
city and public supervision

Conclusion

In this research, by studying the literature on the
subject, items for social and economic
resilience were formulated separately. These
items were reduced to several factors for each
of these two dimensions of resilience using
exploratory factor analysis. Based on this, the
factors of social capital, awareness, skills
knowledge, and attitude related to social
resilience and the factors of economic support
and skills as well as the characteristics of the
economic structure of the city related to

economic  resilience  were  determined.
According to the obtained results, among these
factors, only the awareness factor was in a
favorable situation. The main reason for the
suitability of this factor is the existence of social
networks the access of citizens to them and
awareness of issues related to epidemics. Other
factors related to social and economic resilience
were not very favorable in Shiraz City. Using
the SOAR model, seven main strategies were
determined to promote the social and economic
resilience of Shiraz, and finally, these strategies
were prioritized using the QSPM matrix. Based
on this, the strategy of "Strengthening
efficiency and effectiveness with specialized
training of city managers and creating
transparency for public supervision” and after
that the strategy of "Strengthening stability and
economic stability and increasing the
employment rate by providing skill-based
training" got the most points and They should
be given more attention.
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Exhaustion as a "threat" means "vulnerability, inefficiency" and "weakness" in
the performance of a "body" and "appearance" of a city or a "phenomenon”
which, to date, is more and more likely to cause problems. , Have been affected
by it. Sometimes in dealing with a phenomenon, and sometimes in comparison,
it can be seen as erosion, weakness, and reduced efficiency. Urban textures in
various types (historical, dilapidated, marginal or informal settlements) require
comprehensive measures to revive development and reorganization and urban
revitalization, which can be due to physical deterioration, lack of proper urban
services and infrastructure, unfavorable conditions. He mentioned environmental
and various socio-cultural and economic issues. Worn-out tissue failure includes
low width, lack or absence of infrastructure, large number of durable buildings,
low property values, insecurity and socio-cultural problems. The instability of
construction materials and the poverty of the residents of parts of the worn-out
texture of Bushehr city cause more wear and tear on the worn-out texture of this
city. The purpose of the research is to provide facilities for improvement,
renovation and reconstruction of the texture of this neighborhood. To investigate
the issues, a descriptive-analytical survey method was used and in order to
identify the characteristics of this context and apply the factor analysis method,
one hundred questionnaires were distributed and the indicators were asse ssed in
the form of a questionnaire. The information extracted from the questionnaires
is entered in SPSS and ARC GIS software and the initial matrix is formed. Of
the 40 indicators mentioned in the questionnaire, only 11 factors are considered
as the main factor. 11 is considered as the least important factor with 2.852 of
the total variance. The results of this study show that so far the plan of renovation
and improvement in the dilapidated fabric of the city has been implemented in
some areas and in other areas due to the economic conditions of residents and
lack of proper use of barren lands has not been implemented so far. The final
analysis in this study has led to solutions and suggestions for repairing and
improving the worn-out urban fabric in the Jofre neighborhood of Bushehr,
which is detailed in the text of the article.

proper urban services and infrastructure.
Pointed out the unfavorable environmental
conditions and various socio-cultural and
economic issues. Deficient tissue failure
includes low width, lack or absence of
infrastructure, a large number of durable
buildings, low property value, insecurity, and
socio-cultural problems. The instability of
construction materials and the poverty of the
residents of parts of the worn-out fabric of
Bushehr city cause more wear and tear on the
worn-out fabric of this city.

It is necessary to pay attention to the worn-out
structures, including the worn-out tissue of
Bushehr city because the worn-out tissue and
the old tissue of the city are the main
ammunition and foundation of the cities of Iran
and Bushehr. And if this urban fabric is left to
its own devices, an unfavorable future can be
imagined for it, and to improve people's lives,
it is better to organize the worn-out fabric of
Bushehr city. And the space of the worn texture
of Bushehr is considered and with the physical
organization of the space, the visual pleasure of
the texture of Bushehr rises and people tend to
live in this texture.

