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Abstract

Social security is one of the most important concepts in today's world
and in many political, social and economic issues. This concept is one of
the most basic needs of any society and needs social security in order for
human beings to grow and prosper, and consequently to have a dynamic
and lively society, as well as to be in the path of development of that
society. The aim of this study is to compare and evaluate the level of
social security indicators in different provinces of the country. The
research is descriptive-analytical in terms of method and practical in
terms of purpose. Raw data related to the Social Security Index have been
extracted from the Statistical Yearbook (1394) of the Statistics Center of
Iran. Social security indicators were evaluated with the help of 12 experts
by hierarchical analysis (AHP) method and then prioritized using Expert
Choice software and finally the results were shown spatially and in the
form of a map in Arc GIS software. The results show that Qazvin,
Kurdistan and Alborz provinces have the highest level of social security,
respectively, while Semnan, Qom and Chaharmahal and Bakhtiari
provinces have the lowest level of social security. This result indicates
that the level of social security indicators in different provinces of the
country is different, which can be a good guide for more appropriate
planning for managers and decision makers to improve the level of social
security and reduce the level of social harm indicators.

Introduction

One of the most basic human needs in terms
of security is to be safe and free from the stress
of living. Ensuring basic security is the most
basic human right, and it is essential to create a
sense of security and security against any
harassment, harassment, external or internal
threats to life, property, family, etc. Security
must prevail for any activity. If a person is not
safe in life and feels threatened at any moment,
it will cause many individual and social
problems. Definitions in dictionaries about the
general concept of security emphasize the
"feeling of freedom from fear" or the "feeling
of safety" that governs material and mental
security. Security for a country is to have or
gain confidence in the health of "existence",
"property" in terms of prestige and position, and
in terms of everything that is under the umbrella
of "national interests". According to the above
definitions, security can be defined as: the
protection of rare human values from natural
and human dangers; regardless of whether it is
objective or subjective psychologically, in fact,
the infrastructure and foundation of all human
progress has been security (Mir Lotfi et al,
2015: 61). A sense of security is one of the most
prominent aspects of the growth of a society
and the bedrock of the growth, development
and stability of society. Establishing public and
social security in a society requires a structure
in which the minimum elements such as: social
justice, welfare, social security, employment,
freedom, people's sovereignty, people's full
participation in  socio-political  affairs,
distribution of knowledge and information in
society, use There should be social adjustment
and the like from the power of the educated and
the wise.The importance of security in society
is not hidden from anyone, and as mentioned, it
has numerous and effective consequences, and
it is necessary for any activity in society. The
purpose of this study is to evaluate and compare
the level of social security indicators in
different provinces of the country. In order to
measure social security, data from the site of the
Statistics Center and the statistical yearbook of
1394 have been used. In the first place, this can
show the level of social security in 31 provinces
of the country according to the studied
indicators, and also be a guide and indicator for
decision makers and decision makers in the
field of planning in this area, with better and
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more strategies and policies to improve. The
social security of the provinces should take the
necessary measures. Considering that the
present research is the ranking of the country's
provinces in terms of social security, the
research question is what is the level of social
security indicators in different provinces of the
country?

Methodology

The present study is descriptive-analytical
and applied in terms of purpose. In order to
complete the theoretical foundations of the
research and the indicators used in the previous
literature and research, it was used in
consultation with professors and experts. The
raw data related to the Social Security Index has
been extracted from the Statistical Yearbook
(2015) of the Statistics Center of Iran as the
most available and official statistical center in
the country, which has statistics for all
provinces of the country. Social security
indicators were scored by 12 experts using a
hierarchical analysis method and finally
prioritized using Expert Choice software. After
clustering the social security level of the
provinces, the GIS system showed them in
space and map. Was. Selecting an index to
measure the problem is one of the most
important pillars of any research, because how
the indicators are used reflects the current state
of society. The table below shows the social
security indicators used in various studies.

Results and discussion

At this stage, a hierarchical analysis model
(AHP) was used to weight and determine the
degree of importance of each of the indicators.
In this method, the indicators were prioritized
using 12 experts in this field and among them,
a pair was compared, the results of which are
shown in Figure 1. Weighting of the collected
indicators was done in order to determine the
importance and weight of each of the indicators
and criteria of the research and finally the
impact of each of them on the final result of the
ranking of the provinces.

The results show that Qazvin, Kurdistan and
Alborz provinces have the highest social
security, respectively, while Semnan, Qom and
Chaharmahal and Bakhtiari provinces have the
lowest social security. In order to level the
provinces of the country in 5 equal floors, the
highest score related to Semnan province was
minus the lowest score related to Qazvin
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province, and the result of this difference was
divided into 5. The formula for these
calculations is shown below.

(Xmax-Xmin) /5 => (1966 / 93-324/8) / 5
=4/328

To cluster, we first add each of the
categories with 328.4, which we will have,
first-class provinces (653/23 to 324.8) that have
the highest level of social security, second-class
provinces (91.681 to 2). / 653), Provinces of the
third floor (1310 to 6/981), Provinces of the
Fourth Class (1364/4/1310) and Provinces of
the Fifth Floor (1963-96 to 1368/4) which have
the lowest level of social security indicators in
the country. Finally, in order to show the social
security of different provinces of the country,
the results of the research in spatial format and
using the software of Geographic Information
System (GIS) are shown in Map No. 1.

Conclusion

The purpose of this study was to compare
the level of social security in different
provinces of the country. To achieve this, raw
data used in the statistical yearbook of 1394,
which is the last statistical yearbook so far, was
used. To conduct this research, first using the
indicators. Appointed to measure social
security and in consultation with professors and
experts in this field and also according to the
available data available on the website of the
Statistics Center and the statistical yearbook of
1394, finally 16 indicators of premeditated
murder, unintentional homicide, accidental
deaths, beatings and injuries. And injury,
threats, coercion and reluctance, pretending to
stab, intentionally poisoning, stealing from
public places, burglary, shoplifting, theft from
industrial and commercial centers, car theft,
bicycle and motorcycle theft, urban burglary,
and ultimately out-of-town accidents were
selected and analyzed. After extracting the
required data, the statistics of each province
were divided on the population of that province
to neutralize the effect of population on data.
Then, using a hierarchical analysis method and
using the opinion of 12 experts, a pair of
indicators were compared and finally the
weight of each index was determined. At the
end, the weight of each index was multiplied in
the statistics of each province to determine the
rank of each province in the country. After
determining the ranking, clustering was
performed and finally the provinces were
classified into five clusters. In the geographic
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information system, the results were shown as
a map and in a spatial format. One of the
limitations of this research was the lack of
information and lack of access. He pointed to
better and more data, so in this study, the data
available on the website of the Statistics Center
and Statistical Yearbook were selected as the
best and most complete data source in this
study, which can be considered in future
research using more data and indicators to
Achieve more realistic results. Finally, the
results showed that the level of social security
varies in different provinces of the country. So
that out of 31 provinces of the country, Semnan
province in one cluster; Qom province in one
cluster; Chaharmahal and Bakhtiari and Tehran
provinces in one cluster; Isfahan, Khorasan
Razavi, South Khorasan, North Khorasan,
Zanjan, Markazi and Fars provinces in A
cluster and other provinces were also placed in
one cluster. Based on the results obtained, it is
necessary for the authorities to plan for
sustainable security throughout the country so
that social security can be established in all
provinces.
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
