: housing, and one of the most important problems of this city is the provision of
quality housing for low-income groups. Therefore, the present study aims to
: evaluate the sustainability of affordable housing in Ardabil city. Current study
: is applied according to aim and it is analytical-descriptive according to nature
and methodology. Statistical society in this study include, Ardebili citizens
: residing in Mehr housing and housing in informal settlements That 385 persons
: were gathered in questionnaire by simple random sampling. To data analysis,
partial squares at least were used in Warp PLS Software framework. Study
¢ results showed that, there is significant relationship between study 4 dimension
¢ and satisfaction about affordable housing sustainable, and among these,social-
cultural, physical, ecological and economical cases in affordable housing
: sustainable are the most effective dimensions of affordable housing,
: respectively, and satisfaction of affordable housing sustainable in Ardebil city
: is in middle level.
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Extended Abstract
Introduction

Today, as the urban population grows, there
are always new issues and problems, the most
important of which is the provision of quality
housing for low-income people. One of the
newest policies of Iran government for low
income groups is Mehr housing plan which it
was presented at 1386 solar year (2007) with
aims such as creating balance between demand
and supply by removing yard or earth price,
low income groups and poor people house
providing, creating justice in access to proper
housing and reducing poverty and providing
youth housing. It is important to provide house
providing for low income groups with suitable
conditions. In other word, these houses
sustainable are one of main subjects for
housing of low income groups. By passing
some years from preparing and
implementation of mentioned policy, it’s
measurement with housing sustainable factors
is as an important necessity. Ardebil city has
main and special position according to
economical and nature social cases during
recent years and according to official and
political center in Province is opposed in
physical development and every year it has
been attracted many population from villages
and around cities and population rising cause
to create problems in housing pattern. Part of
this problem was removed with Mehr potential
housing sustainable plan. It is clear that, these
houses low quality and weakness of urban
services increase another barrier. So, in current
study, we try to investigate low income groups
house position according to having house
sustainable factors and their relationship with
efficiency and acceptable surveys.

Methodology

Given that this research seeks to evaluate
sustainable urban housing policies, the
research is applied in terms of purpose and
descriptive-analytical in nature and method.
The statistical population in this study is
Ardabil citizens living in Mehr houses and
houses located in informal settlements. The
sample size was determined using Cochran's
mathematical formula 385 samples and a
simple random method available for sampling
was used. The library method has also been
used in the field of theoretical foundations and
research literature and the field method has
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been used to collect data and that the present
research  tool is a  researcher-made
questionnaire whose validity has been
confirmed by experts and professors. Its
reliability was also obtained through
Cronbach's alpha test of 0.896, which indicates
a high level of confidence in the questionnaire.
Finally, in order to analyze the research data,
partial least squares method has been used in
the form of PLS Warp software.

Results and Discussion

The research findings show that the
measurement model has adequate reliability in
terms of dimensions, structural reliability and
convergent validity. Another result in current
study is existence of acceptable correlation
between  sustainable  dimensions  and
satisfaction about  potential housing
sustainable also cultural-social, framework-
physical, ecological and at last economical
cases are the most effective dimensions about
potential housing sustainable respectively.
Current study structural model has sufficient
power. In mentioned model, 0.591% of
variable variance in potential housing
sustainable describe by entered variables and
according to Aston-Gaser test results, we can
say regarded model has enough anticipation
power and capacity. Another aim in current
study is investigation satisfaction amount for
potential housing sustainable and results
showed that except economical, framework
and security criteria; another measured criteria
for Ardebil city are in middle and more than
middle level. About test significant, we can
say; there is significant difference between
accessibility criteria to urban services,
placement belonging sense, ecological and
economical cases with mean difference from
(3) middle level.

Conclusion

Results showed that, 4 sub-hypothesis in current
study refer to significant relationship based on
satisfaction ~ between  potential  housing
sustainable in Ardebil city and urban housing
sustainable dimensions such as cultural-social,
ecological, economical and framework-physical.
About these dimensions effectiveness, we can
say there is direct relationship between cultural-
social, framework-physical, economic and
ecological dimensions with the most effect in
potential housing sustainable respectively. In
direct and indirect effectiveness; cultural-social,
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framework-physical, ecological and economical
dimensions are as important dimensions about
potential housing sustainable. Another result in
current study shows that satisfaction amount of
potential housing sustainable in Ardebil city is in
middle level. Middle level of total satisfaction
amount relate to low satisfaction in economical
dimension and high satisfaction in ecological
dimension and access to urban services.
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
