An
analysis of theoretical literature in the SCOPUS database was conducted on the keywords of sustainability and
sustainable entrepreneurship between the beginning of 2010 and the end of 2023 and based on that, 81
scientific studies were used for the final review. The research finding indicate that the correlation between

Introduction
The importance of entrepreneurship is in addressing social, environmental issues, and economic barriers to
achieving sustainable development goals. Entrepreneurship plays a fundamental role in sustainable
development by creating jobs in small and medium-sized enterprises, reducing the impact on natural
resources, contributing to inclusive economic growth and innovation, improving social conditions, and
coping with economic and environmental shocks such as uncertainty in food and energy production, and
coping with the current financial crises. Meanwhile, sustainable entrepreneurship is the last solution for
self-employment in the face of the aforementioned crises (Horisch, & Johnson, 2021).
Therefore, sustainable entrepreneurship policies must be implemented coherently. And in this context,
attention should be paid to the results of sustainability and its benefits for entrepreneurs. As a result,
sustainable entrepreneurship is central to solving challenges by providing proactive and risk-taking
solutions (Rosério & Raimundo, 2024). The main goal of sustainable development is that natural resources
are scarce and ensuring human security must be considered in this context. Therefore, considering these
issues, individuals should use resources in a way that does not destroy the opportunities of future
generations, Therefore, in order to reduce this problem, entrepreneurs are looking for innovations that
produce sustainable goods and services.

The keyword "sustainability” was used to
identify potential sources in the initial search phase, and due to the need to narrow down the references,
287,114 relevant documents were identified. In the next step, 329 documents were identified for the
keyword "sustainable entrepreneurship™. Further, by applying the entry criteria to the subject area including
business, management, and accounting until the end of 2023, 81 documents remained in the final report. In
the present study, the Prisma checklist was used to assess the quality of the selected sources. For this
purpose, after defining the desired principles, sources were searched for to collect data. Then, using the
Prisma checklist, the desired criteria were extracted from the reviewed articles.
