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Abstract

The current research was conducted with the aim of sociological analysis of the effects of the globalization process
on political culture from the perspective of Iranian women (1402-1392). In this research, a qualitative approach
and interpretive phenomenological method were used, and its statistical population consisted of working women
between 20 and 50 years of age during the years 2012 to 2014. In this regard, 12 people were interviewed using
the purposeful sampling method. Data collection was done through in-depth semi-structured interviews and the
obtained data were analyzed using the foundational data theory and the three-step coding method of Strauss and
Corbin (1990). Based on the results obtained, 11 main categories (increasing awareness, challenging traditional
norms, educational opportunities, economic security, pressure for legal reforms, cultural exchange, changes in
political participation, social activism, information sharing, gender equality and discovering latent talents) They
were recognized in the form of 4 educational-cultural, social, economic and political dimensions and 50 codes.
The findings support the theoretical view that globalization has had an impact on traditional beliefs, social and
political issues, cultural exchanges, cultural homogenization, national identity, digital activism, educational
opportunities, and their level of awareness. In fact, according to the results, the phenomenon of globalization is a
force that has helped women to be protected from harm in the field of political and social rights. However, the
introduction of new cultural models among Iran should be conscious and controlled and not cause forgetting and
complete loss of Iranian culture and values such as clothing, morals and customs. The results provided deep insight
into how globalization affects women's perspectives on issues of political culture.
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Introduction

Globalization can be described as increasing global interconnectedness. Communication between
different parts of the world is increasing. These communications are primarily an exchange of economic,
social, cultural, political, and technological characteristics that take place between societies when they
are in contact with each other. Although this exchange has been going on for ages, the process was first
referred to as globalization in the second half of the 20th century, while most of the literature appeared
in the late 1970s and 1980s. Globalization as an idea of modernization is also mentioned in the writings
of Marx and Saint-Simon. Today, the most common definition of globalization refers to the integration
of different countries into the global economy. This leads to the free movement of capital, products and
information, which affects not only the economy, but also political, social, cultural and environmental
aspects. Therefore, different fields such as economics, history, political science, sociology define and
explain the concept of globalization in different ways. The political aspect of globalization has its own
importance because it affects the nation-state system and has been raised since the Treaty of Westphalia
in 1648. is As a result of globalization, the borders of states have disappeared due to the introduction of
information technology. TV channels have destroyed the "Iron Curtain". Political globalization “may
create a more peaceful world order and limit the propensity for violent conflict by limiting the capacity
and autonomy of states. In other words, globalization refers to processes in which social relations require
relatively immediate and borderless qualities, so that human lives are endangered. In the last two
decades, globalization has had a tremendous impact on the lives of women in developing countries. The
phenomenon of globalization has transformed the socio-economic landscape of nations around the
world. Economic unity, the uninterrupted flow of information and the exchange of ideas have created
new opportunities to accelerate economic development and, as a result, women's participation in the
workforce. This may be attributed to the economic empowerment of women and the minimization of
economic costs related to the underutilization of women's abilities and labor (Husain et al, 2024: 3).

In this research, it is argued that women's cultures are nascent cultural “instruments"”, mobilizing
structures that emerge from women's awareness of their subordinate position and the unique values and
relationships that arise from their subordination, which have the potential to transform male-dominated
cultures. . The cultures and collective identities of women are examined. Then dominant perspectives
of cultural change in globalization studies (cultural differentiation, cultural convergence, and cultural
hybridization) are used to understand how women's cultures contribute to various outcomes in contact
with dominant groups. In this way, future research directions can be determined to deal with women's
culture and globalization. Especially, women's political culture is different based on women's class,
status, race, ethnicity, and nationality. Understanding the culture of any group requires paying attention
to the contexts in which it is produced, so we turn our attention to the Iranian society, which has its own
cultures and values. The cultural values and sentiments that women have received in their own lives
create unique women's cultures. Therefore, it is necessary to examine the effects of globalization on
political culture from the perspective of women. Globalization is an inevitable process and its effect on
women's political culture in Iran depends on the performance of officials and policymakers. If the policy
makers do not understand the new conditions and do not take the necessary measures to actively deal
with the wave of globalization, this process will be a threat to women's culture and will lead to its
weakening. Because the effects of globalization include identity, clothing and ethics on women and their
culture of life.

