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Investigating the relationship between interpersonal trust and social skills with emotional maturity in
divorced and normal children
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Aim: This study aimed to investigate the relationship between
interpersonal trust and social skills with emotional maturity in
children of divorce and those from intact families.

Method: To achieve the research objectives, a descriptive
correlational research design was employed. The statistical
sample comprised all children of divorce and those from intact
families in the country during the 2021-2022 period, totaling
108 participants: 54 children of divorce and 54 children from
intact families, selected through random sampling. Data
collection tools included three questionnaires: the Interpersonal
Trust Questionnaire by Rempel and Holmes (1986), the
Emotional Maturity Questionnaire by Singh and Bhargava
(1991), and the Social Skills Questionnaire by Matson et al.
(1983). Pearson's correlation and multivariate regression
analyses were conducted to analyze the data using SPSS-26
statistical software.

Findings: The results indicated a significant relationship
between interpersonal trust and emotional maturity at the 0.01
error level, as well as a significant relationship between social
skills and emotional maturity at the same error level. The results
of regression analysis revealed that the variables of aggression,
peer relationships, appropriate skills, and social skills play a
significant role in predicting emotional maturity.

Conclusion: A high level of interpersonal trust and social skills
in children may contribute to an increase in their emotional
maturity.
