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Abstract

Aim: The purpose of this research was to investigate the
relationship between academic achievement, perception
of the classroom environment, and academic enthusiasm
among female elementary school students.Method: In
terms of the fundamental purpose, the method was a
descriptive method of structural equation modeling. The
target statistical population included all primary female
students of Isfahan city in the academic year 1401-1402,
numbering 362,770 people. The sampling method was a
multi-stage cluster. Considering the size of the population,
the sample size was selected through the table of Morgan
and Karjesi (1970) 384.

Result: Information was collected through Diener and
Biswas (2008), Perception of Classfraser et al. (1996) and
Fredriker, Blumenfield and Paris (2002) academic
enthusiasm questionnaires. Pearson test, regression and
structural equations were used to test the hypotheses. And
data analysis was done with SPSS24 and pls4 software.
The results showed that there is a significant relationship
between academic achievement and perception of the
classroom environment (t=6.63 P<0.005) and academic
enthusiasm (t=7.45 P<0.005). In this way, as the level of
academic achievement increases, the perception of the
classroom environment and academic enthusiasm
increases.Conclusion: Based on the results obtained from
this research, it is recommended for educational
environments to use these educational structures for
counselors, professors, teachers and parents in a practical
way in counseling centers, workshops and training
courses and to teach them in their training. pay more
