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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the effect of Gardner's Multiple Intelligence of intelligence
education on the social utility and academic motivation among female students. The design of this study
was a quasi-experimental design with a pretest-posttest and control group. The statistical population
consisted of all 10" grade students in Isfahan city in the academic year of 1396-97. The sampling method
was randomly selected multi-stage and the sample of the students was 30 students who were randomly
selected in four schools and assigned to the experimental group and the control group (each group was
15). And the Crowne and Marlow Social Utility Questionnaire and Valerand’s Motivational Scale were
used to collect data. Then the experimental group participated in 14 regular sessions in the training
sessions on intelligence education based on Gardner’s theory. Data were analyzed using one-variable
and multivariate covariance analysis. The results of this study showed that the intelligence method based
on the Gardner's Multiple Intelligence Theory increased the social utility (p<0.001) and the educational
motivation was (p<0.001) in the experimental group at the post-test stage. According to the findings of
this study, Gardner’s theory based on intelligence education can be suggested as an effective method for
increasing social acceptability and promoting academic motivation for students.