One of the cities in Iran that suffers from the
problems caused by worn-out structures is the
city of Bushehr, which over time has adopted
worn-out neighborhoods. Today, there are
several large dilapidated neighborhoods in this
city. In this study, the Jafre neighborhood,
which is considered a dilapidated area of this
city, has been studied. The sub-objectives of
this research are to improve the physical and
cultural situation of this neighborhood and in
line with that, access, services, infrastructure,
safety a, and security will be improved, social
life  movements will be created in this
neighborhood, economic activities will be
efficient and finally, the main goal Providing
facilities for improvement, renovation, and
reconstruction of the texture of this
neighborhood.

Accordingly, the research question is to identify
the effective factor and index that is causing the

erosion of the worn minute e of Jafre
neighborhood of Bushehr city. 100 people
living in that neighborhood, the hypotheses are
rejected or proved that those hypotheses
include these two cases: 1- It seems that the
effective factor in the erosion of Bushehr is the
poverty of the residents and the inefficiency of
the economic and social situation of the
residents. 2- It seems that due to the worn
texture in different parts of Bushehr city and
their heterogeneity, there should be a
combination of methods of organizing, recrea,
tin,g animprovementng.

- In the factor analysis of the questionnaire, 11
factors are considered, and as shown in Tables
four and 5, and 6, the most effective factors are
related to the social status of the residents of the
Jofre neighborhood and the first assumption is

related to the poverty of the residents because
all effective and acceptable factors are
accepted. In analysis, it is a factor related to
social homogeneity and so on.

- As can be seen in the factor analysis, various
factors in this neighborhood face shortcomings,
so according to the second hypothesis, a
combination of methods of organizing,
recreation, and imimprovementFor for the
revitalization of the Jafre neighborhood of
Bushehr city, whips are discussed below.

- Despite the renovation and improvement plan
that has been done for the dilapidated structures
of Bushehr city, these plans have not been
implemented and have remained only within
the plan and so far only a small part of it has
been implemented and in some areas due to
economic conditions Due to the lack of optimal
capital, these parts have remained without the
implementation of the improvement and
renovation plan.
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Vandalism or deliberate destruction of public property and belongings is one
of the social dangers that distort the beauty of the city. In this regard; The
present study investigates the danger of vandalism and its effects on urban
beauty in the city of Chenaran. The purpose of the present research in terms of
purpose; In terms of application and implementation; It is of a small type. The
data of the field section of the research were collected using the distribution of
a researcher-made questionnaire among the citizens of Chenaran. The
mentioned questionnaire was prepared using Likert scale and was distributed
among a sample of 382 people (according to Cochran's formula) from the
citizens of Chenaran city. The volume members of the sample were selected by
stratified random sampling method. Pearson correlation coefficient and
regression analysis model were used to analyze the data in SPSS software.
Findings have shown that the variables of socio-economic status, feelings of
abuse and discrimination, companionship and communication, degree of
socialization, individual factors, cultural factors, marginalization, poverty,
addiction, broken window, anonymity and unfair distribution Urban services
affect the variable of urban vandalism Finally, according to the model fit table
in logistic regression; Socioeconomic status variables, individual factors,
poverty and broken window were excluded from the research model due to
EXP (B) less than 1.

Provide the necessary cultural education in
schools and mass media to create more
belonging and  commitment  (internal
sociability) in relation to the public belongings
and the beauty of the city and society. Urban
services should be distributed fairly in
different areas and neighborhoods of the city,
especially in the suburbs, to reduce the feeling
of injustice and discrimination to some extent.

Conclusion

The result is that vandalism destroys the
appearance of cities and distorts the beauty of
facades, furniture and urban  spaces.
Vandalism reduces the quality of urban life by
destroying facades, furniture and urban spaces,
and by increasing aggression and violence in
cities, it not only affects the decline of work
and public use of recreational places, but also
increases the feeling of fear, unrest and
abnormality.