Methodology

Thematic analysis was used in this research. Qualitative data analysis was done based on grounded
theory and using the three-stage coding method of Strauss and Corbin (1990) during three stages of

primary, secondary and final coding. Grounded theory is a qualitative research method used to develop
theories and is one of the most popular qualitative methodologies in social science research. The main



principles of grounded theory and how to collect and analyze data were introduced by Glasser and
Strauss (1967) (Mahravi et al., 1398: 158). The main point of Glasser and Strauss (1967) theory is that
the adequacy of the developed theory depends on the research process used to derive it. This theory
extracts concepts from data and develops them by collecting, coding and analyzing data. This approach
ensures that the generated theory corresponds to the phenomenon under study (Glaser & Strauss, 1967:
Cullen & Brennan, 2021

Results and discussion

It was found that globalization has positive and negative effects on women's political culture. On the
one hand, the emergence of a global regime encourages gender equality, which affects the pattern of
political representation of women in the Islamic Republic of Iran. On the other hand, it promotes an
ideology of neoliberalism that is "inherently opposed to interventionism in politics" and also promotes
liberal democratic practices that oppose positive policies for women, including gender quotas. It is
concluded that the paradoxical effect of globalization has led to improvements. Because adopting the
effects of globalization has contributed to equal gender opportunities and social welfare policies. It is
important to note that these effects are not the same in all Iranian women. Factors such as social class,
education level, urban or rural residence, and personal beliefs significantly affect how women
experience and react to the effects of globalization on political culture. Furthermore, it is important to
remember that during the period under review, Iran remained subject to international sanctions and
government control over the flow of information, which moderated some of the effects of globalization.
Finally, it was concluded that there is a significant relationship between globalization and its effects on
women's political culture, and the way globalization works has been associated with positive and
negative effects on women's political culture. In fact, according to the results obtained in this research,
the phenomenon of globalization is a force that has helped women to be protected from harm in the field
of political and social rights. However, the introduction of new cultural models to Iran and among
women should be conscious and controlled and not cause forgetting and complete loss of Iranian culture
and values such as clothing, ethics and customs.Conclusion

Results

The results of identifying the effects of the globalization process on the political culture of Iranian
women (1402-1392) indicate that a set of components in the form of educational (cultural), social,
economic and political dimensions can indicate the effects of globalization. Categories related to these
dimensions in the cultural field can include training in office hours; laying the groundwork for growth
and development; virtual training workshops; participation in educational decisions and evaluations; the
process of internationalization of education; educational quality and improvement of teaching processes;
freedom of action in education; Equipping and training skilled and trained workforce. The categories of
the cultural field can include empowering women; development and improvement of social status;
providing the possibility of using the achievements; the formation of social movements and the speed
of interactions; Collapsing boundaries and going beyond them; Creating and multiplying social
networks; increasing the number of links and mutual connections; Change in identity and social systems;
The fading of national borders and the collapse of traditional beliefs and ideas; Globalization of life
patterns and global common issues; He knew the internal balances and types of social movements. The
categories of the economic field can include the expansion of constructive and effective interactions
with the countries of the world; Orientation towards the global community and increasing awareness
about economic rights; formation of internet businesses; the flourishing of women in the spheres of
exchange; Mass entry of women into the labor market and economic benefits; Increasing the number
and volume of activities of multinational companies; new needs for the government's economic policy;
ability to adapt to economic conditions; and identifying strategies and resources to deal with challenging
situations. The categories of the political field can include the expansion of transnational
communication; increasing the range of awareness; Convergence and unanimity in political spheres;
intensifying social relations and coexistence with other regions of the world; Creating appropriate
political capacities; Creating empowerment programs; breaking down political authority and becoming
the ruler of global hegemony; liberating the social issue from the control of the government; political
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actions such as women's movements; Achieving global capabilities for human rights issues; changes in
beliefs about political participation; participation in decisions through political activism; and identifying

global strategies related to knowledge economy.

Specifically, the findings of this research support the theoretical view that globalization and each of its
components are related to conditions that have increased women's participation in the economically
active workforce. However, the findings also show that globalization is associated with a decrease in
women's relative chances of achieving high-paying and high-status jobs. In cultural fields, traditional
beliefs, social and political issues such as participation in elections, cultural exchanges, cultural
homogenization, national identity, digital activism, educational opportunities, increasing their
awareness, etc. Globalization has had many positive and negative effects on the studied women in the
given time period.
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
